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INCLUSIVE AND EXTRACTIVE ECONOMIC INSTITUTIONS:
CONFLICTING TRENDS IN “"POST-ROSY"” GEORGIA

Abstract. In 2004-2013 Georgia implemented a series of radical socio-
economic reforms pursuing ambitious goals for the suppression of corruption and
creation of the current economic model in one of the poorest transitive post-
Soviet states. Despite obvious progress, in recent years the Georgian model has
being faced a series of challenges. The author uses the approach of D. Acemoglu
and J. Robinson (“inclusive” and “extractive” economic institutions) to cover
theoretical and methodological foundations of Georgian reforms which are
usually considered as part of the stereotype of the economic “neo-liberalism”
policy. System decomposition of economic policy measures of the governments
of the “Revolution of Roses” and “Georgian Dream” allows us to see in it a
implementation of the course of institutional changes aimed at creating a modern
inclusive economy. Institutional economic models of Georgia and countries with
comparable levels of socio-economic development (Armenia, Belarus, Serbia,
Ukraine) are compared; the results of comparison suggest a deep institutional
transformation of the Georgian economy. The current state of the Georgian
economy and the problems of its economic dynamics are considered. The author
comes to a conclusion about the weakness of the internal drivers of economic
growth in Georgia (low level of demand, savings, human capital) that creates a
situation similar to the classic “vicious circle of underdevelopment” and the
investment deficit according to Nurkse R., P. Rosenstein-Rodan. In this respect,
the classical theories of the development economy complement and develop
measures based on the methodology of the new institutionalism. The policy of
creation of an inclusive institutional framework is a prerequisite for the formation
of the modern economy, however, in the absence of formed internal drivers of
growth it cannot by itself ensure high economic dynamics and cope fast enough
with the problems of poverty and social inequality. To achieve such a goal, a
transition towards economic policy of stimulating savings, investment and
infrastructure development is required. The theory of D. Acemoglu and
J. Robinson itself contains internal paradoxes, indicating that the authors’
position aimed at the consistent denial of the cultural, economic and political
factors of growth is unlikely to be confirmed by examination of specific examples
of national economic policy and unconditionally supported.

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Introduction. The problem of economic development is a key to modern
economic science. Starting with the works of R. Nurkse [Nurkse 1953] and
P. Rosenstein-Rodan [Rosenstein-Rodan 1944] a number of theories was put
forward intended to create a methodological basis for sustainable economic
growth policy. In different periods of time, these theories have shifted their focus
from issues of investments in the social and cultural aspects of development
[Myrdal 1968], the problem of external economic relations and dependence
[Rosenstein-Rodan 1944], social inequality [Kuznets 1966], and so on. New
trends in the development cause the need to create updated judgments that
reflect the realities of today's economy. One such attempts was the work of MIT
economist D. Acemoglu and Harvard political scientist J. Robinson Why Are Some
Countries Rich and Some Countries Poor [Acemoglu 2015, Acemoglu, Robinson
2012].

The theory of Acemoglu and Robinson, and methodological approaches laid
in it reflect the realities of a globalized economy of post-industrial societies,
where a key driver of growth is social mobility and innovation. It is interesting to
analyze effectiveness of this theory on the example of Georgia which
implemented one of the most consistent models of economic reforms, the
ideology of which is primarily based on the theory of inclusive and extractive
institutions of Acemoglu - Robinson. Or, to be more exact, the theory of
Acemoglu - Robinson successfully summarizes the provisions of modern
neoinstitutional economic paradigm underlying Georgian reforms and Georgian
economic policy of 2004-2016.

Literature review and the problem statement. Despite the obvious
interest represented by the experience of radical reforms the governments of the
President of M. Saakashvili (“the Revolution of Roses”) and his political
opponents from “the Georgian Dream”, we cannot say that this experience has
undergone a serious and deep economic analysis. Despite all the evidence, they
were ignored in the work of D. Acemoglu and J. Robinson itself. The American
science Georgian experience is mostly considered in the context of the
geopolitical range of problems and social changes [Verch 2006, Gahrton 2010].
The lively discussion around the Georgian experience in Russian social and
political journalism is complicated by excessive politicization of the issue and
sketchiness of approaches demonstrated by both supporters and opponents of
the Georgian reformers [Burakova 2011, Mendkovich 2012]. Some aspects of
economic policy of the country are discussed in the articles of the Georgian
researchers [Abesadze 2009, Mekantsishvili 2009, Natelauri 2009], in particular,
in papers of V. Papava [Papava 2014, Papava 2015, Papava 2015], and others.

Research results.

Criteria of inclusiveness and extractiveness. According to the
definition given by D. Acemoglu and J. Robinson, inclusive economic institutions
are considered to be those that ‘allow and, moreover, stimulate the participation
of large groups of the population in the economic activity’, that enables the best
use of their skills and talents [Acemoglu 2015, p. 87]. Under this approach, the
fundamental ideas of economic liberalism are combined with the concept of
“creative destruction”, of J. Schumpeter. Economic freedom is a precondition for
the implementation of this process. In its atmosphere, innovation, which is the
main driver of economic growth, is implemented in the most dynamic and
productive way. Therefore, economic freedom requires the necessary guarantees
- protection of the rights to private property, fair competition, shared access to
social benefits. Without them, the atmosphere of “creative destruction” of

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innovation social and economic development is impossible. Having been reached,
the institutional environment of freedom and competition makes the growth to
be inclusive; all sections of the population become involved in it and the entire
society gets the opportunity of inclusive access the economic development
benefits.

Conversely, extractive economic institutions provide for a situation of
unequal access, monopolies, restrictions and privileges. The possibilities of
people in the realization of their creative activity in such situations are limited.
The mechanisms of “creative destruction” are artificially blocked, which results in
inflexibility, loss of incentives and growth inhibition. D. Acemoglu and J. Robinson
recognize that the societies of “extractive institutions” have a very limited
development potential, which is dependent in nature and involves the catch-up
implementation of achievements of more advanced innovative inclusive
economies. In the historical perspective, the societies of “extractive institutions”
could be relatively effective and viable, but they are not able to overcome the
barrier of development when the innovations become the main driver of growth.
As a rule, this barrier is associated with the Industrial Revolution. In the “service
economy” (post-industrial economy) extractive institutions demonstrate their
complete failure. In today's society, it would be correct to associate “extractive
institutions” of Acemoglu-Robinson primarily with obtaining different forms of
“administrative rent”, including especially that one which is caused by the spread
of corruption relations and shadow economy.

Practical application of the Acemoglu-Robinson methodology faces a
number of theoretical and methodological difficulties. As M. Boldrin, D. Levine
and S. Modica aptly remarked, the definition of inclusive and extractive
institutions may have a problem of tautology: “extractive” institutions are those
that block the growth and “inclusive” are those who contribute to it [Boldrin,
p. 2]. Practical consideration of case studies cited by D. Acemoglu and J.
Robinson also points to a number of paradoxes connected, in our opinion,
especially with the attempts of formal using criteria of “extractiveness” and
“inclusiveness” when comparing the complex political systems. For example, the
political system of Germany of the frontier of the 19t"-20t" centuries is considered
as “extractive” that raises the question of the nature of its innovation dynamics.
Despite the desire of D. Acemoglu and J. Robinson to deny the influence of non-
institutional, for example, cultural, economic development factors [Acemoglu
2015, p. 55-81], without taking them into account one can hardly give a
satisfactory explanation to the features of socio-economic dynamics even of close
regions located within the boundaries of one state (e.g., the North and South of
Italy). The following dilemma arises in a similar way: “the institutional framework
or economic policy” - which one is able to influence the pace and quality of
economic growth more, at least in the medium term [Boldrin, Levine, and
Modica, 2012]?

Institutional economic model of Georgia: comparative analysis.
Institutional economic model of modern Georgia was being formed in the course
of the reforms “the Revolution of Roses” of 2004-2013. The logic of the reforms
was based on the conditions of the Georgian society. For it, the problems of
poverty, inefficiency and pervasive corruption of the state in which a particularly
prominent role was played by criminals, remained acute. Poverty, inadequate
income, non-competitive wages made considerably for inefficiency and corruption
of the state institutions. Implementation of “the Revolution of Roses” opened up
opportunities for the implementation of measures that have been discussed

within the coordination of cooperation programs between national authorities and
the IMF at the end of the 1990’s [Georgia: This Letter of Intent of the
government of Georgia describes the policies that Georgia intends to implement
in the context of its request for financial support from the IMF, 1998 ].
Cooperation programs included blocks of macroeconomic stabilization, legal and
framework reforms; their common aim was to create favourable conditions for
the revival of business activity in the country (Fig. 1).

In the course of reforms was created an institutional framework that
provided a new quality of economic growth - its inclusive nature. In 2004-2007,
key measures of reform policy were implemented. According to the Doing
Business project, in 2008-2013 Georgia continued improve its institutional
framework, implementing new projects to improve the regulatory environment
and stimulating business activity. In 2008, 6 similar initiatives were
implemented, in 2009 - 4, in 2010 - 2, in 2011 - 3, in 2012. - 4, in 2013 - 6.
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They include the creation of electronic tax payment system convenient for
payers, facilitating procedures of connecting businesses to power grids,
extending access to credit resources, and so on. In 2014-2016, the
implementation of such initiatives has continued; in 2014-2015 one similar
initiative was implemented each year; in 2016 it is planned to implement two
initiatives in the area of improving the procedures for obtaining permits for
construction work and facilitating the conclusion of contracts by means of
informatizition of the courts’ activity [Business Reforms in Georgia: Doing
Business]. The governments of “Georgian Dream” have consistently reaffirmed
their commitment to the generated model of institutional reforms [USIP Staff.
Georgian Prime Minister: Reforms Will Continue. 2016]. During the last 9 years
the Doing Business project has not noted any reform in Georgia which would
have made it difficult to conduct business.

A systematic analysis and assessment of the institutional framework of
national economies is carried out by the Worldwide Governance Indicators (WGI)
project, which data are collected according to the rating assessment of
development indicators in six areas: (1) public participation and accountability,
(2) political stability and violence, (3) government efficiency, (4) regulatory
policy, (5) legality, (6) suppression of corruption [The Worldwide Governance
Indicators (WGI) project]. Fig. 2 shows the radar charts depicting the dynamics
of indicators for the economies of Georgia and four Eastern European countries
that are comparable in quality of the economic potential and conditions of
development.

These ratings reflect both the specificity of national models of economic
institutions and the dynamics of their development during the period of 1996 -
2014. WGI methodology used is compatible with the Acemoglu - Robinson
methodology and can be considered from the point of view of progress of
“inclusive” institutions. Thus, the Serbian model shows the distinct influence of
balanced and comprehensive reforms aimed at achieving membership
parameters in the EU structures. After “the Bulldozer Revolution” in 2000 a fairly
rapid progress is noted especially noticeable in the area of the effectiveness of
public administration, democratization and the fight against corruption, that by
2014 allowed creating a balanced institutional model. In Armenia, one can
observe a stable model with a distinctive corporate or an authoritarian bias, but
relatively efficient regulatory system. In Ukraine and Belarus there are expressed
“extractive” institutional models characterized by a low level of the development
of inclusive institutions and their curved structure. For Ukraine, the development
of this system resulted in a sharp regression of the direction of stability and
violence in society; for Belarus a characteristic feature is a combination of
political authoritarianism and an unfavorable regulatory environment. The
peculiarity of the Georgian model is the rapid progress in the areas of regulatory
policy, suppression of massive corruption and the establishment of effective
government. At the same time, an urgent problem is still a relatively lower level
of development of political democracy, and security issue. The combination of
effective state with unstable political system which instability has both internal
and external dimensions, represents a significant obstacle to further institutional
and economic development os the country. As a researcher of ISET Policy
Institute E. Livny notes, the political weakness of the judicial and, in a broader
sense, legal system of Georgia is one of the key risk factors for foreign
investment [Livny 2015].

Beyond the facade of “top-rate illusion”: utilitarian approach of
elites towards the institutions. In spite of the success in various rankings,
inclusion of institutional structure of Georgia’s economy still remains as a
problematic issue. This can be discussed in the context of the elites’ behavior.
During almost all Post-Soviet period the process of institutional transformation in
Georgia was characterized by excess “elitisation”. Fate of institutions as public
goods had been determined by the approach of political and economic elite
towards them. Narrow coalition controlling institutional choice and society
represented as an object (not subject) of reforms contributed to the utilitarian
approach of elites towards the institutions, including abusing them.

While 1990s were characterized by total corruption and “institutional
inertness” (because of the absence of political will and necessary knowledge in
ruling elite), “rose government” transferred most of the institutes created by it
into the “club good”. Decrease of total corruption was followed by increase in
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“elite” corruption. The result of “institutional utilitarianism” of “rose” elite was
seizure and submission of political institutions (in order to increase political life)
in the one hand and manipulating with these institutions [Balarjishvili 2016] for
transferring political power into economic one, on the other hand.Examples of
this include constitutional changes in 2004 and concentration of the power in
president’s hands; submission of institute of justice and reducing its
independence; transforming law of plea bargaining into “ransom” (according to
official dates in 2009-20012 Georgia’s budget received more than 140 million
Lari from plea bargaining agreements); creating completely non-transparent
special “non-budget accounts” (2003), that actually was taxation (it is worth to
mention that foreign business also appeared to be under such taxation); entry of
National Statistics Office into the Ministry of Economic Development that gave
political function (showing improvement in country’s economic development) to
it; abolition of Antimonopoly Office in 2004 that gave an impetus to the
strengthening of monopoly trends (Gogiashvili 2013) and etc. Such scenario of
institutional developments caused lower trust in economic agents towards
legitimate system of rules.

Institutional policy of “post rose” elite despite its less violent and obviously
progressive character (new law regarding competition, improving regulatory law
of plea bargaining, abolition of accumulation principle for aggregate of crime,
healthcare reforms and etc.), couldnt stipulate inclusive economic growth.
Existing situation in Georgian economy still leaves questions regarding inclusivity
of Georgian institutions. On the one hand lobbyzation of decision making and
maintained informal tradition rejects considerations of D. Acemoglu and
J. Robinson stating that “culture doesn’t matter”. On the other hand, delay of
changes in electoral code and corrections in the constitution (including changing
the rule of president’s election) announced by “Georgian Dream” confirms
opinion of D. North stating that “Institutions are not necessarily efficient; rather
they or at least the formal rules, are created to serve the interests of those with
the bargaining power to create new rules [North 1994].

How much the institutional structure is inclusive in Georgia:
Paradoxes of economic dynamics. Based on the concept of an inclusive
economy with the prevailing institutional framework, it would be logical for it to
expect stable and high economic growth rates, improvement of the quality of
growth (predominance of its intensive factors), achievement of inclusive growth
(revenue growth combined with low or declining level of social inequality). In
practice, in 2010-2015 the economic situation in Georgia is determined by the
following indicators of the dynamics (Table 1).

According to estimates of the National Statistical Service and the Ministry
of Finance of Georgia, in 2010-2012 in the structure of manufacture increase of
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the national economy the share of total factor productivity grew most rapidly,
despite the fact that the contribution of labor was negative as a rule, and capital
contribution increased at a slower pace. Throughout the period of economic
reforms of 2004-2015 average annual growth of total factor productivity in GDP
growth was 2.8%, with an average real GDP growth of 5.67%. The growth of
savings in the national credit and financial system and increase in the share of
domestic investment in gross accumulation of fixed capital of Georgia should be
considered a positive trend. In 2007, gross capital accumulation was 25.7% of
GDP, including foreign investment which accounted for 18.5% and internal
investment - for 7.2%. In 2012 this ratio changed: external sources of
accumulation accounted for 5.0% of GDP, and internal - for 19.9% [Social-
Economic Development Strategy of Georgia "GEORGIA 2020”, p. 7-8].

At the same time, as the IMF experts note, in 2014-2016 the economic
dynamics of Georgia was considerably influenced by the factors that cannot be
attributed to institutional. Despite the renewal of trade with the Russian
Federation in 2013, in 2014 Georgia's economy faced a lengthy external shock
associated with downward fluctuations in commodity prices and US dollar
strengthening. Despite the weakening of the Georgian lari committed by the
National Bank, the foreign balance deficit balance of the country reached 12% of
GDP; in 2015 this was followed by the growth of foreign debt which exceeded
100% of GDP, and the growth of the state budget deficit up to 3.8% of GDP
[Georgia: Program Note, 2016]. The problem of poverty and social inequality
remains unresolved. The proportion of people with an income of $2 a day has
virtually unchanged during a period of reforms [Social-Economic Development
Strategy of Georgia “"GEORGIA 2020”, p. 10]. The value of financial resources
(credit) remains high. In the country there is a situation of a poor country’s
consumer economy [Papava 2014, p. 87-88]; the listed features of the economic
model in aggregate are very similar to the classic “vicious circle of
underdevelopment” of R. Nurkse. Eventually, despite a much more effective
institutional framework of the economy, comparison of basic economic indicators
the Georgian model demonstrates minimum advantages over neighboring
Armenia - corrupt country with strong patron-cliental relations in the society
[Nasuti 2012, p. 2].

As we be judge by the content of the strategy for socio-economic
development “Georgia 2020” developed by specialists of the Ministry of Regional
Development and Infrastructure of Georgia, the need to make corrections in the
course of reforms is realized. The analysis of the country's development
problems leads to building updated tree of objectives of promising economic
policy. Low return of the economic activity in the country and the high cost of
financial resources are identified as its main problems. It is noteworthy that the
experts point to “market failures” as one of the causes of poor economic
dynamics. The main objectives of the renewed economic policy may be the
development of human capital, improvement in infrastructure (including the
creation of innovative infrastructure of the economy sectors) and an increase in
domestic savings [Social-Economic Development Strategy of Georgia "GEORGIA
2020”, p. 68]. An alternative scenario is the expansion of the Georgian market
due to the country's entry into a free trade area and customs unions, in
particular with the EU, Russia and Turkey. Such steps should accelerate growth
by attracting foreign investors who expect a more capacious market [Papava
2014, p. 91].

Conclusions and prospects for further research. Thus, Georgia can be
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seen as an example of the implementation of consistent and effective set of
reforms aimed at creating a modern structure of inclusive economic institutions.
However, this example demonstrates the insufficiency of only the institutional
component of reforms in terms of economy where domestic growth drivers are
weak or are not formed. The weakness of domestic sources of accumulation, low
levels of human capital even in terms of effective inclusive institutions do not
allow achieving rapid breakthrough rates of economic development. Although
inclusive institutional reforms can and should be seen as a necessary prerequisite
for growth in today's innovation economy, they need to be complemented by
measures of economic policy aimed at the creation and stimulation of internal
drivers of growth.
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Research results.
The evolution of views towards the economic security

Positive experience in the field of national economic security can be seen
in the countries with the developed market economies (primarily - in the US).

The term "economic security" was first recognized when searching the way
out of the economic crisis in the USA in 1930-ies [Senchalova 2005]. In 1934, T.
Roosevelt, the US President, created a special federal committee on economic
security (CES), headed by the Minister of Labour, F. Perkins. The structure of the
CES also included the ministers of justice, finance, trade and the service director
of emergency assistance. Priority in the CES was paid to the normalization and
stabilization of the social situation in the country, development of legislation on
state pensions and social security of the unemployed. The "new course" of
Theodore Roosevelt’s policy on the country’s crisis overcoming, the emphasis
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was placed on "economic security of an individium as the basis of economic
security of the state and the society in general" [Pokhorovskii 2002]. Thus, the
economic security was defined as a set of conditions that reliably provide
national sovereignty, protection of strategic interests and full development of
society, life and health of all its citizens [Kutsenko, Udovychenko, Opalova
1998].

Overall, for the first 100 days of the presidency of Theodore Roosevelt,
were adopted 15 Ilaws, which became the basis for further activities
development. They were designed to overcome the crisis and restore economic
power of the state. T. Roosevelt abandoned the classical practices of the state
interference in economic life and he called for optimal combination of market
reasons and state participation in business processes. One reason for this was
the need to impact on the social climate in the society, as the individual
economic interests were realized through social policy. In 1935 were adopted the
laws on economic security (The Economic security Act of 1935) and social
people’s protection (The Social Security Act of 1935) [Iedynak 2009].

The experience of solving problems of national security in all its
components, gained by the United States, pushing other nations of the world to
develop and implement their own strategies and concepts like national security,
focused on the protection of national economic interests. After World War II
intensified international aspects of economic security. Limited resources globally,
including the energy crisis of the 1970s forced many governments, especially
Norway, USA, Canada, Germany, Japan, aimed to solve the problems of the
international economic security, and then - national economic security. In
particular, in Japan, the issue of economic security was first raised in the report
of the Department of Energy forecasts of the Ministry of Foreign Trade and
Industry of Japan in 1971 [Iedynak 2009].

The Japanese approach to solve the problems of economic security is
based on two principles [Datskiv 2006]: preservation and development of the
country’s economic power; a favorable global environment which will maximize
the realization of national interests. To the Japanese national characteristics that
determine the formation of the country’s views on the policy of national
economic security, shall, first of all, belong the homogeneity and closure of the
Japanese society due to the long, almost three hundred -year (until the mid XIX
century.) period of its isolation. In the early 1970s, was formed the classical
doctrine of national interests, consisting of inner social thing (social security),
military thing (national security) and foreign thing (peace and stability in the
world) components. At that time, the main purpose of the national security policy
of Japan was bringing its foreign policy role in the world in line with its economic
potential. Achieving this goal was planned to solve three objectives: promoting
market democracies in the world; providing strategic balance between capitalism
and socialism; contributing to stable economic and political relations between the
North and South, especially in Asia.

In the evolution of concepts for the national security of Japan, there are
two main trends. First, it is a "creeping" globalization of the role of Japan in the
world, and secondly, — its gradual automatization within its alliance with the
USA. In this case, the more Japan sees itself as a global power, the less
conservative and realistic aspects there are in its doctrine of the national
interests.

In 1970-ies the aforementioned term was rather quickly spread in
developed countries. It was then advocating a realistic assessment of the
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international situation that the representatives of the Western European
countries happened to speak for using economic methods to ensure national
security. According to this European model, one of the main tasks of economic
security is to preserve and strengthen the country's positions in the global
economic system.

Today, the classic western sense of economic security is a national set of
measures aimed at sustainable development and continuous improvement of the
economy, with the obligatory presence of the mechanism of counteraction to
external and internal threats.

As for the United States after the end of the "cold war" economic security
has become a priority in the policy of the country.

Officially this repeatedly said the US Secretary, W. Christopher. Thus, in
February 1993, he declared that American foreign policy should be on the "three
pillars": strengthening economic security, support for democracy and human
rights. In turn, crucial one to achieving economic security, he said, is to increase
the competitiveness of the US products in domestic and foreign markets,
reducing dependence on foreign loans and strict adherence to international
commitments in trade and economic spheres and others. In December, 1995, the
US President George. W. Bush , among the measures to ensure economic
security, approved the memorandum, where was outlined the main content of
the national programme of the economic security. The result was the creation of
the programme across the country unified and coherent in all its elements of the
economic security system, aimed primarily at maintaining the US leadership in
technological fields.

By the concept of economic security, along with the traditional provisions
on the protection of secrets of foreign intelligence services, were introduced
provisions on protection of national economic interests of the United States to
compete with rivals in the global arena [Formuly uspekha].

Thus, it should be noted that the long process of finding effective ways to
protect national economic interests made it possible create an efficient and
effective regulatory framework to ensure economic security. The economic
security of the US is seen as an integral and essential structural components of
the national security strategy and national security laws implemented in respect
of certain aspects of the security, including:

— general issues of economic security are concentrated in the law on
economic security (The Economic Security Act of 1996);

— increasing the effectiveness of national education and science reflected
in the Law on Education for Economic Security (The Education for Economic
Security Act of 1999);

— tax regulation issues and priorities of economic development, customs
protectionism - the law on economic security and recovery (The Economic
Security & Recovery Act of 2001);

— the issue of the labor market, combating unemployment, economic
protection of the people - the law on job creation and economic security (Job
Creation and Economic Security Act of 2002), etc. [Iedynak 2009].

The scientific approach to the study of problems of economic security is
largely limited to approximately the following scheme: a detailed analysis of all
sectors of the economy — — threat classification task of improving virtually all
parameters of socio-economic development. Today there are dozens of
definitions that differ not only semantic meaning, but the semantics of the
subject. Thus, a textbook definition is a complex state created the conditions,
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requirements, regulations, economic regulations, instructions and guidelines,
which ensure and guarantee the national economy, avoid causing irreparable
damage to internal and external economic threats. Economic security is a mode,
state, legal atmosphere that proactively and automatically provide reliability and
guarantee the effective functioning of entities of the country. And the set of
conditions created by the state, demands are those that provide such a regime,
the state, the legal atmosphere of economic entities. In other words, the
conditions and requirements in place are to avoid damage to the economy, a
mechanism to ensure the necessary level of economic security of the country
[Potrubach, Leiba, Borisevich 2004].

Thus, some researchers [Ivanov 2006] emphasize that the system of
economic security is a complex cybernetic structure of multi task distribution and
a complex of functions and available resources between subjects and objects of
social and economic activity. The presence of such different indices due to the
nature and essence of the factors and phenomena leads to the complex nature of
the study, the success of which depends largely on the ability to solve a poorly
structured multicriteria task. One of the most effective ways of formalizing
decisions of the poorly structured problems in their composed cybernetic
structures are program-target method of management.

Defining the essence of economic security

Abalkin L. believes that economic security is a set of conditions and factors
that ensure the independence of the national economy, its stability and
sustainability, capacity for constant renewal and self-development [Abalkin
1994].

Senchahov B. emphasizes that the essence of economic security can be
defined as a state of the economy and government institutions, due to which are
provided: the guaranteed protection of national interests, socially directed
development of the country in general, sufficient defense capabilities even under
the most unfavorable conditions of internal and external processes. Thus,
economic security is not only the protection of national interests, but also the
willingness and ability of government institutions to create mechanisms for the
implementation and protection of national interests of the national economy,
support of social and political stability of society [Senchagov 1995].

Mezhoh Z. emphasizes that the essence of economic security is defined as
the state of the economy and government institutions, due to which are provided
the guaranteed protection of national interests, social policy aimed at improving
quality of life, financial stability, sufficient defense capabilities and legal
conditions that preclude the society criminalization [Mezhokh 2006].

We can also cite the idea that economic security is the state of the
economy, which, in terms of society, is desirable either to preserve or develop in
a progressive scale [Belkov 1994]; the most important qualitative characteristics
of the economic system that determines its ability to maintain normal living
conditions of the population, ensuring sustainable resources, economic
development and consistent implementation of national and state interests
[Vladimirov, Pavlov 1994]; level of economic development that provides
economic, social, political and military stability under the influence of unfavorable
factors [Bukhvald, Glovatskaia, Lazurenko 1994].

According to A. Vlasyuk, economic security should be seen as a complex of
multistructural science, which, by analogy with environmental safety, biological,
technical systems, etc., is the science of safety (or rather - "viability") socio-
economic systems at different levels of the hierarchy (person, household,
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industry, region, sector, national economy, the world economy) [Vlasiuk 2008].

Pasternak-Taranushenko G. interprets the economic security of the state
as a condition of its in which it consistently makes possible create conditions for
a fruitful life, the economy and the future of the welfare of its inhabitants
[Pasternak-Taranushko 2002].

The economic security of the state is considered as the ability of the state
through a system of measures to ensure the independence (sovereignty) of the
national economy, its stability, manageability and resistance to negative effects,
the ability to continuously improve the structure of the national economic system
to improve the competitiveness of products to the requirements of participation
in international economic relations and geo-economic structure [Chesnokov
2006].

As the economic security of the state one can mention the following:

— economy and government institutions’ state, due to which are
provided: the guaranteed protection of national interests, social policy
orientation, sufficient defense capabilities, even under adverse conditions of
internal and external processes [Baranovskyi, Blashchuk 2004];

— the state of security at all levels of the country’s economy from
dangerous actions; ability to maintain consistent implementation of national
interests, stable capability entities, normal living conditions of the people; a set
of relations and related activities, providing economic sovereignty, economic
growth and welfare in terms of the existing system of international economic
interdependencies [Shevchenko, Hrytsenko, Makukha 2009];

— complex socio-economic and economic-political phenomenon [Kanaiev
2008].

The economic security is interpreted both a set of conditions and factors
that ensure the independence of the national economy, its stability and
sustainability, capacity for constant renewal and improvement; protection of
economic, political, environmental, legal and other needs of society and its
citizens; ensurance of conditions for survival in a crisis and future development;
protection of the vital interests of the country and its territory, focusing on the
resource potential, balance and dynamics of development; the internal and
external immune protection against the destabilizing effects; competitiveness
capacity in global markets, sites and areas in the domestic market and the
stability of the financial situation; ensurance of adequate living conditions,
sustainable human development, environmental conservation [Neiedina, Sukhina
2003; Melnychenko 2013a; Melnychenko 2013b; Melnychenko 2013c;
Melnychenko 2013d; Melnychenko 2014].

Considering the review of the globalized economic safety development
seen as a national security objective function that aims to ensure the safety of
the individual, we can interpret the phenomenon, firstly, as a derivative of
international security, because it is also being built; secondly, as being based not
on the balance of power states - participants of international relations, but on the
basis of software between the balance of interests: international environment =>
International Security => Security of the state <= state interest <= balance of
interests of states - participants of the international relations’ system. Discovered
relationships reflect the place of the state economic security in today's globalized
environment and can provide a systematic unity environment (terms of the
activities), the driving forces of development (interests) and security based on
eliminating the risks arising from the combination of conditions and interests. In
the conditions of globalization shifts there is updating the category "national
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economic security", which is identified by the necessary and sufficient conditions
to ensure the independence of the national economy, its stability, durability,
ability to continuous development and self-learning through providing by the
state realization and protection of national economic interests, that appears in
new semantic characteristics.

In this case the logical link of national economic interests and national
economic security system is given as the realization of national economic
interests as the unity of the nation-state, national and private interests =>
objective function of microeconomic subjects — max => efficiency of the national
economic safety system [Tsevukh 2010].

Most definitions of economic security presented in the works of Russian
economists can be divided into three groups:

1) determining that economic security is identified with its objectives;

2) determining that economic security is identified with the state of the
economy, which leads to a number of favorable effects;

3) determining where economic security is understood as the stability of
expanded reproduction.

According to S.P. Fedosova [Fedosova 2006], in the definitions of the first
group, is observed the shift from the "what to do" to "what needs to be done",
which entails the replacement of concrete by abstract.

Determination of the second group is more functional as a point to the
economy. However, these definitions talk about "a" state of the economy, which
leads to a number of favorable outcomes. Favorable effects that are listed below,
something - what is comprehensive, and something - what is rather vague,
making it difficult to understand, if economic security is provided or not.

Determination of the third group specifies the required state of the
economy with the help of the notion of "sustainable extended reproduction”,
which can be considered quite reasonable. However, one should take into
account that the economy as a dynamic system, is evolving in a direction
dependent on its factors. Therefore, the correlation of the concept of "economic
security" with extended reproduction of the issue of fundamental importance is
that the stability of the congregation should not be spontaneous but protected by
the presence of appropriate conditions.

The very same S.P. Fedosova offers a theoretical approach to determine
the economic security, based on the logical arguments. They are as follows
[Fedosova 2006]: First, she does not agree with the opinion of the majority of
Russian economic security researchers who consider it the object of national
interests, officially defined as an integrated expression of the vital interests of
the individual, society and state. However, in her opinion, national interests are
the subject of national security and, therefore, all its components, including
economic security.

Secondly, according to S.P. Fedosova’s theoretical approach, national
security is not just a set of safety and security that are included in it, but those
that are provided by the methods arising from the presence of certain types of
security. Thus, each type of security, except common to all objects must have its
own facility, saving and reliable operation of which would make it possible to
implement appropriate methods to protect national interests.

Therefore, economic security foresees the protection of national interests
by economic methods. Accordingly, the object of economic security should be the
economy of the country, its maintenance it in the state (or getting such a state)
that would allow national interests to defend economic methods. National
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interests in the economy have a key character, as solving comprehensively the
problem of the national security and implementing the basic national interests
can only be based on a diversified high-tech production that consistently
operates and can provide leading industries with quality raw materials and
equipment, the army - weapons, people and social services - consumer goods
and services and exports - competitive on the international market in goods
[Ekonomika i organizatsiia bezopasnosti khoziaistvuiushchikh subiektov 2004].

But in any sphere of life the development and security are the two existing
parallel phenomena. So S.P. Fedosova disagrees with the present statements
developed by the Russian economists that development is a component of
economic security. Of course, the higher the level of economic development is,
the more opportunities can provide economic security, because the resource
base of its support, in this case, extends. However, according to S.P. Fedosova,
security is one of the components of development. Security ensures the
development. Accordingly, economic security is a prerequisite for sustainable
economic development. Considering the economic security of this angle, we can
provide greater functionality to its software developments, carefully focusing on
its strategy.

Accordingly, economic security is a prerequisite for sustainable economic
development. Considering the economic security of this angle, we can provide
greater functionality to its software developments, taking into account its
strategy.

Thus, S.P. Fedosova understands the economic security as a set of
conditions that protect the sustainability of the economy. But creating such
conditions requires a change in the prevailing approach to the mechanism of
economic security.

However, the Ukrainian scientists consider economic security as the ability
of the national economy to ensure a free and independent development and
maintain stability of civil society, sustainable defense capabilities of the country
in any adverse conditions, and the ability of the state to protect national
economic interests from external and internal threats [Kontseptsiia ekonomichnoi
bespeky Ukrainy 1999].

It is worth noting the approach to define the essence of economic security
developed by V. Horlynskii [Horlynskii 2005], who believes that economic
security is like a mechanism that ensures sustenance and sovereignty of the
nation in the developed society and which acquires the status of social benefits,
for which society is eager to pay.

According to him, economic security, as a terminal value, is achieved
through the implementation of a number of tools on its values. The first group of
values is based on the values of the economic aspects of society that are
priorities for industrial, business and commercial. These include material goods
required to meet the needs of man and society, products of labor, capital goods,
technology, infrastructure, resources and services. This group, as believed by
culture scientists, is value-good. Immanent function of this subsystem is to
ensure the stability of the economic system.

The second group includes value-regulations, which are regulators of
organizational and economic nature, reflecting the ideal of social market-oriented
economy. This subsystem serves as economic values of social and economic
relations aimed at those or other priorities of economic life. They express
ownership, nature of market relations and forms of government regulation,
scientific and technological basis of production, principles of the financial system
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functioning, the nature of industrial relations and so on. Integral indicator's value
of this group is competitive and innovative economy in general.

To value indices of economic development belong: national wealth, GDP,
national income indicators of the financial system and economic competitiveness.
Socio-economic indicators are a standard of living, cost of living, income level,
average wages, employment and so on.

The third group comprises the imperatives of economic and administrative
and commercial activities that characterize the personal qualities of managerial
staff and actualize the role of the human factor in economic security. These
include legal and economic culture, honesty and integrity, competence and
professionalism, accuracy and legal commercial excellence, responsibility,
entrepreneurial activity, innovation, foresight, prudence, diligence, loyalty,
confidentiality relations and so on. Formation of the group values is an urgent
problem of the Ukrainian business elite.

In a separate group it is advisable to combine the imperatives of
international economic security as ethical foundations of the security of foreign
trade. These include the following priorities: rejection of the use of force and
economic discrimination, indisputable recognition of the state sovereignty and
international agreements, respect to the interests of partners and fulfillment of
mutual obligations, equality.

So, as valuable foundations of economic security, V. Horlynskii
distinguishes the economic system, stability, economic growth, economic
competitiveness and economic sovereignty.

About the presence of dualism in the relationship between competitiveness
and economic security says A. Kramarenko, arguing that: on the one hand,
competitiveness, enabling to improve the rationality and efficiency of the state
resources, it is an effective ent of economic security; On the other hand, as a
result of external orientation, competitiveness is in the area of economic security
interests, requiring constant protection and support from the state [Kramarenko
2009].

In turn, Vladimir Sergeev stresses that economic security is such as
economy, where are such interrelated tasks solved as high and stable
development and effective satisfaction of social needs and protection of economic
interests at the national and international levels [Sergeev 2002].

It has been thought that economic security is separate, material, social,
economic, organizational and functional elements in the structure of the state
and society. And, thus, it is an independent institution, essential to ensure their
integrated operation and development, including the achievement of economic
independence and effectiveness, competitiveness, stability, durability, ability to
self-development and progress of national economy [Problemy obespecheniia
natsionalnoi bezopasnosti v sovremennykhusloviiakh].

Huley A.I. notes that from the objective point of view, under the economic
security one should understand the processes, events and trends that could
potentially lead to worsening conditions for the functioning reproductive systems
of life, reduce competitiveness, sustainability and a need to appropriate action in
view of the existing system to protect vital interests. From a subjective point of
view, economic security is a particular interpretation of the state and prospects
to develop objects for protection of business entities (national economy as a
whole, its individual regions, some sectors and industries, businesses and
individuals) that leads the appropriate course of action, concrete steps to ensure
it. With the first part of this definition, in our opinion, one can not agree because
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it is illogical to consider economic security as a condition of danger.

Thus, the scientific literature regards economic security as:

— a complex socio-economic and economic-political phenomenon;

— a separate, physical, social - economic, organizational and functional
element in the structure of state and society;

— the basis for all other areas, branches and manifestations of national
security;

— the state of the economy; characteristic parameters of the economic
system;

— maintaining economic independence of the country, its ability in their
own interests to make decisions regarding economic development; of welfare; no
threats to the economy;

— the processes, events, trends that could potentially lead to worsening
conditions for the functioning reproductive systems, the systems of life; reducing
competitiveness, sustainability and causing the need for appropriate action in
view of the existing system to protect vital interests;

— a national set of measures; the ability of relevant political, legal and
economic institutions of the state to protect the interests of key actors;

— system of economic relations, both horizontal and vertical, between the
state, regions, companies, private individuals,

— integral indicator of the functioning of the socio-economic sphere of the
country; unity of necessary conditions of social life;

— the state of law and the corresponding security institutions that would
guarantee positive economic development, the ability to maintain or restore
production to ensure stable functioning of credit and financial systems, etc.;

— a complex multisystem phenomenon genesis and development of which
is caused by the objective necessity to carry out reproduction of the national
economy in terms of internal and external threats and risks;

— the conditions created by the state to guarantee the preservation of the
country's economic system causing irreparable damage in the internal and
external economic threats; provided the safety of confidential economic
information, trade secrets of the company, firm; the ability of the state through a
system of measures to ensure the independence (sovereignty) of the national
economy, its stability, manageability and resistance to negative effects, the
ability to continuously improve the structure of the national economic system to
improve the competitiveness of products subject to the requirements of
participation in international economic relations and geo-economic structure;
mechanism that ensures sustenance and sovereignty of the nation;

— the state of protection of important economic interests of the individual,
society and state, the development of adequate defense capability that will
contribute to the sustainable and effective functioning of the economy expanded
reproduction mode;

— objectively conditioned by the economic relations, which is a member
state, expressed this state of the economy, which is based on economic
sovereignty and no threat to the national interests;

— terminal value;

— synthetic category disciplines of economics and political science; many
structural complex science about the safety of social and economic systems of
different levels of hierarchy; scientific and applied discipline.

Components of Economic Security
Economic security is a complex internal structure, which can highlight the
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three most important elements.

1. Economic independence means having sufficient national resources and
effective control over their use; ensuring the required level of production,
product quality, economic competitiveness, to effectively participate in global
trade, cooperative relations, exchange of scientific and technical achievements.

2. The stability and resilience of the national economy are a continuous
economic development with ensuring its sustainability by creating a mechanism
to protect property rights in all its forms, and guarantees safe conditions for
business activity to control factors that can destabilize the situation.

3. The ability to self-development and progress is the ability of the system
by creating a favorable climate for investment and innovation to ensure constant
modernization of production, professional, educational and general cultural level.

With the system approach the economy of the country is a complex
stochastic dynamic system, so security should reflect not so much the economy
state in a given period of time, as the process of development. In this reference,
the system of economic security is gradually achieving this level of key economic
indicators that already have the most developed countries, and the nature of
state response to external and internal threats orienting system security to
protect the vital interests of the simultaneous shift to prevent future threats
[Brishtelev 2009].

At the same time it is useless to talk about the economic security of the
state in general, if adequate protection is not provided for the rights of the
individual, citizen, a producer of goods and their consumers [Dylnov 2005].

Iedynak V.Yu. delineates the concept of "economic security" and
"economic security"; economic security is defined as a set of relations that arise
in the process of identifying and countering threats to implement the economic
interests of all members of society; economic security of the state - as a set of
relations of detecting and countering threats playback state and the state's
ability to perform its functions. In this regard, he noted that in the scientific
literature "economic security" and "economic security" are used interchangeably,
that is almost not differentiated. In his view, one must proceed from the fact that
the very concept of "nation" and "state" are different in their semantic content,
because the country, as a geographical area that has certain boundaries (limits)
enjoys national sovereignty or is under the authority of another state in which
people live, and the term "state", first of all, is understood as a political and
economic system of government. Thus, the term "country" is more about the
socio-cultural, economic, general geographic and other factors, than the state,
which is the main subject of economic security [Iedynak 2010].

And here is considered the economic security of the national economy,
which refers to integral factor of the socio-economic sphere country’s
functioning; unity of necessary conditions for the society in two related areas:
social (as reflected in increasing living standards, full development of human
capital, increasing the quality of habitat) and economic (which appears generally
in the ability of the economy to ensure the process making it independently of
external influences in the development of sectors and industries that determine
the growth of national prosperity) [Beschastnyi 2010].

According to Mr. J. Jedynak, economic security has its own structure of
interconnected sub-allocated for the purposes of scientific and theoretical
knowledge and practical use in the implementation of economic policies. Given
data for the numerous objectivity and subjectivity category of security that have
resulted in the presence of an extensive horizontal and vertical structures of
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security levels, modern economic science has the ability to classify her space-
geographical, subject, functional and other criteria. Selecting individual levels of
economic security allows you to expand information on economic security, but
does not allow to obtain a comprehensive understanding of this phenomenon.
Therefore, according to the researcher, the basic system of classifications for the
separation of economic security is advisable to submit the following: type of
economic system; level (entity); direction (field, type) economic activities; level
of economic security; temporal dimension of economic security. It is obviously
that economic security for the transformation of the economy and a sustainable
market system will be different in some way - the degree of danger, response
mechanisms, tools, software and more. Evaluation of economic security
(achieved, say, safe) makes it possible to accurately determine the status of
strategic approaches and others. Using the features of temporary space (static
and dynamic economic security) makes it possible to assess the situation with
reference to a specific period. Overall, the researcher isolates such elements of
economic security: financial, foreign trade, investment, food, science and
technology, energy, industrial, demographic, social. However, in our opinion, the
financial security already includes the investment security.

Gulei A.I. insists that economic security be a basic and fundamental
requirement, and its main areas - technological, demographic, ethno-cultural,
food, military-strategic, environmental, etc. [Gulei 2010].

Some researchers believe that economic security is a complex of internal
structure, including manufacturing, financial, social, food security etc. [Sidorova,
Tatarkin 2012].

Borodushko V. notes that economic security includes the following
components [Borodushko 2009]: security of the real economy, food security,
security of regional economies, the threat to the expansion of the shadow
economy, the threat of foreign economic activity, financial security, tax security,
economic security business, security in the monetary, economic security of the
family and the individual. However, in our view, firstly, this lists actually only
eight "pure" kinds of security threats because due.

The current document does not incude resources or itself is not safety.
Second, fiscal security and safety are in a proper monetary components of
financial security.

Among the components of economic security is also called investment,
energy production, military, economic, scientific, technical, demographic
security, safety, labor market, human resources, financial, commodity and
resource, foreign, information, food, criminal and environmental safety
[Martyniuk 2002]. However, in our opinion, the investment security is a form of
financial security.

Given the fact that the theoretical basis of the study of economic security
of Ukraine is the theory of economic systems and applied to them a systematic
approach, it is noted that the economic security of Ukraine is a complex dynamic
socio-economic system, major subsystems are: energy, financial, social
innovatively technological, food, foreign economic, demographic and
environmental safety [Bazhenova 2004].

Vasyltsiv T.G. among functional components of economic security isolates:
financial, social, technological, food, foreign economic, demographic, and
environmental energy [Vasiltsev 2008].

Kokovskii L.O. identifies the following components of economic security as
innovation and investment, social, demographic, financial, energy and food ones
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[Kokovskii 2008]. However, our view, this interpretation of innovation and
investment component of economic security seems to be somewhat artificial.

Ventskovskii V.D. isolates five components of export-linked security
(foreign trade, technology, food, raw, resource and energy) [Ventskovskii 2010].

The economic security of border regions distinguish the following
components: raw, resource, food, energy, environmental, manmade,
technological, financial, foreign [Naumenko 2007].

Given the content of the reproduction process (at the enterprise level - it
is to ensure the production process; a person - consumption, socio-economic
system - the redistribution of resources) J. Zhalilo identifies three key levels of
national economic security, the state generally entity (company) and persons
[Zhalilo 2003].

They distinguish such kinds of economic security: international (global and
regional), national (state, industry, region and society) and private (business,
household or individual).

Thus, the extraordinary importance of security any and all economic
entities (person, household, business entity, industry, region, state) makes it
necessary to clarify its approach to ensure sustainable and unconditional
compliance. Elucidation of the areas of economic security agents requires a clear
definition of the essential characteristics of the latter given the specificity and
factors affecting the safety of all economic agents, through clarification of its
basic nature and manifestations of the essence of economic security and its
varieties.
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Abstract. This article provides tools to determine the degree of
harmonization of sustainable development, in particular economic, environmental
and social aspect and realized its practical application to the industrial city. Great
attention was paid to the analysis of models that determine the relationship
between sustainable development constituents and the method evaluation of the
degree of sustainable development harmonization was presented.
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Introduction. The basis of development of the most world countries is
the concept of "sustainable development", which also combines three
components: economic, environmental and social. Such symbiosis contributes to
the quality of life for present and future generations, keeping the environment
and social progress, which determines the level of human needs. The realities of
economic life clearly demonstrate the need to identify a harmonious relationship
between the components of sustainable development, which is important for the
development of state programs and strategies. The value of each component can
vary depending on the level of the economy, state, region, city.

At present a significant role in combating global challenges is given the
city itself. The European experience shows that this urban development can
provide a strong impetus for the creation of regional centers that can provide
social progress and accelerate economic growth in general. Particular attention is
given to the research of our industrial city, which is characterized usually by
insufficient level of environmental component, due to the large concentration of
industrial production. Therefore, it is necessary to harmonize development tools
of components of sustainable development of the industrial city, which can be
the basis for economic growth in the future.

Research and Analysis of assignment. Considering the importance of
sustainable development as global trends, much attention is always paid to its
research. Among the foreign researchers, paid special attention to this issue,
should be distinguish: D.L. Medouza, D.N. Medouza, Y. Randersona, V. Berensa,
G. Deili [Medouz, Randerson, Berens 2012]. Among Ukrainian scientists
fundamental tenets of sustainable development set out in the works O. Bilorusa,
A. Halchynskoho, V. Heietsia, M. Dolishnoho, L. Melnyka, L. Rudenka,
V. Trehobchuka, M. Khvesyk, O. Shubravskoi [Bilorus 2006; Dolishnii 2002;
Khvesyk 2012] and others.

The problems of local development, in general, and industrial cities, in
particular, were examined by such scholars as: O. Boiko-Boichuk, I. Vakhovych,
B. Danylyshyn, Z. Herasymchuk, O. Karyi, M. Mezhevych [Boiko-Boichuk 2002;
Herasymchuk 2012; Danylyshyn 1999; Karyi 2010] and others.
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One of the problems of urban development is the lack of harmony between
its components. Therefore, the priority task for cities is not only to attract as
many resources and their rational usage, but also to achieve harmonized
relations between them. It will simalteniously increase the standard of living and
improve the efficiency of the city.

Research results. In our study, according to the sustainable
development, the concept of "harmonization" is used in the analysis of
correlation between its components: economic, social and environmental

components.

We calculated the value of the basic component of sustainable
development of the industrial city (Zaporizhzhya).

We use the analytical framework of indicators for the evaluation of
component of sustainable development of industrial cities Zaporizhzhia (tabl. 1).

As a
regional city, it is the largest industrial center in Zaporizhzhia region and it has a
maximum value for the overwhelming majority of indicators. Statistics for the
area, in a whole, are examined as the maximum qualitative indicators.

Based on the calculations, it should be noted, that the most important
components of the economic index are 0,565.

Indexes of the environmental and social components are approximately
the same, which is 2 times lower than the index of economic component. The
given results indicate a lack of harmonization between the components of
sustainable development and cause the need to find ways to achieve the
harmonious state.

A significant concentration of industrial production is the peculiarity of the
industrial city. The result is a strong burden on the ecological environment, which
reinforces the importance of the environmental component without leveling the
importance of economic and social development. Therefore, the urgent task is to
find ways of harmonization between the components of sustainable development.

In scientific literature [Martynov 2014] sustainable development is
reviewed as a system, which consists of certain elements, so called components.
Analysis of relationship between components of sustainable development is
based on the "principle of balance", which defines the relationship between
model components of sustainable development (Fig. 1).

The model shown in Fig. 1 clearly shows that the ideal state is the balance
between economic and environmental component that provides the necessary
level of social development. In turn, the imbalance towards the predominance of
economic or environmental component leads to the rejection of an adequate
level of social welfare. It should be noted that at the present stage of
development, the role of cities as levers of economic and social progress is based
on the harmonization between the components of sustainable development.
Assay components of sustainable development and analysis of the degree of
harmonization will be considered on the example of industrial city
(Zaporizhzhya). The practical implementation of the proposed approach can be
considered by analyzing the actual components of the index of sustainable
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development (Fig. 2).

Graphic interpretation "principle of balance», shown in Fig. 2, indicates the
breach for a large industrial city. A significant advantage of the economic
components over social, shifts the balance to the right, and therefore, leads to
inadequate levels of social welfare.

As a tool for assessing of the degree of harmonization of components of
sustainable development of the industrial city, in our view, it is appropriate to
use the formula for determining the distance between two points. This allows
analytic dependence "to quantify” the degree of" lag "between the components of
sustainable development and harmonization:

We use proposed analytical tools to assess harmonitsation between
components of sustainable development, industrial city (Zaporizhzhya),
considering that 1 =0,245 the economic component - |, =0,565 ecological

If this distance equals to three dimensions, it shows a significant level of
harmonization between the sub-indexes and sustainability, otherwise there is a
dominance of one or another component, and as a result of lack of harmony. If
the index will dominate the economic component, it will lead to imbalance of the
ecosystem and increases the likelihood of social conflicts due to deterioration in
the level and quality of life, as evidenced by the significant backlog social
component of sustainable development.

The level of "lag" between the components of sustainable development will
be quantified as follows:

Using the "principle of balance" it can be concluded that the triad
components of sustainable development forms an isosceles or equilateral
triangle. If we consider the model of an isosceles triangle, the distance of the
environmental and social and economic and social components should be equal.
If there is an equilateral triangle equality for all distances: environmental, social,
economic and social, economic and environmental components.

We'll analyze the important components of sustainable development for
industrial city with models of isosceles consideration and an equilateral triangle.
Equal distances "Isoc and Iecon" and "Isoc and Iecolog" should be modeled after
an isosceles triangle.

According to the results the distance "Isoc and Iecon" prevails on the
distance of 0.26 "Isoc and Iecolog». The calculations confirm disharmony
between components of sustainable development according to equilateral
triangle model, according to which all distances are to be equal.

Based on the properties of isosceles and an equilateral triangle "ideal
values" of components of sustainable development can be defined (Table. 3).

Comparative analysis of the component of sustainable development
according to the model isosceles and an equilateral triangle (Table. 2) shows that
there is a dominant economic component (0.561 and 0.462, respectively).

Environmental component has lowest value (0,238). Two models differ in
that, if the rule model of isosceles triangle and an equilateral triangle
environmental component value is higher than the rule equilateral triangle, while
the social component is characterized opposite trend. Use of certain rules
depends on what the ultimate goal of the industrial city.

So,given tools determine the degree of harmonization to allow graphical
interpretation and make analyses of the nature of the relationship between the
components of sustainable development.

Conclusions. It was given the tools to determine the degree of
harmonization of components of sustainable development, including economic,
environmental and social dimension and made it practical to use industrial city.
Particular attention is paid to the analysis of models that define the relationship
between the components of sustainable development and assessment
methodology of the degree of harmonization of components of sustainable
development.
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INNOVATION ACTIVITY PRIORITY SELECTION SYSTEM
OF ENTERPRISES

Abstract. In the article investigated the system of selecting priorities
innovation of enterprise. Considered the essence of the concept of innovation in
the legal framework and scientific periodicals. Founded that innovation in a
market economy is one of the key factors that ensure efficiency and
redistribution of tangible and intangible resources, competitiveness and influence
on improving the return and profitability. Analyzed of the current state of
innovation activity in Ukraine, through which stipulated that in Ukraine there are
many problems and obstacles to innovation development of economy, but
remains untapped innovation potential benefits that contribute to economic
development.

Considered the priorities of innovation activity in Ukraine, which are
divided into strategic and medium-term. Proposed using of the system the choice
of priorities of innovation of the enterprises, which includes six consecutive
stages. These stages are: research innovation potential levels national, regional,
sectoral and enterprise levels; searching target markets for innovation;
determine the resource potential of an innovative project by establishing
requirements and review of financial resources; the timing of the implementation
of innovative projects; definition and rationale for the introduction and
implementation of innovations; study the reality of implementation and
effectiveness of the implementation of innovative project. Determined that the
system of selecting priorities innovation enterprise should also have certain
options and tools to ensure this selection. Parameters such selection was
determined as follows: the importance and maturity, scale, focus on the highest
technological structure, in terms of structuring a hierarchical system. The
instrument such selection set: legal, organizational, financial and economic. In
implementing the priorities for innovation enterprises defined effects will be
achieved, namely economic, social, technological, environmental.

Keywords: innovation, innovation activities, system, innovation priorities
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Introduction. The basis for the economic development of any country is
industry which efficient operation contributes to improving the social and
economic life standards of the population. However, the development of industry
in Ukraine occurs without proper evaluation and consideration of the
inexhaustibility of natural resources. Globalization processes occurring in the
world and growing competition in the international markets require seeking new
sources and ways to increase industrial efficiency. Such an increase in the
industrial efficiency is possible only through the introduction of new innovation in
the manufacturing and identifying priorities of the innovation activities of
enterprises.
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In recent years, despite some progress in stabilizing macroeconomic
indicators Ukraine has failed to achieve tangible results in the export of
innovative products and creating favorable conditions for innovation activities of
domestic producers. Unfortunately, Ukrainian innovation sector has also failed to
become really attractive for domestic and foreign investors so far. This result is
largely associated with limited opportunities of the state as regards to the
financial flows in the innovation economy development, which volume, according
to the experience of developed countries, far exceeds the resources needed to
carry out the traditional science and technology policy and insufficient attention
of the state to the stimulation of the international cooperation in innovation area
corresponding to the mutual interests of Ukrainian and foreign partners
[Razumkov Centre Analytical Report 2009].

Literature review and the problem statement. The significant
amounts of scientific works of authors are worth noting a number of scientists
are devoted to the issue of innovative activities of enterprises. The Austrian
economist Schumpeter first considered innovation, just as the concept of
“innovation”. The special attention mentioned in the works of A. Amosh,
M. Dolishnf and K. Perveyz has been paid to the impact of public policy on
innovative activities of enterprises. O. Lapin, A. Lapko and E. Arnold made a
significant contribution to the study of regulation of innovative activities of
enterprises and its impact on the efficiency of this activity. B. Geyets and
A. Savchuk dedicated their researches to setting priorities of innovative activities
of enterprises. M. Chorna and L. Filipishyna in determining priorities of innovative
activities of enterprises studied their impact on the state's economy as a whole,
which would enhance investment and contribute to its innovative development.
However, there is no clear highlight of an important issue that reveals the
formation of the system of choice of priorities of innovative activities of
enterprises in the work of these researchers.

The article aims at developing the innovation activity priority selection
system of the enterprises to facilitate a thorough analysis of innovation activity.

Research results. Today, the economies of many industrialized countries
focus on the development of enterprises engaged in innovative activities
[Amosha 2005; Dzwigot 2010; Dzwigot 2013; Dzwigot 2014; Dzwigot 2015;
Dzwigot 2016; Kharazishvili, Lyashenko, Zaloznova, Kvilinskyi 2016; Lyashenko,
Tolmachova, Kvilinskyi 2016]. Innovation activity in a market economy is one of
the key factors that ensure efficiency of use and redistribution of tangible and
intangible resources, competitiveness of an enterprise and influence on
improving the return and profitability indexes.

In the Law of Ukraine “On Innovation Activity [Law of Ukraine “On
Innovation Activity” 2012] innovation activity is an activity aimed at using and
commercializing the results of research and development and causes marketing
new competitive products and services.

Well-known American economist Joseph Schumpeter saw innovation as an
activity related to the transformation of research and development, and other
scientific and technological achievements into a new or improved marketed
product, a new or improved technological process used in practice or a new
approach to the implementation of social services, their adaptation to the urgent
requirements of society [Schumpeter 2000].

The scientists M.V. Chorna and L.M. Filipishyna define innovation activity
as an activity for the creation, implementation and commercialization of scientific
development, which in terms of the essential novelty of the result and
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outstripping competitors in time provides an innovator excess profits and
monopoly for a certain period of time [Chorna 2007].

In Ukraine, innovation activity is represented by the development and
introduction of new and advanced technology in various industries. The number
of enterprises involved in innovation activities in 2015 totaled 824. Most of them
carried out funding of innovation to purchase machinery, equipment and
software. In 2015, by the areas of carried out innovation by the types of
economic activity processing industry is a leader in terms of the number of
business entities (751 enterprise) which carried out introduction, updating of
equipment and facilities, technology and other types of innovation activity.
Funding sources for innovation activity of industrial enterprises in Ukraine include
funds of: own, state and local budgets, off-budget funds, domestic and foreign
investors, loans and other sources. Funding sources of the innovation activities of
industrial enterprises in Ukraine for 2015 are shown in Figure 1.

As you can see from Figure 1, the main funding source of innovation
activity of industrial enterprises in Ukraine is own funds. This situation
demonstrates the poor level of funding from other sources affecting the
slowdown in production, implementation and application of innovation in the
economic activities of enterprises.

In the international practice, to determine the level of innovation activities
carried out in the country and to determine the extent of introducing innovation
the Global Innovation Index is used. This index reflects the rating of 141
countries and was made in 2007 by the International Business School INSEAD
[INSEAD] and the World Intellectual Property Organization of Cornell
University (USA) [WIPO]. The Global Innovation Index includes a set of main
comparative indexes that reflect the innovation potential of the economy and is a
summary measure of the state’s innovation development condition.
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According to the data specified in the Global Innovation Index, in 2016
Ukraine took the 56 place in the ranking and was between Mongolia (55 place)
and Bahrain (57 place). In the group of countries with an income below average
Ukraine took the 2" place after Moldova. In the region “Europe” Ukraine took the
34t place out of 39, ahead of Macedonia (58%), Serbia (65%), Belarus (79%),
Bosnia and Herzegovina (87™) and Albania (92"%). Ukraine is one of the European
countries in the total ranking from 50 to 100 which improved its positions. Weak
criteria in the Global Innovation Index for Ukraine is “Political Stability and
Security” (125% place out of 128), “Easy Solution for Bankruptcy” (113t),
“Political Environment” (1237), “GDP per Unit of Energy Used" (115%). Also, the
weak point is the category “Investment”, where our country is ranked 77%" in the
indicator “Easy Protection of Minority Shareholders”, 76" - in “Market
capitalization” of the national companies. By the indicator "Amount of Venture
Investment” - per billion USD of GDP Ukraine takes 42" place. Global Innovation
Index also takes into account some cultural indicators, where our weak point is
“Number of Feature-Length Films Shot” per million of people - 94t place in the
ranking [The Global Innovation Index 2016]. These ratings indicate once again
that Ukraine has a considerable innovative potential which has not been used in
full.

To improve innovation and increase the efficiency of enterprises, an
important aspect is the choice of priorities and directions of innovation activity.
According to the Law of Ukraine “On Innovation Activity Priorities in Ukraine”,
priority directions of innovation activity in Ukraine also include scientifically and
economically grounded directions of carrying out innovation activity aimed at
ensuring economic security of the state, creation of high-tech competitive
environmentally friendly products, providing quality services and increasing
export potential of the state with effective use of national and world science and
technology achievements [Law of Ukraine “On Innovation Activity Priorities in
Ukraine™ 2011].

Priority directions of innovation activities of the enterprises in Ukraine
should include a set of measures that are shown in scientific, technical and socio-
economic development programs of various industries. The current legislation of
Ukraine provides for a list of priority directions of innovation activities in Ukraine,
their main types, the process of regulating their introduction and
implementation, the legal basis for funding innovation programs.

The main types of priority directions of innovation activity are strategic
and medium-term.

The strategic priority directions for 2011-2021 are the following:

1) development of new technology of energy transportation, introducing
energy efficient, energy saving technology, development of alternative energy
sources;

2) development of new technology of high-tech development of transport
systems, space industry, aircraft and shipbuilding, armament and military
hardware;

3) development of new technology for the production of materials, their
processing and combining, creating nanomaterials and nanotechnology
industries;

4) technological renovation and development of the agricultural sector;

5) introduction of new technology and equipment for quality health care,
treatment and pharmaceutics;
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6) wide use of technology of more environmentally friendly production and
environmental protection;

7) development of modern information, communication technology,
robotics [Law of Ukraine “On Innovation Activity Priorities in Ukraine™ 2011].

The term of implementation of strategic priorities of innovation activity is
10 years. To perform the process of introduction, implementation, monitoring,
control and regulation of the above areas medium-terms priority directions are
used; their main task is the gradual and phased implementation of strategic
directions. Medium-term priority directions of innovation activity of enterprises
are scheduled for implementation for up to 5 years.

The directions of innovation activity in Ukraine are shown in Figure 2.

The choice of priority directions of innovation activity in Ukraine should not
be chaotic and depend on individual factors of influence. Identification of priority
directions should be subject to certain system selection of innovation projects.
Thus, when funding innovative measures from the state or local budgets, the
competent authorities designated to choose priority directions for innovation
activities of enterprises should carry out expertise, market research of internal
and external markets, assessment of the importance of developing specific
innovation direction, analysis of resource potential of the enterprise to implement
innovation. It is therefore advisable to use a special system of selecting
innovative projects that belong to the priority directions of innovation activities.

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An effective system of selecting priorities of the innovation activities of an
enterprise should include the following components, which based on the
innovative project may be changed and improved. In general, such a system
should include the successive stages of project selection for setting priority
directions of innovation activities of enterprises (Figure 3).

Let us consider each stage of the project selection for setting priority
directions for innovation activity of enterprises:

Stage 1. Setting priorities for innovation enterprises should focus on
restructuring and technological areas. At the first stage, innovation potential is
studied on a national, regional, sectoral levels and at the level of an enterprise.
Pervaiz K. argues that the highest priority innovation projects are innovation
projects that create an innovation culture and climate in the market [Pervaiz
1998].

This stage is very important because priority innovation programs can be
implemented only provided the existing potential, although not used in full.

As 0.V. Lapin notes, assessment of the innovation potential of an
enterprise includes:

- Assessment of the enterprise’s readiness to introduce innovation;

- Selection of a specific area to introduce innovation.

An innovative way of the enterprise development is inherently focused on
increasing revenues, as opposed to extensive and intensive development options
oriented towards increasing production volumes and reducing costs accordingly.
In addition, the orientation of an entity on innovation development allows it to
adapt to changes in environment conditions and retain its position in the market
for a long time [Lapin 2014].

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Stage 2. Search for target markets to sell innovation. Search and selection
of the target market to sell innovation shall be paid a special attention, as the
effectiveness of an innovation project implementation will depend on it.
Therefore, it is necessary to analyze the internal and external market to
determine the demand for innovative projects.

Stage 3. Identification of resource potential of an innovation project
through establishing the needs and reviewing the sources of funding. Availability
of all the resources determines the reasonability of applying innovation. This will
be based on the following steps: analysis of alternative options of innovative
development of a certain branch taking into account the risk of their
implementation; evaluation of the level of impact and effectiveness of applying
innovation on the national, regional, sectoral and local development; identification
of the opportunities of using resource potential at all levels; identification of the
needs and financial resources to implement innovative projects.

Stage 4. Establishing term of innovation project implementation involves
determining the specific term limits to point to the degree of development and
implementation of an innovative project that will provide predictability and
planned nature for the enterprise which sells the innovation in the market.

Stage 5. Substantiating feasibility and efficiency of introducing innovation
project. Feasibility of the development and implementation of scientific, technical,
social, environmental, institutional projects will be identified through increase in
profitability, labour productivity, reduction of harmful emissions into the
environment. Reasonability of selecting priorities of innovation activities is
identified taking into account many factors, both internal directly related to the
enterprise and external (national, regional and sectoral). The main purpose of the
evaluation of these indicators is a balance between intra-productional interests
and those of the market in general.

Step 6. Substantiating feasibility and efficiency of introducing innovation
project. This stage is the final stage and shall include the results of previous
stages of systematizing selection of innovation activities of an enterprise.

The system of selecting priorities of the innovation activities of an
enterprise should also have certain parameters and tools to ensure this selection,
which will help to achieve the expected effect of implementing priorities of the
innovation activities of an enterprise (Figure 4).

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Let us consider the parameters and tools to support the system of selecting
priorities of the innovation activities of an enterprise.

The parameter of importance determines the level of significance of
innovation and their priority for the state, regions, industries and an enterprise.
This parameter should ensure national, sectoral competitiveness of innovation
products according to the type of the enterprise’s activity.

The parameter of scope determines the space of distribution of the effect of
implementing priority directions of the innovation activities (within an enterprise,
region, industry and state in general). The scale of distributing innovations also
means their transfer from a particular enterprise to the industry, the regions that
would ultimately determine the national scale of the efficiency of innovations.

The parameter of time (terminability) describes the period of
implementation of the priority directions for innovation activities (short-term,
medium-term and strategic priorities).

The parameters of orientation towards the highest technological standards
involves the selection of priority directions of the innovation activity, which
provide for high-technology implementation of not less than 4t"-6" technological
standard.

Structuring parameter in terms of a hierarchical system provides for the
implementation of the priority that takes place at the national, regional, sectoral
or local level.

Compliance with the above parameters when selecting priorities of the
innovation activities of an enterprise will allow reaching in a short time the
strategic directions in the economy.

When selecting priorities of the innovation activities of an enterprise it is
also important to determine the effect to be obtained when implementing priority
directions of the innovation activities of an enterprise. Traditionally, in the
economic literature they distinguish the following types of effects: economic,
social, scientific and technological, environmental.

The economic effect will manifest itself through: increasing the share of
innovation products in the GDP of the state and effectiveness of social production;
rational distribution of productive forces and their use; filling the state budget
through the development of innovation entrepreneurship; targeted use of
budgetary funds; restructuring of the regional economy and efficiency of using
their resources; increasing the level of using innovation potential of the region
through industrial, natural, financial and human resources; reforming and
restructuring of the sectors of national economy based on high technology
innovation, formation of monoindustrial areas; implementation of high-tech and
commercially efficient innovation programs in the industrial sectors; improving the
use of resources and production capacities; increasing sales volumes, labour
productivity, capital productivity ratio, accelerating working capital turnover; rapid
return on investment; reducing production costs through the introduction of
technological or managerial innovation.

Social effect will be manifested through: improving the quality and
standards of living; preservation of national priorities and achievements; resolving
social conflicts; social infrastructure development; raising the educational level of
the population; improving the quality of human resources in the country; human
potential development; improving working conditions and increasing quality of life
and health; creating innovation goods, works and services that would better
satisfy the consumer demand; increasing the qualification of employees; raising
invention of the staff and readiness to innovations through the established system
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of incentives.

Scientific and technical effect will manifest itself through: retrofitting of the
national production to high technology; renewing cooperation of scientific and
industrial sectors; increasing the proportion of introduced and implemented
scientific developments into a new or improved products; promoting creation of
quality innovation climate in the country; improving organizational structure of
the regions (creation of technoparks, technotowns, etc.); restructuring of the
company production (renewal of fixed assets).

Environmental effect manifests itself through: implementation of a set of
measures to reduce the negative impact and reduce the proportion of harmful
emissions into the environment; comprehensive use of resources through a
waste-free production of an enterprise and introduction of environmental-friendly
technology; improving the environmental performance of manufactured products;
increasing energy efficiency of the goods; conservation of natural resources.

The developed system of selecting priorities of the innovation activities
should reflect the importance of assigning innovation to the priority ones and
ensure invariability of the program implementation tools during a certain period.
This can be achieved by establishing national programs or through placing public
orders for innovation products.

Conclusions. Summarizing the results of the study, we note that
innovation activity is a key factor in the effective development of an enterprise,
industry, region and state economy as a whole. The analysis of the current state
of development of innovative activity shows that there are many problems and
obstacles to innovation development of economy in Ukraine, however unused
innovation potential still remains which use would contribute to the economic
development of the country. As mentioned, an important aspect is a selection of
priority directions of the innovation activities of an enterprise. To facilitate the
choice of these directions, a system of selecting priority directions of the
innovation activities of an enterprise, which includes the phased innovative
projects selection.

Further development of this study shall consist in improving the system of
selecting priority directions of the innovation activities of an enterprise at the
national, regional and sectoral levels and at the level of enterprises themselves.

Thus,
the opinions on capital at every stage of development of economic idea were
different, but they are united in one thing: capital is associated with the ability to
generate an income.

The main fungible components of equity have been pointed out that made
it possible to form the author’s point of view on the researched categories for
accounting purposes as assets of the company used for its expanded
reproduction for getting profit, estimated at real (fair) value on the reporting
date.

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PRECONDITIONS AND CRITERIONS OF FORMING
SUPERVISORY COUNSILS AT MUNICIPAL ENTERPRISES IN
UKRAINE

Abstract. In this scientific paper, by analyzing the research of Ukrainian
and foreign authors and changing of legal acts, identified that functions of state
regulation on municipal services marketplace are performing by Ukraine’s
Antimonopoly Committee, Ukraine’s National Commission of state regulation in
energetic and municipal services and departments of local governments.
Effective state regulation for municipal enterprises which are identify as natural
monopolists is offered by creating supervisory councils, their principals should be
independence, competence and auditing. Six criterions of forming supervisory
councils at municipal enterprises by those principals and list of information for
public disclosure are submitted by the author. Creation of supervisory councils is
the main lever of control by agreements implementation, in particular state-
private partnership contracts on municipal services marketplace. Exactly in this
way, we can provide comprehensive monitoring agreements implementation in
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two directions, at first, for the needs of municipal service users, also for private
investors.

PHENOMENON

Abstract. An interest in the broad topic of crisis management and
communication is so strong that the sheer volume of works produced by
academic experts in public relations and corporate reputation dominates the
literature in those fields, especially public relations to the extent that it has
virtually become a discipline rather than a subdiscipline. This subdiscipline has
grown steadily, largely launched by what was generally touted to be an effective
response by hybrid warfare in our country. The article focuses on the main
approaches to the investigation of crisis communications. An example of the
main approaches to the investigation of this phenomenon is given here. The
application features of these approaches with respect to the situation prevailing
in the Ukrainian infomedia are analysed. The prospects for future researches in
this area are described.
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Introduction. Research in the field of crisis communications requires a
large number of specific approaches to the investigation of this issue. The
situation is exacerbrated due to the fact that for the last few years Ukraine
counteracts "hybrid aggression" from another country. Consequently, the
demand for creation of own effective anti-crisis strategy to win in the
informational component of the hybrid aggression appeared. This approach
requires a large amount of researches related to analysis of communication
environment and principles to counteract informational attacks of the aggressor.

The aim of the article is to outline specific approaches in the field of crisis
communications which could be the most effective in opposition to hybrid war
aggression.

Analysis of the investigations. Most studies related to crisis
communications’ methodology consider the principles of reputation improvement.
Here we suggest considering those scientific achievements, which exist in the
field of reputation investigation, as a component of crisis response. For example,
the scientist from Boston College of Communication D. Stacks outlines three
categories of research methods: informal, transitional and formal. [Stacks 2002]

Informal research methods are subjective, but they are not effective in
dealing with accurate data, and make it impossible to organize and interpret
quantitative characteristics of research. The results of such studies allow us to
understand the nature of a particular phenomenon, but they are not always able
to generalize, forecast or to prove certain processes in society, since it is
impossible to use statistical sampling of the research. For example, content
analysis is a transition research method between the formal and the informal. In
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fact, it is an informal, but at the same time is formal in its nature. Data used in it
can be organized and counted. Content analysis can answer the actual question.
The formal investigation involves goal setting, data collection and management
of research process. Summary and forecast can be developed on the basis of the
formal investigation.

Informal researches of crisis communication, related to the analysis of
reputation, use methods of sociological investigation. Scientists explore
communicational aspects in a crisis situation the most actively. There are several
fundamental rhetorical theories, which are used as analytical tools in crisis
communication. We will expand on three scientific approaches to the study of
rhetoric: corporate apology; image restoration; and image renewal.

Research results. Corporate apology is a theory, which studies the
options for protection against crisis and helps to explore usage features of
various protective communication elements. For example, if a person is accused
of something, he/she can choose four different response strategies. These are:
objection (a person denies his/her participation), strengthening (a reminder to
the public about good deeds the person committed), differentiation (dissmission
and distraction of attention from the problems and its transfer into another
direction) and transcendence (the transfer from place of occurence to another
more favorable place). Scientists from the University of Denver G. Dionispulos
and S. Vibert [Dionisopolous, Vibbert 1988] investigated the way the apology can
be adapted and applied to corporate communication.

Image restoration theory is considered to be one of the most effective for
informal investigation of communication during the crisis. It was developed by
the W. Benoit [Benoit 2005] from University of Atlanta. It is applied in case of
threat to reputation, in order to determine how quickly communication can be
established during the crisis.

Image restoration theory offers a list of possible strategies to respond to
the crisis (image restoration strategies). Image restoration theory has been
applied to a wide range of crises, including corporate [Benoit, Czerwinski 1997],
show business [Benoit 1997] and politics [Benoit, McHale 1999]. These
communication strategies are different versions of admission of liability for the
crisis.

The theory of rhetoric renewal is the latest informal investigation line for
crisis communication, which is rhetoric of renewal, both for reputation and for
the strategy of organization as a whole. Rhetoric of renewal, as distinct from
corporate apology and image restoration theory, is an intention to focus on the
future positive achievements, rather than focusing on what happened. The
emphasis is on how to help victims of the crisis. The idea is that the organization
is focused on another goal, but at the same time - it starts from the crisis
situation. [Ulmer, Seeger, Sellnow 2007] Communication strategies in crisis try
to focus on future achievements. Communicative renewal is a continuation of
informational flow regulation and it conforms to a number of strategies according
to image restoration theory.

These are crisis response strategies according to image restoration
theory.

Refusal:

A simple refusal: no claims are made;

Responsibility shifting: to accuse somebody outside the organization;
Shirk responsibilities;

Provocation: the situation is artificially provoked by someone;
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— Lack of control: loss of control over the situation and the lack of
sufficient information;

— Casuality: the incident occurred by chance;

— Good intentions: whatsoever done by the organization has a humane
purpose.

Weakening of the following:

— Reinforcement: to remind about positive features and previous
achievements;

— Crisis mitigation: minor loss from the crisis;

— Differentiation: to compare the crisis with similar events in the past;

— Transcendence: to divert the public attention, to draw attention to
another events;

— Attacking the accuser: to accuse those who accuse;

— Compensation: to compensate for losses to victims;

— Corrective action: to restore the reputation and to promise to prevent
similar situations in the future;

— Mitigation: to apologize; to admit guilt and express condolences
[Ulmer, Seeger, Sellnow 2007].

Situational crisis-communication theory (SCCT) was developed by T.
Coombs and his colleagues in 1995. The authors suggested the hypothesis that
participants of crisis always have a psychological attitude to the crisis
(attribution) and this psychological attitude will affect on how concerned parties
interact with the organization in crisis [Coombs 1995]. The SCCT is able to
highlight people’s perception of crisis, their response to the actions of crisis
management and audience response to the organization and its prestige during
the crisis. The nature of the crisis situation creates audience perception, in other
words its attribution. Using this theory, scientists try to identify different
behavioral characteristics of people during the crisis. The SCCT, as the theory,
helps to identify the factors, which form the crisis and threats that can be caused
by crisis situation.

The SCCT offers two evaluation stages of crisis threat. The first stage is
the classification of the crisis. The SCCT deals with three types of crises: victim
of crisis, accidents, intentional act that led to the crisis. According to the SCCT
classifier, all types of crises have different degrees of responsibility. After
determining the type of crisis we determine the main type of threat. The second
stage is to determine additional factors of threat. Intensifying factors change the
attribution of crisis responsibility and raise the level of threat from the crisis.
Strategies for the crisis response in the study of SCCT: denial: administration
states that there is no crisis; responsibility shifting: administration blames the
subject outside the crisis; rrosecutor attack: administration blames somebody
outside the organization and tries to shift the responsibility to it; excuse:
administration tries to minimize the crisis responsibility, claiming that they
control everything, but at the same time they do not want to cause harm;
argumentation: administartion tries to minimize the damages, caused by crisis;
flattery: administration praises the concerned parties and/or reminds people of
previous achievements of the organization; care: administration takes care of the
victims of crisis; compassion: organization expresses its condolences to the
victims of crisis and compensates material damage; anxiety: administration
indicates that it is concerned about the crisis; apology: administration takes the
full responsibility for the crisis and apologizes for the situation that occurred.

There are two additional intensifying factors - crisis history of the
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organization and previous negative reputation. Crisis history indicates whether
the organization faced the crisis before. If such cases took place, it increases the
risk of crisis occurence [Coombs 2004b]. Previous reputation indicates the
character of image, organization had in the past. If the previous reputation of
organization was negative, its responsibility for the crisis will be higher
[Coombs Holladay 2007].

Rhetoric of renewal is limited in usage period, since it requires certain
conditions. The scientists established that in order to use renewal, organization
should meet four criteria: in pre-crisis period organization should follow strict
ethical standards; the organization has strong corporate culture; the organization
can focus on life after the crisis and does not avoid responsibility; the
organization has an effective anti-crisis communication strategy. Events that
occur before and during the crisis determine whether the response to the crisis
will include rhetoric of renewal. Rhetoric of renewal underlines the value and
positive nature of communication crisis - the focus on the future and on
reputation recovery.

The investigation of transitional crisis communication is implemented by
using content analysis. Content analysis is a transitional study alternative
between formal and informal researches. It allows analyzing the actual message
of crisis communication. During the study, the features of usage of various
strategies by anti-crisis experts are analyzed. These include messages in the
media and in new media. There are many studies related to the analysis of usage
of crisis situations for the benefit of the organization and in some cases, the
impact of these strategic decisions were studied.

Let us analyze the methods, used by crisis experts in practice. We will
also try to cover the investigations, related to the analysis of response to the
crisis and the consequences of crisis ignoring. The investigation of ethical aspects
of the crisis as well as the linguistic component can be added to this list.

Quantitative researches, as well as qualitative and transitional
researches, help to describe the event and to examine it according to certain
criteria. However, a formal investigation analyses the administrative aspect in
the crisis and the problem of crisis predicting in more details. [Stacks 2002]
Formal investigation of crisis communications helps to establish a connection
between communicative aspect of the crisis and the crisis situation itself. Another
significant difference of formal researches in the field of crisis communications is
that they are entirely connected with the audience analysis. Scientists conduct
this investigation to examine the relationship between communicative processes,
crisis and audience. The communicative activity of crisis experts is studied by
means of informal and transitional investigations. [Coombs 2006]. Formal
studies of crisis communication are largely targeted to audience analysis. The
subject lies in the response to crisis events and to various crisis response
strategies.

An important aspect of informal and transitional forms of investigation of
crisis communications is to create a list of crisis response strategies. These
response strategies are used both in formal, informal and in transitional studies
of the crisis. The spotlight there is turned on the message sender, in other words
on anti-crisis specialist and his actions.

One of the important investigations to identify the most effective
strategies to respond to the crisis was conducted by T. Coombs. Many types of
crises were analysed in the research and by means of cluster segmentation
the types of crisis responses were defined and divided into three: denial,
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minimization and crisis responsibility. Cluster of denial strives to prevent crisis
penetration in the organization itself. Cluster of minimization tries to break its
informational pressure in order to decrease the impact of the crisis and to
reduce responsibility. Cluster of responsibility assists to take actions in order
to help victims and helps to take responsibility for the crisis. [Coombs 2006]

Attribution theory is the "theory, which explains the causal link
between what happened and what people consider to be the reason for what
happened. The current approach implies that knowledge of the causes, which
have created the situation, intensifies the ability of the leader to understand
and to predict people's reactions to the situation. Concepts and models that
have been developed on this basis, try to answer the question of why people
behave one way or another. It is also considered here, that in most cases the
leader is unable to directly supervise the work of subordinate." [HaB4anbHi
MaTepiann oHnanH / Teopii nigepctea] Its meaning is that when an event,
especially negative, occurs, people try to determine the cause of the crisis.
They will avoid responsibility if they do not possess the information on the
crisis. Attribution can be external or internal. For example, if the car was
skidded and it has got into an accident, so the reason can be both internal,
the driver error, and external - slippery road [Burnett 1998].

As to the contingency theory, it is quite extensive, and examines the
way the organization must adapt and protect itself in crisis or conflict situations
[Cameron, Pang, Jin 2008]. The most significant contribution to this theory was
made by G. Cameron. The contingency theory intents to explain the way the
public relations work as a whole. More specifically, it helps us to understand
how the decisions, taken by the organization in connection to the objectives,
regulation, ethics, PR-promotion and other aspects at the political level, are
taken[Botan 2006].

The theory of dispute resolution is the most dominant among
theoretical approaches to the study of crisis communications. Generally,
problem solution refers to any matter, including crisis communications, which
may influence the image of the organization. In this case, monitoring and
analysis of trends among key public opinions, which may affect state policy and
regulatory or legal limitations, are often used [Seeger, Sellnow, Ulmer 2001].

Rhetorical approach is also considered to be the most widely used
among theoretical approaches to the study of crisis communications. It is
usually used to analyze the messages on crisis management to identify the
peculiarities of communication strategy of the company. Rhetorical approach
largely originates from the theory of apology, which helps to explore the most
effective defensive communication and rhetorical techniques [Seeger, Sellnow,
Ulmer 2001]. The linguistic style of statements and the rhetoric of messages of
organization are the main object of analysis. Some scientists have created a
certain classification of strategies to respond to the crisis. For example, the
theory of recovery of W. Benoit contains following communicative classification
of responds: avoidance of responsibility, decrease of public anger, actions of
strategy regulation and staff calm. [Coombs, Holladay 2005]

Analysis of the practical component can be defined as a type of
investigation, which determines the condition of a particular social phenomenon
and practical solutions to the problem associated with it [Yin 1994]. By reference
to the definition, analysis of the practical component is regarded as a
"comprehensive investigation strategy" but not a single method for data
collection. Specifically, practical analysis may use a variety of data collection
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methods such as qualitative or quantitative analysis [Cutler 2004]. In general,
this type of investigation focuses on certain crisis cases. [Merriam 1998] This
approach is very popular among scientists. It is used to study specific crisis
situations, the analysis of informational environment and social contexts, and the
evaluation of the results of crisis management.

In practice, this type of analysis is one of the dominant forms of
investigation in the field of crisis communications and PR. The main reason for
the practical analysis to be widely used in public relations is that it is effective for
the analysis of real cases. As suggested by J. Grunig [Grunig 1992], public
relations can not exist in isolated conditions and social phenomena, which
encompass the organization, influence the structure and mode of its operation.
Namely, the practical analysis is aimed to study this relationship.

Conclusions. The formation of an effective communication strategy to
counter informational aggression of the enemy is an important factor in hybrid
war winning. Ukrainian informational powers are just yet tempering and learning
to resist this type of threat. However, the first steps to counteract the aggressive
informational influence are found. Effective crisis communication is the key to
victory on the informational front. However, in order to counteract the crisis
effectively we need to find new quality approaches to the study of this
phenomenon. That is why, the contingency theory, image restoration theory,
attribution theory and the theory of renewal rhetoric can be those theoretical
approaches, as well as practical analysis, as a practical approach directed to
obtain empirical data.

— Information about author (full name, academic title and academic degree,
place of work or study, position, City, State, E-mail);

— Title of the article;

— Abstract in article mother language (30-100 words), where is clearly
formulated the main idea of the article and proved its actuality. It is important!
Abstract in English should be informative and original, it should reflect the main
content of the article and research results (summary of the article and its
reviewing), the abstract in English should be 100-250 words;

— keywords (5-8 words);

— number of formulas, tables, figures and literature should be as follows: for
Polish (Formuty: 2; rys.: 3; tab.: 1; bibl.: 12); for English (Formulas: 2; fig.: 3;

— Research results. Description of main material with explanation of
scientific results;

The principle of operation of the device:

e The device is designed for measuring of the spectral coefficient of aqueous
solutions directional transmission to determine the causes of lack of nutrition in the
plant and develop recommendations for its feeding.

e On the ground of the measurements done recommendations for fertilizing a
soil substrate on which crops are grown are made.

e The measuring effect of the device is based on the change of optical density
of physical solutions under the light influence combined with chemicals (N, P, K, S, Ca,
Mg, Cu, B, Zn, Mn, Fe, Mo, Co, J).
