REGARDING THE QUESTION ABOUT EVALUATION OF THE
INFLUENCE FACTORS IN IMPLEMENTATION SYSTEM OF
THE AVIATION SEARCH AND RESCUE OPERATIONS SYSTEM

Abstract. There is considered and justified the mechanism of estimating the influ-
ence of various factors on the state of the system functioning for the implementation
aviation search and rescue operations (ASRO). The possibility of determining effective
measures for the optimal solution selection of the tasks organization and execution re-
garding the search and rescue of objects that suffer or have suffered from disaster is ex-
plored. Based on the results of the study, the calculation model is formed to predict the
proper operation probability of the ASRO system, as well as the calculation and analysis
of the required performance indicator during its operation both in the daily routine and
in the case of an incident with an aircraft or other emergency situations.

Keywords: aviation search and rescue operations, influence factors, emergency, cal-
culation model, system efficiency indicator, probability of object detection

Introduction. The task of execution of the object aeronautical search and rescue
operations requires achieving a high level preparedness of Air Traffic Services (ATS)
bodies and ASRO systems for potential emergencies as a result of aviation incident
etc. This requirements are one of the main in flight safety for International Civil Aviation
Organization (ICAO) member States [Law of Ukraine from 11.07.2000 N 112-1V «About
protocols ratification relating to changes in the Convention about International Civil
Aviation (Chicago Convention 1944)»].

The need for a high degree of readiness convincingly confirmed by the statistical
analysis including (ATS) in the system of the emergency reaction to unusual situations
with an aircraft, also response from the governing bodies and the ASRO system'’s forc-
es to the incidents or other emergencies [Gurnyk, Kozlovsky, Shabala 2012; Rusnak 2013].

The ASRO system should function properly under various conditions of risk. Depend-
ing on its operational capabilities we will reach preservation of life, health and property.
Atthe same time, the ASRO functioning risk’s circumstances are characterized by uncer-
tainty factors, which influence on it.

Based on the content and essence of qualitative and quantitative components of the
AOSR system'’s statistical indicators response to the incidents or other emergencies,
there are opportunity to reasonable explore and analyze the factors affecting on the
ASRO organization [Gurnyk 2015]. Thus, the need to identify key factors influencing the

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ASRO organization, their comprehensive analysis and scientific study of indicators is an
urgent task.

Literature review and the problem statement. The statement of theoretical and
applied questions about factors influencing the organization of aviation search and res-
cue operations (ASRO) we can observe only in recent years. The significant increase in
the number of authors and, therefore, the number of publications on general issues of
the ASRO and aviation search and rescue (ASR) is the evidence for this. By scientists,
researchers and practitioners are considered some separated objective and subjective
reasons that significantly affect the efficiency of search and rescue, and, also, outlined
the main research directions for the ASRO system improving [Khyzhnyak, Gurnyk 2015;
Gurnyk, Rogozin 2014; Khyzhnyak, Gurnyk 2014].

The analysis showed that publication that would collectively, on the basis of analyti-
cal procedures, thoroughly, evaluate the total influence of the ASRO various factors on
the system in accordance with its objective function, have a common, observing nature.
The scientific works contain methodological framework, proposals and recommenda-
tions for individual tasks, especially with regard to the evaluation and determination
of the resource potential indicators using a combined indicator for the ASRO imple-
mentation, the computer networks, telecommunications setting up and automation as
factors, which influence the ASRO system [Methody of scientific justification of the re-
source providing indicators in a unified system of air operations for search and rescue
in the Ukraine during the organization and conduct of the aircraft search and rescue
2015; Justification of tactical and technical requirements for the automated system for
aviation search and rescue in Ukraine 2016]. The foregoing suggests the demand for a
comprehensive and all-side study and measure the impact factors on the ASRO system,
also substantiate their performance indicators.

According to the general theory of systems [Kashtanov 2010], a comprehensive
study and factors measure, which influence on the efficiency of the search and rescue
works execution, their analysis and scientific study of indicators can be a prerequisite of
the optimal solution selection for the identification of priority actions aimed at improv-
ing and developing the organization (structure and mode of operation), components
(elements) of the ASRO system. The implementation of these decisions will be more
effective to ensure the readiness of search and rescue forces (SRF) and the search and
rescue instruments (SRI) for the ASRO realization according to the recommended prac-
tices of the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO - International Civil Aviation
Organization) and the requirements of the state regulations.

The article is organized as follows. Part |l describes a general model for assessing
the impact of various factors on the ASRO system. Part |l covers the description of the
external and internal factor influences. The calculation of the reliability of the SRI, the
probability of performing the task for identifying the object, the duration of search and
others, their analysis and methods of improvement are implemented in Part IV. Part V
contains general conclusion of the article.

Research results.

Il. Model description.

Various factors of influence within the ASRO system are considered in this scientific
article as the driving forces, a phenomenon, that, because of different reasons, influ-

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ence the processes of the object’s search and rescue, and which reflect (define) proper-
ties of these processes and relations between them.

For analyzing the action’s effectiveness of the ASRO system’s managing bodies, the
level of the successful SRF tasks execution and using the SRI taking into account the
impact of various factors, the degree of influence, basic of them, on the search and ob-
ject's rescue must be fully researched and determined.

The main factor for conducting the ASRO system is a function of the ASRO imple-
mentation. It is the safe storage of a system status (effective functioning), develop and
maintain its structure and orderliness during conversion “inputs” (influence on it of fac-
tors from external and internal environment) in “outputs” (the result of the functioning
state of the ASRO system) as shown in the model’s general scheme in figure 1.

The result of the functioning of the ASRO conducting system while it is being influ-
enced by groups of external and internal factors is the indicator of its effective function-
ing. The value of the necessary indicator depends on the influence of a group of fac-
tors on the processes or phenomena of the ASRO conducting system and on changing
of their characteristics and features. Usually this provides grounds for the necessity to
change the parameters of ASRO conducting system and consequently revision, correc-
tion and defining new requirement to its components (elements).

In order to research the dependency of the ASRO conducting system functioning
efficiency indicator value on the influence of a group of factors first of all a logi-
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cal-mathematical model should be developed, as a basis for the calculation tech-
nique, the general type of which is represented by the formula:

B123,. — are parameters of a factor group of conditions which influence the value ,
and the values which cannot be influenced by the control body with its decision in given
particular circumstances (time of year, weather conditions etc.)

The general view of that mathematical model indicates the following:

- factors @ and B are variable outcome data needed for the calculation of the necessary
indicator w;

- the optimal value w depends on the values of a group of management factors;

- the more there are parameters of a factors group and the less there are parameters
of B factors group, the more there are opportunities and freedoms for managing
bodies for reducing their negative influence on indicator w.

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The development of the mathematical model (1) is being based on an immersive
and comprehensive knowledge of processes and phenomena of organizing and con-
ducting ASRO. One of the solution options to the indicated problem may be the con-
structing of structural-functional model of ASRO conducting system and execution on
its basis of functional decomposition of the contextual diagram of the process of ASRO,
which in turn can be divided into three subfuctions, as illustrated on figure 2: actions of
managing body, search, rescue.

lll. Influence factors on the ASRO.

In the mean time the connections between numeral factors a and B of internal and
external environment are not obvious and are heavily dependent, which can in vari-
ous ways influence the effectiveness of the search and rescue and, correspondingly,
the indicator w. This is reflected in the determined chaotic model of particular actions,
which eventually can transform into stochastic or unclear logic under the conditions of
changing (unidentified) environment and risks or uncertainties. In order for the model
to be precise (adequate to the reality) all existing a and g factors and random nature of
aircraft accidents are taken into account as much as possible.

However among all of the defined @ and B factors it is not always possible to express
some factors numerically. That is why among all of the defined @ and B factors only
those are selected which can be expressed as a numeral (measured, calculated). The se-
lected factors are afterwards grouped as much as possible and consolidated to integral
indexes by basic types which reduces the volume of mathematical model and makes
the technique of calculation more compact and convenient.

The influence of the factors on the components of the ASRO conducting system,
which were detected, grouped and consolidated to integral indexes by basic types, is
illustrated schematically on figure 3.

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Throughout the main external factors types of the ASRO system we characterize (de-
fine):

- informational - timeliness, accuracy and reliability of information, which is sup-

plied to form a solution;

- terminal - the amount of time that is critical for the response, search and rescue
operations;

- environmental - weather and landscape-geographical conditions of the ASRO re-
alization that reduce tools reliability for collecting information and the SRI's oppor-
tunities through interference, or influence the physical state of personnel, which is
reflected in his work as a human factor, etc;

- SRl and SRF locations - location rationality of capabilities and instruments relative-
ly to likely place of an air accident or other emergencies.

Throughout the main internal factors types of the ASRO system we characterize (de-

fine):

- interaction - the performance management effectiveness with the SRI and SRF;

- communication and automation - the degree of the effective communication
channels supplement and instruments supplement to automate the management
processes at all stages of the ASRO implementation. Communication and automa-
tion factors are characterized, above all, by the degree of technical facilities avail-
ability for timely and reliable, safe and reliable receiving, processing and transfer
of all types of communications;

- preparation - a professional and psychological training of all personnel (manage-
ment bodies, SRI) to act in everyday operation, under an emergency with an air-
craft and determine the emergency stage of "UNCERTENTY"” (INCERFA), "ALARM”
(ALERFA), “disaster” ( DETRESFA) on the aircraft, which is distressed or under other
emergencies;

- equipped - terms and frequency, volume and intensity of delivery and possession
of the necessary technical facilities for management, search and rescue;

- tactic - technical characteristics (tactic-technical data) - matching (reached size)
the aggregate qualitative and quantitative parameters of the unit from technical
facilities for management, search and rescue to the actions for intended purpose
(task);

- resource supplement - as systematically implemented, organized and controlled
process that objectively determines the adequacy of resources used to ensure the
organization and conduct the ASRO.

After determining the influence degree of the main factors types i 5, as external and
internal environment factors, on the required magnitude of w, we install dependence
and heaviness in between. The results affect the effectiveness of the ASRO system'’s
main functions - detection (finding) of the object in the minimum time period, which
does not exceed the recommended practices of ICAO, and rescue victims. As more
effectively the target of the ASRO implementation system for conducting the main func-
tion of preserving values of all options under the different factors’ influence over time is
reached, the more effective is the organization and its components.

IV. Capability analysis of the SRl and SRF.

Based on the theory of reliability with reservation [Kashtanov, 2010], we conduct the
feasible evaluation of index comply with the ICAO standards and requirements by cal-
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culating the value “detect (find)" [Rogozin, Gurnyk 2014], that expressed by the proba-
bility of detection (finding) of the object (P,) in a given searching area, where Pgy — 1.
Initial data for calculation is the following information: fact about aircraft accident; the
quantity and the possibility of the ASI and ASF, and used technical resources specifica-
tions; the degree of task solution or object detection during the time that dedicated
to search; main, probabilistic factor types: a i B as external and internal environmental
factors and so on.

Scientific instruments to analyze the ASF and ASI opportunities are expert assess-
ments for determination the probability of the task solution about object detection Pyg
over time,that not exceed the ICAO recommended practices and requirements, with re-
liability that is close to one (Pyg— 1). The basis for the processing of specialists’ opinions
is their experience, knowledge and insight, also analysis of training (exercise) and statis-
tical values of solved tasks during the air accident or other emergencies that occurred.

In addition, in the system reliability theory with reservation [Kashtanov 2010] are used
the following quantitative characteristics as the failure intensity and mean of the oper-
ating time to failure.

PT -1, then impossibility of the ASRO ensuring system with the ASRO implementing
will be impossible;

For making calculations of the impact by various factors in circumstances of uncer-
tainty or risks of incident, as initial data, we will use the information about the likely ef-
fect of the main types of factors @ and B on the required value w:

proposed to use the mathematical apparatus from the general theory of reliability with

Conclusions. The offered procedure design of “exit” is an important practical tool
for obtaining quantitative data by the degree evaluation of the task including the AOSR
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system reaction on the impact of factors as the external and internal environments, as
shown in Figures 1, 2 and 3 and, generally, as shown by the mathematical formula (1)
for calculation the required value .

This approach allows analytically to evaluate the quality of search works conduction
and its improvement - to create probabilistic-statistical models for comparing the qual-
ity of the corresponding structures in attitude to the external and internal factors de-
scribed in the article. This approach is quite mobile in considering additional factors for
decision-making in cases of aviation events.

Abstract. The basic technologies and methods of think tanks’ work are analyzed. It is
determined that the main tool of research work of analytical centers is the algorithm of
practical solution of a complex problem. The algorithm of think tanks’ work is explored.
It consists of policy analysis technologies (problem structuring methods, forecasting
methods, methods of recommendation, monitoring methods, evaluation methods), po-
litical communication and implementation of the policy is explored. It is revealed that
the technology of analytical centers work in the public sphere consists of: initiating the
topic; problematization; placing the question in such a way that it involves a further
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order; pre-design study; own research; writing an analytical report with recommenda-
tions; a deligative process within which the development of the project is being pro-
moted. The factors influencing the researches of analytical centers are analyzed. These
factors are propaganda, sponsors and problems.

Abstract. The paper is one of first attempts at analyzing the processes of modern-
izing the system of training university teachers and scholars in the field of Political Sci-
ence at the Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv from the late 1990s till 2010.

This period can be considered the third stage in the genesis of specialized educa-
tion and research in Political Science in Soviet and post-Soviet society. The first one is
the introduction of «scientific communism» and turning it into the metanarrative in the
USSR and other countries of the socialist commonwealth (mid 1960s - late 1980s). The
second stage is a short transitory period from «scientific communism» through teach-
ing social and political disciplines to laying institutional and theoretical foundation of
a typical system of education and research in Political Science and research according
to western standards (late 1980s - early 1990s). The third stage is a twenty-year-long
development and modernization of the model of education and research in Political
Science that was shaped at the Department of Philosophy at the Taras Shevchenko Na-
tional University of Kyiv in the mid-1990s.

The paper looks at the development of the university system of educating special-
ists in Political Science while viewing the influence of external objective and subjec-
tive factors. The most significant among them were the state humanitarian policy and
regulatory acts: the law «On Education», decrees and orders of the Ministry of Edu-
cation and Science of Ukraine, decrees of the Higher Attestation Commission, guide-
lines of the Bologna System, decisions of the governing bodies of the University and
the Department of Philosophy. It gives the chronological analysis of measures taken
by the bodies and the faculty of the Department at the Taras Shevchenko University of
Kyiv as the paradigms of national education changed «from the object of education
to its subject» and the conceptual guidelines on «the unity of education, research and
innovation activities» were implemented.

With these essential transformations in the country, the paper gives the main prin-
ciples and tendencies of organizational, theoretical, methodological modernization
of the system of training educators and researchers in the field of Political Science, as
well as strategic initiatives and innovation technologies introduced at the Department
for improving the learning process and research skills of students seeking to obtain
different degrees in Political Science in compliance with the contemporary require-
ments of the national society, political establishment and labour market, requirements
of Ukraine’s European integration.

Logically, the study continues and completes a series of previous articles «The Intro-
duction of «Scientific Communism» in the Soviet Union as a Determining Factor of Cre-
ating a System of Specialized Political Science Education and Research Field at the Taras

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BUDGETS' SELF-SUFFICIENCY OF THE UNITED TERRITORIAL COMMUNITIES AS
THE BASIS FOR THE HUMAN RESOURCES DEVELOPMENT

Abstract. The impact of self-sufficiency of the united territorial communities on
human resources development, in particular financial self-sufficiency, is identified by
the author in the article. The estimation of the united territorial communities’ bud-
gets based on the three models, which are grounded on the criterion of correlation
between individual revenues and budget funds of higher levels, i.e. “50/50", “75/50",
"below 50 / more than 50 », is fulfilled.
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Introduction. The basis for the development of any economic system, for example,
united territorial community, is its self-sufficiency. This feature significantly affects not
only the development of a regional institution. But it defines its prospects for the future.
The key element of the united territorial communities’ functioning is human resources
as “individuals themselves are the only element that can create value, but equipment,
raw materials, energy are only inert potentials which naturally do not create anything
and can not create until a person uses this potential, forcing it to work” [Fitz-enz 2006].
That is, human resources take an active part in forming the budget of communities,
especially in terms of providing them with their individual revenues. In turn, the further
human resources development is directly affected by the level of individual financial
resources’ provision, namely the ability to fully realize the skills and talents, occupy the
appropriate place in society, sense of confidence, and increase of interaction effective-
ness with other people. The number of successful people in the community directly in-
fluences its functioning and further development, as the results achieved by successful
people are the contribution to its activities. The realization of the community’s potential
depends on the proper alignment of its members’ successful business results, applica-
tion of the individual success to improve the performance of the community in general.

Based on the above mentioned, a logical conclusion is made about the certain in-
terest in recognizing the abilities and talents of community members and helping to
accomplish them. Consequently the community will be stronger in all aspects of its
business. This is possible only if the level of the united territorial communities’ self-suf-
ficiency is adequately high.

Particular attention is given to the assessment of the united territorial communities’
self-sufficiency level, which is characterized, as a rule, by insufficient share of own rev-
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enues and, accordingly, limited capacity for human resources development, which are
the key to their successful functioning and determine the future of the community, in
particular, and the region and country in general. Therefore, it is necessary to assess the
self-sufficiency level, which is the foundation for the development of the entire commu-
nity, and its human resources in the future.

Literature review and the problem statement. In scientific literature, self-sufficien-
cy is considered both from the theoretical point of view — the definition of its essence in
Sociology, Psychology, Economics, and in terms of practical application — assessment
of certain systems’ self-sufficiency level.

Among Ukrainian scholars who have provided theoretical analysis of self-sufficiency
are B. Zabolotskij, L. Makarenko, S. Osadchuck, N. Kyzym [Zabolotskij 2001, Makarenko
2007, Osadchuck 2009, Kyzym 2015], etc.

Methodological aspects of assessment and ensuring the required level of self-suffi-
ciency are presented in the research works of O. Efremov, V. Tihonov, M. Popov [Efre-
mov, Tihonov, Popov 2002], etc. Scholars interpret the assessment of the self-sufficiency
level on the basis of certain normative indices achievement.

The peculiarities of territorial communities’ self-sufficiency were studied by K. Rovins-
ka, L. Shatalova, N. Morozjuk, Y. Molodozhen, T. Umanets, Y. Zhovnirchik, I. Borshosh,
Y. Chernetskij [Rovinska 2013, Shatalova 2012, Morozjuk 2012, Molodozhen 2009,
Umanets 2013, Zhovnirchik 2004, Borshosh 2009, Chernetskij 2009], etc.

A small share of the united territorial communities’ individual revenues in the struc-
ture of the community’s budget, which, in turn, limits the possibilities for human re-
sources full range development is one of the problems concerning its self-sufficiency
ensuring. Therefore, the main task for communities is to increase the share of individual
revenues and their appliance to strengthen and develop human potential. This will si-
multaneously advance the living standards of the population and improve the efficien-
cy of community’s functioning.

Research results. In our study, according to a united territorial community, the con-
cept of “self-sufficiency” is used in the analysis of the correlation between individual
revenues of the community’s budget and the funds provided to cover expenditure from
higher-level budgets.

Three models of the united territorial communities” budgets on the basis of the anal-
ysis of the ratio between own funds and “attracted” ones (regulated are funds provided
from higher-level budgets to balance incomes and expenditures) have been examined:

1)"50/50" is a model which means that the budget expenditures are covered by 50%
at the expense of the united territorial communities’ own revenues, and by 50% at the
expense of the higher-level budgets’ funds;

2)"75/25" is a model which means that the budget expenditures are covered by 75%
at the expense of the united territorial communities’ own revenues, and by 25% at the
expense of the higher-level budgets’ funds. The model is used in EU member-countries
to ensure resilience to financial institutions (the European Charter);

3) "below 50 / more than 50" is a model which means that the budget expenditures
are covered less than by 50% at the expense of the united territorial communities” own
revenues, and more than 50% of the expenses are reimbursed at the expense of the
higher-level budgets’ funds.
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Table 1 shows the model of budgets which is scrutinized at the example of Zapor-
izhzhya region’s united territorial communities statuses [Investment Passports of Com-
munities 2016].

We shall analyze the budgets of the united territorial communities (Table 1). Based
on the proposed data, we shall determine the model which they belong to depending
on the ratio of own funds and funds provided by the higher-level budgets. We group
communities as follows:

-75/25 - high level of budget sustainability;
-50/50 - medium level of budget sustainability;
- below 50/ more than 50 - low level of sustainability.

Communities which have budget surplus belong to the 1st group of sustainability.

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23 united territorial communities have been analyzed, i.e. information about expendi-
tures and revenues. It should be noted that by 2017 36 communities have been formed
in Zaporizhzhya region; 42 communities are planned to be formed in 2018. That is, the
tendency to expand the number of territorial units within the region continues, and,
accordingly, the urgent question about ensuring their self-sufficiency for the proper
development of human resources and improving the well-being of the population of
the communities increases.

Figure 1 clearly shows that most of the united territorial communities of Zaporizhzhya
region have a medium level of budget sustainability (43%), i.e they represent the “50/50"
model. The amount of communities with high level of budget sustainability and low lev-
el of budget sustainability is about the same - 6 (26%) and 7 (31%) respectively.

To determine the impact of sustainability of the united territorial communities” bud-
gets, it is necessary to analyze them by 3 groups: average per capita expenditure; av-
erage revenue rate; average salary by group; average employment rate; the average
unemployment rate. We consider two approaches to calculate average indices like the
arithmetic mean and the geometric mean.

If to calculate average indices like the arithmetic mean:

where %i - represents the value of i index;
N - number of united territorial communities by group.
Calculation results according to the “arithmetic mean” approach are shown in Table 2.

Table 2 shows that communities that operate at their own expense are characterized
by low unemployment rate, but also rather insignificant values of other indicators of hu-
man resource development. Communities working at the expense of the funds provid-
ed from higher-level budgets have positive results. This indicates the inappropriateness
of using the “arithmetic mean” approach, since it does not allow to harmonize low and
high values of indicators but only counteract low values at the expense of high ones.

This can also be seen clearly in Figure 2 which shows the correlation between groups
of united territorial communities by the above-mentioned models of budget sustain-
ability in terms of individual indicators.

Thus, in our opinion, it is recommended to use the “geometric mean” analytical ap-
proach which allows simultaneously to take into account low and high values of indica-
tors but not to counterbalance one values at the expense of others.

The average values of the indicators within the framework of the “"geometric mean”
approach will be calculated according to the formula:

The results of calculations using the “geometric mean” approach are presented in Table 3.

Data analysis presented in Table 3 and their visual representation in Fig. 3 proves
that united territorial communities with a high-level of budget sustainability are char-
acterized by better conditions for the development of human resources in the future.
Although, according to some indicators they are characterized by lower values, but
self-sufficiency determines a gradual increase in indicators, rather than “instantaneous
growth with further developmental decay.” The communities which are highly subsi-
dized and have low levels of self-sufficiency in the long run may have limitations and
obstacles to the full development of human resources, even at the present time ensur-
ing a higher level of remuneration.

Hence, the proposed approach to communities’ grouping depending on the level of
budget sustainability allows to determine the success and prospects of human resourc-
es development of united territorial communities in the future.

Conclusions. The impact of self-sufficiency of the united territorial communities on
human resources development, in particular financial self-sufficiency, is identified in the
article. The estimation of united territorial communities budgets based on the three
models, which are grounded on the criterion of correlation between individual reve-
nues and budget funds of higher levels: “50/50", “75/50", “below 50 / more than 50 »,
is done.
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FORMATION OF STATE POLICY OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT IN UKRAINE

Abstract. The formation of a state policy of sustainable development in Ukraine is
characterized. The three periods (stages) of the state policy of sustainable development
from 1990 till today are signed out. It was established that at the first stage - the for-
mation of the state policy of sustainable development (1992-2001) - the restructuring
of the national economy and the development of the principles of the environmental
policy took place. At the second stage, the construction of a sustainable development
model (2002-2014) occured, the state chose and reaffirmed the course towards build-
ing a sustainable development model, and the transitioning to the principles of sustain-
able development began. The third stage - the period of reform, changes and improve-
ments in the regulation of the sustainable development (from 2015 to the present),
“The Strategy of Sustainable Development “Ukraine-2020" which identified the urgent
issues and set the timing of reforms in the state, was adopted.

Keywords: sustainable development, state policy, formation, stages, reforms
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Introduction. The necessity of Ukraine’s transition to a sustainable development
model is determined by global trends, as well as by the crisis phenomena that have be-
come the result of an unreasoned policy of reforms in the economic and social spheres.
In the 1990’s - 2000’s the attempt to move from administrative to the market economic
system has failed. As a result, it was typycal for the economic and social situation in
Ukraine: the systemic deficiency in the field of public finance; an inefficiency of the in-
dustrial production; a deep disruption of the mechanisms of reproduction the produc-
tive forces; increasing the disproportion of industrial and territorial development; the
lack of own institutional infrastructure for the expanded reproduction; low innovation
economy; the high level of poverty and low quality of life. It also defined the key aspects
of the state policy of sustainable development in the period 1990 - 2017.

Literature review and the problem statement. Many national scholars were engaged
in issues of state policy in the economic, social and environmental spheres, including
O.Bilorus, Z. Vatamanyuk, V. Heyets, S. Chistov, |. Mychasyuk, I. Rozputenko; A. Ishchen-
ko, S. Koretska, G. Lopushniak, P. Shevchuk, N. Shulga; E. Borschuk, B. Burkynsky, O.Vru-
blevska, L. Melnyk, I. Synyakewuch, G. Cherevko and others. However, the issue of the
state policy in the context of the sustainable development is poorly investigated.

Setting objectives. Study the stages and features of the formation and development
of the state policy of the sustainable development in Ukraine since 1990 till today.
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Research results. The issue of sustainable development has been discussed for
quite a long time In Ukraine. Since 1992, the significant scientific work has been cre-
ated, which laid the foundation for the new landmark development goals on the basis
of the post-industrial economy. However, analyzing the situation, it can be determined
that the speed of change, which is made not only and not so much by the modern
world, but by the person who is being transformed, remains out of sight [Paton 2012].

Ukraine officially supported a number of international decisions on the sustainable
development, which provide the balanced economic and social development. These
include: “The Agenda for the XXI Century”, 1992, United Nations Millennium Decla-
ration, 2000, Johannesburg Declaration and the Plan of Implementation of the 2002
United Nations World Summit on Sustainable Development, “The Future We Strive”,
2012. Without taking into account individual measures aimed at introducing the ele-
ments of the economic mechanism of nature management, the issue of sustainable
development has not been resolved (for example, for achieving the global sustainable
development) due to the long absence of an effective concept of sustainable devel-
opment in Ukraine. As a result of the challenges that have emerged in the process of
achieving the goals of sustainable development, the three stages of the state policy of
sustainability of Ukraine can be distinguished.

Stage |. Formation of the State Policy of Sustainable Development (1992-2001). Pay-
ing attention to the restructuring of the national economy to the market type is charac-
teristic of this stage. There is also a development of principles for implementing envi-
ronmental policy and ensuring environmental safety.

Such main benchmarks of national policy can be highlighted:

1. The formation of an industrial basis for the sustainable functioning of the econ-
omy with the help of an attracting absolutely all resources, which is an important
factor of the recovery and economic growth;

2. The restructuring of the economy, the beginning of privatization;

3. Ensuring the balance in the technological structure of the state’s assets by form-
ing the principles of accelerated development of priority branches and sectors of
the economy (mining, processing, food, textile, fuel and energy, machine-build-
ing complexes, etc.);

4. The redistribution of material, technical, financial, information resources, the re-
duction of state allocations for non-profit enterprises, and also the needs of the
army.

Thus, the main value orientation of the national policy at the end of the twentieth
century was to provide the necessary level of satisfaction the needs of the population
and the further development of the consumer sector of the national economy. This was
stated in the Resolution of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine «The Main Directions of the
Economic Policy of Ukraine in the Conditions of Independence», 25 October, 1991: «A
fundamental structural restructuring of the national economy, the fundamental chang-
es in investment activity are considered as the most important priorities of economic
development to give it more dynamic and social orientation» [The Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine 1991]. The development of the social component of sustainable development
through the formation of a sustainable economy appears to be the main task of the
government for this period.
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Despite the objective correctness of certain benchmarks in the reforms, in the late
1990’s our state was in a state of deep social and financial crisis, primarily because of
the conditions of confrontation of political forces. As a result, a number of important
market reforms were implemented. In order to overcome the crisis, the state policy
was focused on helping the export-oriented raw materials and basic industries of the
national economy (mining and metallurgical complex and fuel power engineering), in
spite of harmful waste products that lead to the destruction of the environment. The
peculiarity of the first stage is the formation of the main principles of the environmental
policy, safety, and the environmental activities. In addition, it is worth highlighting the
beginning of the use by the state authorities of the practice of organizational and ad-
ministrative tools and methods of regulating the economy. The main tasks of the state’s
regulation of economic, social and economic foundations of sustainable development
were defined, and public and social institutions were formed during this period. The
initial period of the decade the difficult and intensive procedure of the creation of state
institutional formations, the development of a new type of socio-political relations, the
transformation of the financial sector and the implementation of the conceptual ideas
of the sustainable development as a national strategy of the XXI century dominated.

Stage Il. Building a Sustainable Development Model (2002-2014). The state has cho-
sen and confirmed the course on building a sustainable economic development model
since 2001. At this stage, the market instruments of the state administration were active-
ly used to process the transition of the national economy to the principles of sustainable
development. In late 2001, the government began the process of developing a sustain-
able economic development model. The government has intensively used market reg-
ulation instruments in the transition of the state economy to sustainable development.
A foundation was created for the purpose of transition of the market institute to the
principles of ecological development (the mandatory use of international quality stan-
dards for environmental management and auditing was introduced, and methods and
procedures for environmental certification and standardization were applied). During
this period, trading activities were conducted with greenhouse gas quotas, the govern-
ment target programs and projects in the field of sustainable development and ecolo-
gy were created and implemented. In addition, the government begins guarantee and
stimulate the further development of public and public institutions.

However, the proclamation of the principles of the sustainable development was
only a kind of «<motto of state policy» and did not get a real implementation. The stable
macroeconomic state of the state was based on the model of export-oriented econ-
omy. The low standards of life quality, the insignificant level of consumer demand, an
unbalanced domestic market, low and unsuccessful state investments, corruptions in
actions of state authorities, the violation of guarantees of property rights, etc., should
be distinguished among other difficulties.

In the annual report of the President of Ukraine to the Verkhovna Rada «Ukraine:
Progress in the 21st Century. The Strategy of Economic and Social Policy for 2000-
2004», 2000, it was identified the main problem, namely: «an accelerated withdrawal
of the national economy into a vector of sustainable recovery through fundamental
structural transformations and the intensification of the processes of market transfor-
mations, intensive and coherent social policy» [The President of Ukraine 2000]. Since
April 2003, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine approved the «Integrated Program of
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Implementation at the National Level of Decisions Adopted at the World Summit on
Sustainable Development for 2003-2015» in order to comply with a number of legisla-
tive documents identified at the Johannesburg Forum in 2002 [Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine 2013]. The implementation of this program was one of the main areas of activity
of state authorities and local self-government.

The letter to the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine «On the Internal and External Situation
of Ukraine in 2005» stated that the work has begun within such programs as judiciary
reforms, structures of state authorities and law enforcement authorities, anti-corruption,
«Health of the Nation», «The Competitive education»»The Village Revival», technologi-
cal development, raising the level of energy efficiency of the state’s economy. Thus, we
see the defined goals and objectives, as well as the programs that are not implement-
ed. The system of indicators, by means of which it would be possible to evaluate the
results of the state’s activity in the field of achieving the sustainable development and
progress in general, is not yet singled out.

For example, the letter of the President of Ukraine «European Choice. The Conceptu-
al Basis of the Strategy of Economic and Social Development of Ukraine for 2002-2011»
states that one of the main conditions of the state’s European integration is the achieve-
ment of stability and economic recovery, on the basis of which it is possible to accel-
erate GDP per capita between Ukraine and the EU countries. In addition, it was noted
that since these differences have significantly increased in recent times, in this case,
it is necessary to create a «strategy of advanced development, which would be able
to guarantee an increase in annual GDP growth rates 1.5-2 times higher in our state,
than in the EU in general. The indicated growth tendency should provide substantial
qualitative changes, implementation of sustainable development tasks, defined by the
international community as general comprehensive strategies of the XXI century [The
President of Ukraine 2002]. Itis also worth noting that in this context, the sustainable de-
velopment is somehow comparable to economic growth, which in no way corresponds
to the conceptual nature of sustainable development.

The next letter of the President of Ukraine to the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine «Mod-
ernization of Ukraine - Our Strategic Choice» (2011) emphasizes that «the work of the
state authorities should be to achieve and sustain the state of sustainable economic
growth, multilateral development and the approximation to the absolute use of the
state’s labor potential with a synchronous reduction of material inequality by introduc-
ing a flexible state taxation policy, optimal social transfers, stimulating the development
of the mall and medium business» [The President of Ukraine 2011]. So, it focuses on
the development of the social and public sector and the quality of life of Ukrainians.
The prerequisite for such a situation was the international economic crisis of 2008 in
Ukraine, which was transformed into a long deep economic decline, which was man-
ifested in the decline of industry and the standard of living for citizens. The course on
European integration in the field of socio-political, financial, legal and other relations
in the role of «the main goal of the implementation of complex reforms in the light of
modernization of the state, the basis of sustainable economic growth of our country»
[The President of Ukraine 2011], was canceled by the only decision of the President of
Ukraine in October 2014. Considering this, the principles of sustainable development are
not «built» in the financial and economic policy of the state.
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Stage Ill. The Period of Reform, That is, Changes and Improvements in the Regulation
of Sustainable Development (from 2015 to the present day). This stage of the state pol-
icy of the sustainable development began in 2015 with the approval of a new strategy
and the formation of a package of necessary reforms in Ukraine. Socio-political transfor-
mations provided not only changes in the government composition in Ukraine but also
created a practical basis for the implementation of the principles and objectives of the
sustainable development. The slowdown of the resolution of the military conflict in the
East of Ukraine made it possible to sharpen the attention not only to the achievement
of peace but also the need to implement the objectives of sustainable development.
On January 12, 2015, the President of Ukraine approved the «Strategy for Sustainable
Development» Ukraine-2020», which identified the current issues and set the timing of
reforms in the state [The President of Ukraine 2015].

By the Decree of the President of Ukraine dated January 12, 2015, No. 5/2015, the
Strategy for the Sustainable Development «Ukraine-2020» was approved. It identifies
62 reforms and state development programs that are planned to be implemented with-
in five years. The main provisions of this strategy, its innovations and disadvantages will
be discussed in the next chapter of the work. The state regulation of sustainable devel-
opment of the country through the implementation of this strategy covers the reforms
that are quite different in the areas of application. The following areas of reform are of
particularimportance for the state: deregulation of small and medium-sized businesses
activity (in particular, in the regions), agricultural reform, land reform, stimulation of the
investment attraction, decentralization, public administration reform, regional policy
reform and local self-government reform, tourism development, ecologization of pro-
duction and energy saving. In order to perform the provisions of the «Strategies - 2020»
a number of important strategic documents were adopted after 2015. The Normative
legal support for the implementation of this sustainable development strategy should
be implemented through the development, approval and an effective implementation
of relevant regulatory acts, some of which have already been adopted [The President
of Ukraine 2015].

The responsibility for the implementation of the measures envisaged by this strategy
is entrusted to the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, which should approve the relevant
plans and report on the status of their implementation. A key list of reforms was also
identified in order to achieve the sustainable economic growth in Ukraine. The concep-
tual principles of state regulation of the country sustainability consist in the harmonious
(balanced) development of economic, social (social), environmental and institutional
components implemented through the development, approval and implementation of
relevant strategic and infrastructure regulatory documents.

About a half of the experts from different directions emphasize that the program of
President P. Poroshenko «Strategy - 2020» is an ambitious plan, which identifies a num-
ber of indicators necessary for the successful development of the state. At the same
time, the economists point out that the part of the indicators, such as the doubling of
GDP, the reduction of public debt (from 67 to 60% of annual GDP) and the entry into the
top 20 of ease of doing business, are unrealistic expectations in the context of the mili-
tary conflict in the east of the state. Political scientists, in turn, point out that the strategy
is, to a greater extent, an electoral technology rather than the plan of the head of state
[Rosokhata 2015].
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The task concerning the integration of the goals of sustainable development of
Ukraine, which should be given special attention [United Nations Office in Ukraine.
2011].

The definition of national goals, targets and indicators for the medium and long-term
perspective.

The capacity building (at the national, regional and local levels) to the strategic plan-
ning and prioritization (ranking) to increase the level of implementation of programs/
projects in conditions of limited resources.

The most important prerequisites for the transition of Ukraine to sustainable devel-
opmentinclude the fundamental change of the model of nature management, the tran-
sition to an intensive type of production, the formation of a new demographic policy
aimed at stimulating the reproduction of the population, establishing the social justice,
expanding the scope of international cooperation in the field of effective solution of re-
source and environmental problems [Sadovenko, Maslovska, Sereda & Tymochko 2011].

Conclusions. Thus, in today’s conditions, the implementation of the state policy of
sustainable development is carried out in accordance with the action plans for the im-
plementation of future reforms and transformations. It is worth emphasizing the devel-
opment vector that should ensure the sustainable development of the state (regions)
and the implementation of structural reforms, which should lead to an increase in stan-
dards of living and quality of life. However, for the effective achievement of these goals,
itis necessary to actively implement declared reforms in the environmental, institutional
and social spheres (some of which have not yet been developed, in particular in the so-
cial sphere). Prospects for further research may be aspects of improving the state policy
of sustainable developmentin the conditions of global economic development and the
military threats in Ukraine.
