Abstract. The article generalizes the study of strategies of national and national
state arrangement of Ukraine most widely spread in Ukrainian social, political and
philosophical thought, journalistic writings, ideological doctrines after Ukraine gained
its independence.

The study explores the essence and perspectives of political influence of
mythologemes and ideologemes such as «National idea», national revival», «Ukrainian
political nation» applying the methodology of the historical, comparative and systemic
scientific approach.

The ideological and theoretical basis of such analysis is explanatory and heuristic
possibilities of the concept senses, actually paradigmatic models - «cultural» (nation of
the people», «ethnic») and «political» (nation of the citizens», «civic») nation that have
become dominant both in modern political science (especially, in the theory of nation
and nationalism) and world history of Modernism and Postmodernism.

From the perspective of theoretical, regulatory, ideological and worldview guidelines,
views, characteristic of their adepts, on the political, legislative and humanitarian
measures concerning the alternatives of institutionalizing the statuses of ethnic-national,
language and religious minorities and the majority in unitary western polities, the paper
examines the content of the nation’s ideas» and attempts to assess their capabilities
as ideologemes of nation and state building: shaping the people’'s common political
culture, democratic national and patriotic awareness, stimulating or, vice versa, ruining
the processes of consolidating and harmonizing the intergroup relations in the country.

The article closely looks at the content and functional role of the concepts «Ukrainian
national idea» by way of comparing their content and purposes with the guidelines
and recommendations of the axiomatics of the liberal-democratic theory (especially,
the conceptually proven normative principles of regulating life activities of national

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METHODS OF STRATEGIC MANAGEMENT OF THE TRAVEL COMPANY RESOURCES
WHEN INTRODUCING INNOVATIONS

Abstract. The article deals with the methods of strategic management of resources
of enterprises of the tourism industry in the realization of the directions of innovation
activity. The features of the resource provision of strategic development based on the
innovative approach in tourism in the present conditions are determined. Attention is
focused on methods of strategic management using highly intelligent human capital,
information and modern technologies, as well as providing financial and financial
resources and investments.

Keywords: tourist enterprise, management methods, strategic development,
enterprise resources, innovations
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Introduction. Travel industry has a significant impact on the economy of the country
and regional development, promotes economic growth and job creation, since it is
associated with key sectors such as transport, hotels and restaurants, trade, construction,
production of consumer goods etc.

The sophisticated inter-industry complex, which the travel is, uses and combines
modern economic and technological capabilities with the cultural and natural heritage,
as well as traditions and contemporary culture, creating innovative types of travel
products and services, changing the organization of production and consumption of
traditional products by applying new approaches to marketing and management.

The travel complex effectiveness is determined by the reasonable use of its
resource potential, namely employment, organizational, financial, investment, logistics,
information, space, infrastructure etc. It should be noted that upon construction of
competitive tourist industry, when introducing innovations, a leading role is played by
the highly intellectual human capital, information and modern technologies, as well as
provision of credit financial resources and investment.

The issues of the industry company’s strategic management are highly relevant, since
it is important how the paradigm of strategic management can increase the chances
of business to survive, its commercial success, and ensure sustainable development.
Business requires simplification and unification of management methods and models
designed to address the key strategic development objectives in terms of ongoing
transformations.

In practice of the real travel business management, most managers work successfully
in certain situations using an intuitive approach to building strategies, which substitute’s
formal strategic management because of its complexity and unsuitability to the
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conditions of the travel market, and sometimes misunderstanding of the conventional
methods of its implementation. However, expansion of the travel market boundaries,
increase of the size of travel companies, expansion of the administrative staffand change
of environmental requirements increasingly impede the activities focused on efficient
company operation. Today, the strategic management of the industry companies is
not possible using the conventional methods and intuitive approaches, making such
activities more risky, not adapted to the modern needs of innovative development
and, consequently, fail to deliver the desired result. Therefore, it is required to carry
out research of the methods of strategic management of the travel company resources
when introducing innovations.

Literature review and the problem statement. Many management scholars (O. S.
Vikhanskyi, P. Drucker, W. Kinsey, F. Kotler, M. Porter, G. Evans, |. Ansoff, H. Mintzberg
et al.) share the opinion that strategic management is one the most important tools
to ensure the preservation and development of enterprises through the use of their
strengths and advantages in terms of the increasingly sophisticated factors of the
management environment and increased competition. Exploring the travel industry
development in recent years of the post-crisis economic development and worsening
of socio-economic challenges in Ukraine, the authors (I. Burnashov, A. Glebova, G.
Mykhaylichenko, K. Zhurayeva, L. Chorna, Y. Makovey et al.) stress the role of crisis
and strategic management in terms where innovation is the core component of the
development strategy and the key competitive advantage [Burnashov; Glebova 2012].

The purpose of this publication is the study of the company management peculiarities
in the travel sector in terms of selection and implementation of innovation and
justification of methods of innovation resources strategic management.

Research results. According to the latest World Travel Barometer, during the period
from January to August 2017, there was a steady increase in international tourist arrivals
in many directions globally, coupled with the resumption of travel to the countries
suffering from security challenges in recent years, which accounted for a total of 7 %, far
exceeding the growth rate of previous years.

The increase in the number of foreign tourists (visitors per day) in the European
region (+8%) in Southern and Central Europe (+12%) and Western Europe (+7%) was
recorded, recovering after a weak demand for international travel in 2016. The number
of international tourist arrivals during the period from January to August 2017 increased
by 6% in Northern Europe and by 4% in Central and Eastern Europe.

"Tourism is a major generator of economic engines and employment, contributing
to the improvement of life of millions of people around the world," said the UNWTO
Secretary-General Taleb Rifai [The official website of the United Nations World Travel
Organization (UNWTO) 2017].

The effectiveness of travel companies in Ukraine, even subject to their independent
successful operation, is affected by the development of the industry in general by
attracting investment, both directly in the travel industry and in related industries,
allowing to expand the offer of the travel services, ensuring their quality and diversity.

Unfortunately, the volume of investments in the national economy indicates a
significant need, which remains underfunded because of the issues and risks with
respect to transparent and secure business in the country, which is still pending the
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reforming of economic and social development principles in the context of a continued
military campaign.

Thus, the volume of direct foreign investments in economics of Ukraine as of
December 31, 2016 amounted to 37.7 billion USD and decreased You by 11.2%; in
2015, the fall amounted to 24.2%. We estimate that no more than 0.2% of the total was
invested in travel and related business [State Statistics Service of Ukraine].

The capital investment index in the economy as a whole in 2016 vs the
previous year for the first time in four years increased by 18%, but the travel
industry shows a volatile dynamics and index falling in 2016 by more than 22%.
This situation characterizes a low levels of state financial support and its instability as
a deterrent of the travel business development in Ukraine, which was felt particularly
clearly during the economic crisis.

Despite the circumstances associated with the difficult economic situation of the
country and the presence of a war zone on its territory, the global travel development
trends are also reflected in the Ukrainian travel industry.

An increase in the total number of travel entities over the past two years, both legal
entities and individuals, the number of people employed in the industry, as well as
revenues from travel services are presented in Table 1.

The most complete tourist complex operation efficiency is possible subject to
reasonable use of its resource potential. This economic function is associated with
financial, logistical, labor, information and other resources used by the travel entities.

The leading role in the travel business is played by labor and information resources,
which are indispensable for the development of services meeting the intellectual
society demands.

Some scholars believe that to build a competitive business, the knowledge and
creativity of employees in all areas is required. In the developed countries, the share of
skilled employees is, for example, 72% in Japan,% in Korea, 56% in Germany, and 43%
in USA) [Diadechko].
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In the field of travel in Ukraine, as of 2016, 43.6% employees are skilled. Therefore,
as regards intellectual travel resources, a special focus is placed on innovative products
and the entrepreneurial skills of employees.

The system of resource support of the travel business, aimed at obtaining economic
yield, is given in Figure 1.

The human resources management means a certain concept based on making
success by a travel company in the market environment due to the staff motivation
and incentives. Staff is an important component of a successful development of the
company or organization. Its creative thinking and collective work allows achieving the
targets set by a travel company.

Travel company human resources management means to exploit the potential of
each employee. Human potential means a set of abilities, motivation, and creativity
found in humans and, therefore, in an organization where they work.

The effective operation of any business is primarily determined by the degree of
its staff professional development. One of the most important factors in ensuring the
business competitiveness in the market is the need to upgrade the professional skills of
its employees continuously. Current staff should be highly knowledgeable, possessing
a general culture, strategic thinking, and expertise. The organization of professional
development has become one of the key functions of the staff management. However,
managers sometimes underestimate the importance of the personnel management
methods in travel industry, inherent in modern management, which is actively used in
the West. Such underestimation is a major obstacle to effective management.

In the rapidly changing economic situations, it is appropriate to improve the forms
and methods of personnel management continuous using the following groups of
methods:

1) economic (designed to generate economic interests of the people to work
effectively);
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2) administrative (designed to ensure the operation of the units, adjust the flows of
information, and organize the vertical and horizontal process control);

3) socio-psychological (ensure a healthy psychological climate in the team, the
relationship between formal and informal groups, and formation of personality and
features of a citizen of Ukraine).

It should be noted that no economic method can not exist without the organizational
and administrative impact providing the clarity, discipline and order in the team.
Administrative management methods help implementing one of the most important
management functions, namely a function of the organization. The task of organizational
and administrative activity is to coordinate the subordinates. Therefore, itis important to
determine the optimal combination, a reasonable ratio of organizational, administrative
and economic methods.

Social and psychological management methods imply the ability to consider the
psychological factors in achievement of labor results. These methods help forming
a team with common goals and objectives. Opinion polls show that the success of
business leaders is dependent on its professional knowledge by 15%, and on the ability
to work with people by 85% [Kabushkin].

The management practice usually simultaneously uses different techniques and
combinations thereof.

An excessive pursuit of profit through exploitation of travel resources requires the
travel business manageability, a special role in the provision of which is played by
information resources. The business entity management system within companies
requires improvement of the efficient use of resources, which should subsequently lead
to increased competitiveness.

Possession of information determines the ability of the travel companies to foresee
the development prospects, and converts information into a resource ensuring the
competitiveness. Information resource serves as an incentive and driving force for the
formation, reproduction and use of the travel company potential, the catalyst of social,
economic, and social processes of the knowledge economy.

Recently, some aspects of the value of information and intellectual resources to ensure
the competitiveness of the companies, the place and role of information technologies
in the company management, the ways of information resource management and
implementation of strategic decisions on the basis of, and using the information
technology to ensure the successful company development have been researched
and studied actively [Budia 2008; Information support for strategic management and
planning; Barmakov 2007].

Today, information acquires the status of an important strategic resource ensuring the
travel enterprise competitiveness at various management stages, as reflected in Table 2.
Development itself is based on strategic management principles using external and
internal indicators of the state and dynamics of the company competitive advantages
forming the strategic information.

The analysis of the information needs of modern travel businesses and consumers
of travel services shows the updating of information support and its substantial
development towards a new humanistic understanding of recreation and travel,
designed to meet the spiritual, emotional, cultural and educational needs of people.

Therefore, among the advanced forms of information in the system of modern social
communications, an ordered and organized information, freely available on computer
networks, is gaining weight.

The factors ensuring the competitiveness of travel businesses through the use of
information resources include:

1) reassessment of the value, role and place of information resources in the company
strategic asset system;

2) a set of technical solutions to create an effective and efficient information systems
of integrated nature;
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3) feasibility of organic integration of software for administrative and other decisions
in domestic travel companies to build an integrated balanced system of resource
potential management to achieve the company strategic goals.

The company financial resources also significantly influence the choice of the strategy.
Any change in the behavior of firms, such as entering new markets, development of
new products and transition to a new industry require large financial costs. Therefore,
the firms having large financial resources or easy access to them when choosing a
behavioral strategy are in a much better position and have an opportunity to choose
from more development options than the firms with very limited financial resources.

The company commitments under previous strategies create a lag in development.
It is impossible to completely abandon all previous commitments in connection with
transition to new strategies. Therefore, when choosing a new direction, one should
take into account the fact that the commitment of the previous periods will still remain
in effect, restraining or adjusting the feasibility of new strategies. These issues require
further research.

Conclusions. A more efficient use of the resource potential of travel companies using
the methods of strategic management should improve their competitiveness.

The analysis shows that travel companies competing successfully in this field are
guided by the following strategic methods, used individually or in combination:

- development of production of an the existing travel product by the formed
directions;

- expansion of the travel geography, development and sale of services due to new
regions of tourist destinations;

- involvement of the opposing spheres of the travel business, including through the
creation of new businesses.

When developing the methods to manage the human and information resources,
it is advisable to pay more attention to the development of intellectual and innovative
component of travel businesses.
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APPLICATIONS OF DATA MINING TECHNIQUES TO IMPROVE QUALITY OF
EDUCATIONAL PROCESSES

Abstract. The paper describes the basic principles of Educational Data Mining (EDM)
that is a sub-domain of Data Mining which deals with data from academic databases
which is used to develop various techniques. Discusses how it can be used to improve
the Educational Processes. This paper aims to show the various techniques of Educa-
tional data mining and overview of how EDM methods are applied.
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Introduction. In recent years, there has been increasing interest in using the meth-
ods of educational data mining (EDM) and learning analytics (LA) to study and measure
learner cognition [Educational Data Mining and Learning Analytics - The Wiley Hand-
book of Cognition and Assessment - Wiley Online Library 2018].

The main goal of both EDM and LA is to extract information from educational data
to support educationrelated decision making. Information may be oriented towards
several stakeholders.

The combination of LA, as a new research discipline with a high potential to impact
the existing models of education [Siemens 2012], and EDM, a novice growing research
area to apply Data Mining methods on educational data [Bousbia & Belamri 2014),
leads to new insights on learners’ behavior, interactions, and learning paths, as well as
to improve the technology enhanced learning methods in a data-driven way [Vahdat,
Ghio, Oneto, Anguita, Funk & Rauterberg 2015].

Literature review and the problem statement. Nowadays, modern employee for a
career success should still up to date with new actual knowledge and need to be able
to organize their own learning process.

For this purpose, modern IT technologies provide access to unlimited, but often un-
structured information resources on the Internet.

In addition, the information space that forms an individual learning environment can
consist not only of explicitly defined knowledge and structured data presented in vari-
ous databases, but also in most of the unstructured text information provided in various
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text documents. Therefore, the problem of extracting thematic information for the orga-
nization of their own education is an actual scientific and practical task.

Given the importance of this research direction, the number of publications in the
last few years about EDM approaches has extremely grown. Here are just a few of them.
Q. A. Al-Radaideh presented an approach to predict the final grade of students with
applying a decision tree model [Al-Radaideh, Al-Shawakfa, Al-Najjar 2006]. Z. J. Kovacic
presented a case study on educational data mining for early prediction of student success
[Kovacic 2010]. Bharadwaj and Pal conducted a study on how to predict the students’ per-
formance at the end of the semester [Bharadwaj, Pal 2011].

Researchresults. Educational Data Mining (EDM)is a sub-domain of Data Mining which
deals with data form academic databases which is used to develop various techniques
and to recognize patters that are unique [Chatti, Dyckhoff, Schroeder, & Thiis 2012].

Educational Data Mining is an emerging discipline, concerned with developing meth-
ods for exploring the unique and increasingly large-scale data that come from education-
al settings and using those methods to better understand students, and the settings
which they learn in.

Whether educational data is taken from students’ use of interactive learning environ-
ments, computer-supported collaborative learning, or administrative data from schools
and universities, it often has multiple levels of meaningful hierarchy, which often need
to be determined by properties of the data itself, rather than in advance. Issues of time,
sequence, and context also play important roles in the study of educational data [Edu-
cational Data Mining 2018].

Widely used in Business, it has scarce applications to Education. Data related to the
field of education industry and mining of all such educational data is called education-
al data mining. It consists of data of student, teacher, faculty, courses, teaching hours,
schools, colleges, universities etc. Educational data mining is used for predicting stu-
dent performance and other learning techniques to remove the drawbacks in educa-
tional sector and improve the performance of students [Gulati & Sharma 2012].

Applications of EDM methods comprise several steps (Figure 1). Initially, a design is
planned, i.e., the main aim of the study and the required data are identified. Afterwards,
the data is extracted from the appropriate educationalenvironment. Frequently, data
will need to be pre-processed, since it may come from several sources or have different
formats and levels of hierarchy. Models or patterns are obtained from applying EDM
methods, which have to be interpreted. If the conclusions suggest applying changes to
the teaching/learning process or are not conclusive (because the problem has not been
adequately addressed, the raw data are small or not suitable, or the selected methods
are not powerful enough), the analysis is performed again after modifying the teaching/
learning process or the study design [Linan & Pérez 2015].

According to [Siemens & Baker 2012] EDM applications can be grouped into the
following four categories:

1.Student modelling: student data (including knowledge, motivations, etc.) and
EDM techniques may be used to design a customized learning process by model-
ling differences between students.

2.Modelling of the knowledge structure of the domain: methods combining psy-

chometric modelling frameworks with space-searching algorithms are created for
discovering data-based domain models.
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3.Pedagogical support: efficient educational support may be identified.
4.Scientific research: applications may help to develop and test educational scientif-
ic theories and to formulate new hypotheses.

Specific applications are described in Romero & Ventura (2013): predicting student
performance, scientific inquiry, providing feedback for supporting instructors, person-
alizing/recommending to students, creating alerts for stakeholders (in real time in the
event of undesirable student behaviors), student modelling (developing and tuning
cognitive models of students, which represent their skills and declarative knowledge),
domain modelling, student grouping/profiling, constructing courseware, planning and
scheduling (related to courses, student scheduling, resource allocation, etc.), and pa-
rameter estimation [Linan & Pérez 2015].

To accomplish main four goals, educational data mining research uses the five cate-
gories of technical methods described below:

1. Prediction entails developing a model that can infer a single aspect of the data
(predicted variable) from some combination of other aspects of the data (predictor
variables). Examples of using prediction include detecting such student behaviors as
when they are gaming the system, engaging in off-task behavior, or failing to answer a
question correctly despite having a skill. Predictive models have been used for under-
standing what behaviors in an online learning environment—participation in discussion
forums, taking practice tests and the like—will predict which students might fail a class

2. Clustering refers to finding data points that naturally group together and can
be used to split a full dataset into categories. Examples of clustering applications are
grouping students based on their learning difficulties and interaction patterns, such as
how and how much they use tools in a learning management system [Siemens & Baker
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2012], and grouping users for purposes of recommending actions and resources to
similar users. Data as varied as online learning resources, student cognitive interviews,
and postings in discussion forums can be analyzed using techniques for working with
unstructured data to extract characteristics of the data and then clustering the results.
Clustering can be used in any domain that involves classifying, even to determine how
much collaboration users exhibit based on postings in discussion forums [Prakash, Ha-
numanthappa & Kavitha 2014].

3. Relationship mining involves discovering relationships between variables in a
dataset and encoding them as rules for later use. For example, relationship mining can
identify the relationships among products purchased in online shopping [Manjula San-
jay Koti, Samyukta 2017].

4. Distillation for human judgment is a technique that involves depicting data in a way
that enables a human to quickly identify or classify features of the data. This area of edu-
cational data mining improves machine-learning models because humans can identify
patterns in, or features of, student learning actions, student behaviors, or data involving
collaboration among students. This approach overlaps with visual data analytics.

5. Discovery with models is a technique that involves using a validated model of a
phenomenon (developed through prediction, clustering, or manual knowledge engi-
neering) as a component in further analysis. A sample student activity discerned from
the data was — map probing. A model of map probing then was used within a sec-
ond model of learning strategies and helped researchers study how the strategy var-
ied across different experimental states. Discovery with models supports discovery of
relationships between student behaviors and student characteristics or contextual vari-
ables, analysis of research questions across a wide variety of contexts, and integration
of psychometric modeling frameworks into machine-learned models [Prakash, Hanu-
manthappa & Kavitha 2014].

EDM users can be Students, Course developers, Administrator, Educators and Uni-
versities. Figure 2 shows different users of the EDM process.

Students are interested in their learning behavior, their needs and methods to im-
prove their experience and performance. This can be achieved by activities, resources,
learning tasks, courses, relevant discussions and books.

Educators use EDM to (i) Acquire objective feedback about instruction (ii) Analyzing
students learning and behavior (iii) [dentify which students require support (iv) Predict-
ing student performance (v) Categorizing learners into groups (vi) Discover the patterns
for regular and irregular learners (vii) Determine the most effective activities of the stu-
dents (viii) Advance the adaption and customization of courses, etc.

Course Developers use EDM to evaluate and Manage the courseware for (i) Impro-
visation of student learning (ii) Evaluating the structure of course content and its effec-
tiveness in the learning process (iii) Atomized construction of student models and tutor
model (iv) Comparing data mining methods to recommend the useful one for each task
(v) Developing specific data mining tools for education purposes etc. [Pal & Pal 2013].

Universities uses EDM to (i) Enrich the decision processes in higher learning institutions
and restructure the efficiency in the decision making process (ii) Accomplish the specific
objectives to recommend certain courses that might be valuable for each class of learners
(iii) Find the most cost-effective way of improving retention and grades (iv) Identify the most
qualified learners for graduation (v) Help to admit students who will do well in university etc.

Administrators Use EDM to (i) Develop the best way to provide institutional resources
to students (human and material) and educational offers (ii) Utilize the available resources
more effectively (iii) Improvisation of academic educational program and evaluate the ef-
fectiveness of the distance learning program (iv) Upgrading teacher’s knowledge by pro-
viding educational trainings (v) Setting up the parameters for improving web-site efficiency
and adapting it to users (optimal server size, network traffic distribution, etc.). [Manjula San-
jay Koti, Samyukta D. Kumta 2017].

Educational data mining techniques. The various techniques are used to acquire the hid-
den information in Educational data mining. They categorized into four groups:

A. Decision trees to understand easily and to identify the most promising variables in
fastest way the decision tree techniques are more liable. It is also used find the relativity
between two or more variables. The new variables or features can be generated by the de-
cision trees to predict the target variable. The algorithms used majorly in decision trees are
ID3, CART, C4.5, Random tree and CHIAD.

B. Bayesian Classifier This is very easy and simplest technique that requires less amount
of data preparation to calculate the parameters. The unrelated features are insensitive and
also the classifier is well-organized to deal both real and distinct data. The class conditional
independencies are clear between subsets of variables in Bayesian classifier. A graphical
model of causal relationship will provide to perform the learning process.

C. Neural Networks by deriving the meaning from complex data to identify the trends
and extract the risky patterns is the huge ability of neural networks. Discovering tasks based
on the given data for training or preliminary experience is one the main advantage of neural
networks. The Neural network has the capability to identify all possible interactions of the
variables among various predictors. This is the main reason of using neural network in Edu-
cational data mining [Vahdat, Ghio, Oneto, Anguita, Funk & Rauterberg 2015].

D. Clustering Techniques It is a process of constructing a group of abstract objects into
classes of parallel objects. The set of data into groups are partition first and then based on
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data comparison cluster analysis were made. Next mentioning labels to all groups and also
here the data objects are treated as separate set. These techniquesare flexible to make
changes and it helps out individual positive features to distinguish different groups are
main advantages of clustering in classification. The different areas like data analysis, pattern
recognition and image processing are mainly focused by clustering techniques [Thilagaraj
& Sengottaiyan 2017].

Learning analytics. Learning analytics it is the process of measuring and collecting data
about learners and learning with the aim of improving teaching and learning practice.

Learning analytics is a new field enabled, in part, by the advance of big data and data
visualization software, and can be used for curriculum mapping, personalizing the learner
experience, predicting behavior, designing learning interventions, and determining com-
petencies [Learning analytics. Higher Education Academy 2017].

Learning analytics emphasizes measurement and data collection as activities that insti-
tutions need to undertake and understand, and focuses on the analysis and reporting of
the data. Unlike educational data mining, learning analytics does not generally address the
development of new computational methods for data analysis but instead addresses the
application of known methods and models to answer important questions that affect stu-
dent learning and organizational learning systems.

Technical methods used in learning analytics are varied and draw from those used in
educational data mining. Additionally, learning analytics may employ:

- Social network analysis (e.g., analysis of student-to-student and student-to-teacher re-

lationships and interactions to identify disconnected students, influencers, etc.).

- Social or “attention” metadata to determine what a user is engaged with.

In summary, learning analytics systems apply models to answer such questions as [Min-
ing 2012]:

- When are students ready to move on to the next topic?

- When are students falling behind in a course?

- When is a student at risk for not completing a course?

What grade is a student likely to get without intervention?
What is the best next course for a given student?

- Should a student be referred to a counselor for help?

Conclusion. The development of Educational data mining techniques makes explosive
growth in the field of education. It can provide us with an improved understanding of learn-
ing process and better assessments of learning progress. This paper discusses the basic
principles of research in EDM domain, some examples of tasks that can be solved by the
use of data mining and educational data mining techniques. Also we provided definition of
learning analytics term and how it related with EDM process.
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THE FUNCTION OF THE STATE TO PROTECT SAFETY
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Abstract. The approaches to understand such a function of the state as security are
considered and summarized, and is determined its place in the system of state func-
tions, and are given characteristics of the modern state from the point of view of its
security at the international level.
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Introduction. The peculiarities of the development of states in the modern world
are caused not only by national but also by many other factors that belong to the supra-
national and international levels. At the same time, the state remains the main target,
which must ensure the realization and protection of human rights, the achievement of
the necessary social consensus on its own (local according to the world level), and is
also a key element in the security system at the world and regional levels. At the same
time, events in the east of Ukraine and in the Crimea, in Syria, reports about terrorist acts
from all over the world cause the need in rethinking of the role of the state in ensuring
the security of society and man. Underestimation of the function of ensuring of security
in modern circumstances can lead to the loss of individual states of their statehood.

Literature review and the problem statement. The research of the function of se-
curity has never lost its relevance in legal science and in other social sciences. In par-
ticular, the general theoretical aspects of this issue are highlighted in the works of O.
D. Gradovsky, O. V. Lemaka, P. D. Lodia, P. M. Rabinovich, V. M. Hvostova, N. V. Cher-
nogolovkina and others. The purpose of this article is to determine the place of the
function of state security in the system of state functions and its characteristics at the
international level at present.

Research results. The primary task in the light of the set goal is to analyze the exist-
ing scientific understanding of the concept of function of security and its place among
other functions of the state. In general, the notion of state functions began to be actively
used by legal science in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. At that time, the func-
tions of the state attracted the attention of scientists as an important characteristic of
its activity. At the beginning, among the functions of the state, one of the main one was
the function which is connected with the security assurance. So, in due course P. D. Lodii
(1764 - 1829) stated that the purpose of the association of human communities into
the state is the achievement of security [Lodly 1828]. Among the first researchers who
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began to stand out the state's function of security were: O. D. Gradovskii (1841 - 1889)
[Orlenko & Gradovskiy 2010], who singled out the function of organization of inter-
nal and external security, V. M. Hvostov (1868 - 1920 years), who drew attention to the
fact that first of all the state should "worry" about the protection of its external security
[Hvostov 2011]. In the Soviet period, scientific studies were characterized by the rela-
tive homogeneity of approaches, and therefore, the researchers (M. V. Chernogolovkin
[Chernogolovkin 1970], A. I. Denisov) [Denisov 1967]) singled out the function of de-
fense. Ukrainian scholars (P. M. Rabinovich [Rabinovich 2001], O. Kopylenko [Kopylenko
2008]) in the system of state functions distinguish the function of defense of the state
from external attack. But M. S. Bulkat proposes to isolate the function of external pro-
tection [Bulkat 2013].

Nowadays, under the influence of modern processes, globalization in particular,
there are changes in nature, as well as the content of the functions of a modern state
which can not develop exclusively on their own grounds, be defined by goals, tasks
based only on national interests, without taking into account the interests of the inter-
national community. The modern development of the internal functions of the state
is marked by their internationalization, that is, by acquiring the internal functions of a
significant international aspect, their close interaction with the external environment,
the interconnection of the internal and foreign policy of the state [Morozova 2006]. The
success of each individual nation depends on the agreement and progress of the world
as a whole, and the success of the world depends on the success of individual nations.
Politics, economics, education, health, culture, religion, ecology and security cease to
be internal issues or just the world community. That is why it makes no sense to divide
the functions of the state into internal and external ones. Internal and external can be
only participants of relationships or sources of danger, as even with "internal threats"
we mean a threat to the national security of the whole country [Lemak 2016]. Therefore,
it is more correctly and reasonably according to the modern processes to highlight the
internal and external aspects of the implementation of state functions that are closely
interrelated.

In connection with the high dynamism of social processes in the modern world there
is a high degree of uncertainty in social situations with which modern state faces. There-
fore, its functions begin to acquire a search-experimental, coordination, advisory char-
acter [Dzhuraeva 2006]. All this leads to the modernization of the state functions, which,
in particular, manifests itself in modernizing of its functions. The modernization of state
functions lies in changing the content of its classical functions, as well as in the appear-
ing of new ones.

In the tendencies of development of modern states of the post-industrial stage the
change of ideas about the purpose of the state in society is come out. In particular, it
is generally recognized that the state must fulfill an official role in society as a whole.
According to the latter occurs shifting of the emphasis in understanding of functions of
the state towards the needs of the whole society and the necessity of proper fixing and
realization of human rights. A significant complication of relations between the state
and society, the dependency of the modern state from a society, and responsibility
for it, which is defined by the legal nature of the state, the rapid development of civil
and information society leads to a redistribution of the state functions. The functional
burden on the state decreases because of the alienation of a significant quantity of
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functions to civil society institutions. Peculiar to the state are only the essential functions
that civil society is unable to perform alone, in particular the organization of providing
of sovereignty of the state, public security, and the representation of the whole society
in the international arena. [Tihomirov]. That is, the function of security remains inherent
in the state itself, and is the area of its responsibility.

Therefore, in the system of the functioning of any state, the issues of ensuring of
national security always have priority. The importance of this feature is even greater
due to the need to respond to a number of global challenges. The resistance to mas-
sive destructive forces is the most important priority of each country. According to this,
the system of its foreign policy guidelines is being built, the searches of partners and
allies are taking place, various vectors of foreign and security policy are formed. Tak-
ing care of their security, every state or group of states is more intensely involved in
the processes of maintaining of the international order and stability, considering it as
an important component of national security. The tasks and reference of cooperation
with foreign partners and strengthening coordination mechanisms at the national level
are the main ones [Mizhnarodne bezpekove seredovische: vikliki i zagrozi natsionalnly
bezpetsi Ukrayini 2013].

The main positions in supranational and transnational institutions are dominated by
the leading countries of the world, which in the majority are dominant in global eco-
nomic processes and influence the solving of international security problems. That is,
the possibility of a real influence of the state on the external environment on any issues
is determined first of all by the state of its internal, including economic, innovative, le-
gal and political, development. On the other hand, modern processes contribute to
strengthening the influence of transnational corporations and financial groups on the
economic and socio-political development of national states, which complicates their
role in addressing a wide range of issues, including security.

The above mentioned statement promotes the idea that international security is
formed on the basis of the national security of individual countries and peoples, as
well as regional security of the groups of states and regions of the world, is consolidat-
ed at the level of global international security in order to protect and realize common
human interests, to destruct threats to the global world, which with their influence go
beyond the national boundaries of states and can influence on the safety of other actors
[Kolomiets 2015]. Thus, the solution of security issues in the state is not limited to the
national level. Since at the national level, the state must not only form and enforce the
legislative and regulatory framework for security, but also coordinate national actions
of these issues at national, regional and international (global) levels. For example, it is
impossible to solve only national issues such as technogenic or natural disaster, orga-
nized crime in the form of trafficking in human beings, smuggling of migrants, illicit
drug trafficking, forgery of documents, money laundering, terrorism, etc.

The function of providing security is of universal significance for the main spheres of
society's life and is inseparable from the main directions of state activity [Lemak 2016].
Each state’s function can be considered in terms of security, and the content of the
security function is revealed in the context of each of the functions of the state. After
all, the components of national security are political, state, military, economic, social,
humanitarian, scientific and technological, environmental and information security. The
rational functioning of any important sphere of a society's life is impossible without en-
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suring of high safety standards in this area, and vice versa. For example, the absence of
effective tools of combating in Ukraine with unfair competition and smuggling, low level
of innovation development, technological development of the domestic economy, ex-
cessive influence of foreign capital, outflow of capital abroad, the high degree of "shad-
ow" economy, instability of the national currency are the direct threats to the country’s
economic security, make economic growth impossible, and economic stability. On the
one hand, the overcoming of such negative phenomena, reducing of their cumulative
negative effect is the task within the providing of economic security and a condition of
economic growth. And on the other hand, the stronger the country's economy, the higher
the level of economic security.

The providing function is implemented at the national, regional and international lev-
els. The international security research is conducted, in particular, on the patens of differ-
ent models of international security regimes. The participation of a particular state in any
international security regime is determined by its own interests, and above all by ensuring
of its own national security. The researchers distinguish the models of international securi-
ty depending on the number of participators (actors) of international relations, as well as
the nature of the relations themselves. Hence, scientists distinguish three basic models of
security regimes for any region of the modern world: general security regime, collective
security regime, security regime based on cooperation. The international general security
regime involves voluntary mutual refusal of confrontation. Under the collective security is
understood as an order of interstate cooperation in which any act of aggression against
any of the participants in such a system is regarded as aggression against all its other par-
ticipants. If the states unite against a common aggressor within the system of collective
security, the concept of security on the basis of cooperation is based on the principle of
universal participation, in which the first place is not the availability of formal institutions,
but support of informal dialogue [Trotsenko 2016]. O. V. Kolomiets proposed the study
of models of safety regimes in relation to its levels. Respectively, the scientist singled out
a geopolitical model at the global level; regional one at the regional level; the model of
world domination, regional leadership, nuclear restraint, neutral and collective model at
the national level [Kolomiets 2015].

Using the above-described model of security regimes, one can observe the following
stages of the development of the security function at the international level in Ukraine. At
the beginning of its formation, our state in chapter IX of the Declaration of State Sover-
eignty of Ukraine, July 16, 1990 (Declaration) proclaimed its intention to become in the
future a permanently neutral state that does not participate in military unit and adheres
to three non-nuclear principles: not to accept, not to accept, not to produce and not to
acquire nuclear weapons. At the same time, according to chapter 2 of Section X of the
Declaration, Ukraine acts as an equal participant in international communication, actively
contributes to the consolidation of universal peace and international security, directly in-
volved in the European process and European structures.

Subsequently, Article 18 of the Constitution of Ukraine states that Ukraine's foreign
policy activities are directed to ensuring its national interests and security by maintaining
peaceful and mutually beneficial cooperation with members of the international commu-
nity in accordance with generally recognized principles and norms of international law.

In today's conditions of instability of the global security system, as well as the exhibition
of Russian aggression, the absence of effective external security guarantees of Ukraine
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has made it necessary to create a new system for ensuring the national security of our
state. The efforts of our state are aimed at creating an effective mechanism for guarantee-
ing their state sovereignty and territorial integrity. Having refused the non-aligned poli-
cies that did not ensure the territorial integrity of the state, Ukraine in the medium-term
will rely on its own capabilities and reserves the right to participate in collective security
and defense systems as a way of guaranteeing the state's sovereignty and territorial in-
tegrity of Ukraine, according to the National Security Strategy of Ukraine, approved By
the Decree of the President of Ukraine dated May 26, 2015, No. 287/2015.

In accordance with the mentioned Strategy in the field of security, Ukraine has identi-
fied three levels of its activities: 1) global; 2) regional; 3) subregional.

At the global level, the main areas of activity are identified which are aimed at: (a)
strengthening and further developing partnerships with the United States of America as
a guarantor of international security in the Euro-Atlantic area, based on the Ukraine-US
Charter on Strategic Partnership of December 19,2008, with other states - the key centers
of influence, in particular the PRC, as well as the UN, the Group of Twenty, the Group of
Seven, and other mechanisms aimed at strengthening peace and stability in the world,
adherence to international law and a fair settlement. Conflict; b) support for the initia-
tive to conclude a universal international agreement on security guarantees, especially
non-nuclear states, which would include a clear list of obligations and actions of the par-
ties in the event of its violation, including in the context of the application of sanctions to
the offender state. Consequently, Ukraine set itself the task of initiating the development
and signing of a new document, which should consolidate universal standards of security
guarantees; c) reforming the Security Council to ensure that it responds adequately to
violations of international law, even if the offender is a permanent member of this body.

The efforts at the regional level are aimed at creating an effective system of interaction
in Central and Eastern Europe in order to ensure security and stability. First and foremost,
OSCE and Council of Europe tools and capabilities are used. Particular attention is paid
to the formation of security mechanisms in the Black Sea region. Ukraine will facilitate the
return to the regime of the renewed Treaty on Conventional Armed Forces in Europe and
will actively participate in the elaboration of existing and new security initiatives aimed at
strengthening stability and collective security in Europe.

From their side, the heads of state and government of the 25 European Union coun-
tries during a two-day summit on December 14, 2017 in Brussels, welcomed the launch
of PESCO's permanent structural cooperation in the field of defense and security. The
creation of PESCO was foreseen by the Lisbon Treaty, which entered into force in 2009,
but PESCO remained blocked for many years. It is anticipated that the new defense alli-
ance will not duplicate NATO's functions. The main idea of PESCO is to increase defense
efficiency.

At the subregional level, Ukraine will continue to actively use existing formats - the
“Weimar Triangle”, the “Visegrad Group”, GUAM, CEIl, OCHES, etc. - to ensure the pro-
tection of the territorial integrity and sovereignty of the state, the implementation of eco-
nomic and energy projects and initiatives.

Conclusion. So, summing up the above-mentioned we can state: a) there is a process
of modernization of the state and as a consequence of its functions; b) state-specific and
one of the most important functions of security; c) the function of the state of ensuring se-
curity should be considered as an independent function, aimed at achieving the state of
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security of the most important interests of man and society, and in conjunction with other
functions of the state; d) the security function should be explored at national, regional and
international levels; e) Ukraine now forms a new system of national security for the effective
implementation of the security function.
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BANKING RETAIL DEVELOPMENTS

Abstract. The issue of distribution of retail financial services has received growing
attention in the academic and professional literature and has been hailed as an increas-
ingly important factor in determining whether or not a bank competes effectively in its
chosen markets. In an increasingly competitive and deregulated environment, superior
distribution strategies concerned with how to communicate with, and deliver products
to the consumer can provide institutions with significant competitive advantage in the
marketplace. In effect distribution provides the basis for differentiation rather than the
core service itself.

The article analyzes the directions of the development banking retail. The foreign
experience of the innovative functioning mechanisms of banking retail has been stud-
ied in Ukraine. The main factors that "slow down" of the development mechanisms of
banking retail and ways of solution problems has been searched.

Original sources are specified in original language. References to the unpublished
works are not permitted.

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are served transliteration, and in brackets in English. Number of references should have
at least 10 references, from which at least one half should be references to foreign
sources (if the article mother language is Ukrainian or Russian). Source name in the
references are placed in the alphabetically order.
