DISPROPORTIONS OF REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT IN
UKRAINE

Abstract. The article analyzes the causes of imbalance development of
regions of Ukraine. The subject of research are theoretical and practical bases of
occurrence of imbalance development of regions of Ukraine. The aim of the
research is theoretical justification and identify ways to overcome the imbalances
of regional development. To conduct the study were used special methods of
scientific knowledge, namely: the methods of dialectic, logic and systematic
approaches, conceptual analysis, comparison and grouping in the study of the
causes of imbalances. The hypothesis of the study is that decentralization of
power and regional financial resources will contribute to overcoming the
imbalances, and in the Donbass stop the war, financial support devastated areas,
an important role should play the administrative-territorial reform, the

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amendments to the Constitution of Ukraine and the implementation of the Minsk
agreements.

The results of the study allowed to define four types of regions of Ukraine:
rural regions, depressive regions, the Donbas, the developed regions.

Special attention is paid to the causes of imbalance development of
regions. Chief among them is the lack of financial resources, military action in
Eastern Ukraine, small business agricultural production, the demographic crisis.
The proposed new paradigm of regional development, where an important
component is the budget strategy of regional development.

Research can be the basis for the reform of regional policy,
decentralization of local government and local budgets.

To overcome existing imbalances, it is important to create a new paradigm
of regional development, it is necessary to consider the factor that the problems
of the region often go beyond the region and are global in nature, for example in
the Donbass.

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Abstract. In the paper the mathematical model of optimization tasks of
the bank activity financial indicators is built with the purpose of increase of their
values to «standard» and with the purpose increase of concrete bank rating in
general rating at comparison with banks-competitors. The tasks are set as the
classic tasks of the nonlinear programming with nonlinear functionals and
possible nonlinear constraints.
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Introduction. In recent years, in period of social and economic changes,
the task of sustainable development of the CIS countries, including Ukraine,
banking systems ensuring, in general, and the problem of the individual bank
financial development in particular, acquire relevance due to the fact that the
banking system financial activity was accompanied by a display of all sorts of
crisis events.

Today, analyzing a situation in which Ukrainian banks are functioning, we
can talk about the imperfection of the bank development financial management
system, imperfection of the optimal planning system of banks financial
development, the imperfection of the prediction and prevention crisis events
system. These and other facts are the reason that the part of the Ukrainian
banks face with a problem of bankruptcy.

In modern conditions banks financial resources management optimization
and flexible approaches to managing their financial development problem with a
view to prompt and adequate response to both internal and external factors that
affect the bank financial performance and the bank development in a whole are
very important. Actual problems are preventing the situation of the bank
financial condition deterioration, finding ways of optimal resources allocation
through the bank's financial performance optimization and as a result achieving
effective process for the bank financial development.

Based on the above, the relevant problem is the control formation that can
ensure efficient financial development of the bank and the bank's adequate
response to the destabilizing influences of external and internal environment.

Literature review and the problem statement. A significant
contribution to the development of the management in the banks theory and
practice have such well-known Ukrainian scientists as V. Mishchenko, A.
Kalinichenko, I. Karpova, S. Kozmenko, F. Shpyga, I. Voloshko, S. Lapteva, O.
Lyubunya, P. Matvienko, I. Salo, T. Smovzhenko, A. Trided, A. Pushkar and
others; and Russian scientists such as O. Lavrushin, V. Platonov, N. Kunitsin,
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L. Ushvitsky, M. Bor, V. Pyatenko, Y. Maslenchenkov and others.

However, the focus of many scholars and practitioners has been given to
the development and implementation of techniques and recommendations for the
strategic bank management as a whole.

At the same time methodological aspects of financial indicators
optimization process in the context of its financial development management are
considered insufficiently. Require further development problems of the banks
financial development optimal planning and the formation of the banks financial
performance adequate criteria using regular methods of optimization - Hook-
Jeeves method, Nelder-Mead method, Rosenbrock method, Powell method,
Cauchy method, Newton method and others [Bandi 1988; Dzwigot 2015; Dzwigot
2010; Dzwigot 2009; Dzwigot 2004; Dzwigot 2003a; Himmelblau 1975; Kirgat,
Surde 2014; Kvilinskyi 2012; Lavrushin 2009; Long, Wu 2014; Gao, Han 2010].
Search of using of the classical optimization methods (including specified) in
banking in the scientific literature, libraries and the Internet does not provide
positive results. The conclusion is that in the modern banking use of such
effective and powerful mathematical formalism as the optimization techniques is
not enough.

The aim of the study is to pose the problem of banking financial
performance optimization in order to increase their value to the "standard" and
the problem of the banks financial performance optimization in order to improve
the position of a particular bank in the overall ranking compared to competitor
banks.

Research results. Optimum decisions that are taken, and plans are being
developed in the preparation of action, as well as efficient using of resources is
impossible without the correct mathematical modeling of financial condition and
prognosis of the situation, without comparing and evaluating possible options for
using the mathematical apparatus and the latest information technology.

In general, the problem of mathematical programming or optimization
problem is formulated in the following way [Bandi 1988; Heygeman, Young 1986;
Himmelblau 1975].

the s-parameters of the bank (i=1,n; n - the number of indicators being

considered, or are involved in a particular procedure; S =ﬁ; b - the number of
banks, which are investigated).

variables vector Xg,(0 =1,N) and is an analogue of the target function (1).

Thus, the task is the banking financial performance optimizing in order to
increase their value to the "standard".

In the next phase of the study it is proposed to set the task of the banks
financial performance optimization in the context of the problem of a particular
bank position improving in the overall ranking, which is determined by comparing
the financial performance of the group of banks.

Let us assume that it had been built rating of b banks. In general, the
ratings chart is shown in Figure 1. It is necessary to boost the ranking of a
particular j-th bank in the appropriate percentage using the optimization of the
bank's financial performance, which is built on the basis of rating, in order to
improve its position in the overall ranking of b banks. Graphically, this task is
shown in Figure 1.

The idea presented in Figure 1, is that management of the bank N°1,
which has a rating number R; = 0.50061, seeks to improve its ranking by 10% in
order to advance bank N2b, which rating number R, = 0.52866. This can be
achieved using the powerful apparatus of the optimization theory.

Banks ratings are determined on the basis of (7) - the less the distance

analysis of banks ratings, and for more adequate data granularity in graphical
form it is suggested to use a ratio that characterizes the total rating number Ry

If in this case (Figure 1), the task is to increase the rating of the s-bank,
for example, by 10%, the corresponding functional which is minimized has the
following form:

In equations (8) and (11) j - is index, introduced for convenience ( J=$S =l,_b)
which is denoted the number of a particular bank, which rating is improved in the
optimization process (in this particular example, j = 1. See Figure 1); Dj(X), Rj(x)

Especially for the j-th particular bank the financial performance of its
operations is optimized, which depend on variable parametersXg,(0 =1, N). The
values of the financial performance of all other banks in the group (S # ] ), their rating

numbers R (S # ]) and indicators of "standard" of the bank remain unchanged.

In the functional (8) and (11) normalized values p's,i of the banks financial

performance are not functions of varying variables X, (0 =1,N) if S# j. In case, if
S=] that is p's; (x)= P'ii (x), for the j-th bank functional F (11) depends on the

varying variables Xg,(0 =1, N) vector and is analogous to the target function (1).

optimization the solution of the problem is a vector Xg,(0=1,N) that provides the

minimum of the functional (11).

With regard to the constraints of the bank financial performance optimization
problem (2) - (4), their mathematical description depends on their particular set,
which is built on the basis of the banks current rating. It should be noted that the
decision maker can either set the constraints (2) - (4) on varying variables, or fix
some of them, in order to build an adequate mathematical model of the banks
financial performance optimization problem.

For example conditionally, if the size of the bank's N°1 capital is 200 million
UAH, and for the bank N2b this value equals 4 billion UAH., it is obvious that vary this
index either pointless, because in this case the optimization will be carried out by
other indicators, which can be obtained by varying the bank N°1 best rating, or it
must be installed the appropriate limits for this value, for example in the form of
restrictions (4).

It should be noted that when certain variables Xe,(e =l,_N) are fixed, the
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dimensionality of the optimization problem is reduced, i.e. varying variables number
is reduced. And with the increase in the number of indicators and the varying
variables which are described them - the optimization problem dimension increases.

Conclusions. The author of the article supplied two tasks: the task of banking
financial performance optimization in order to increase correspondent values to the
"standard" and the task of the banks financial performance optimization in order to
improve the position of a particular bank in the overall ranking compared to
competitor banks.

These tasks are the nonlinear programming problems with nonlinear
functionality and nonlinear constraints. Determination of the variables optimal values
that affect the banks financial performance can be done using the regular classical
optimization methods.

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PERSPECTIVES OF THE CUSTOMS SYSTEM MODERNIZATION
IN UKRAINE

Abstract. Comparative analysis of the specific weight of international
trade taxes per international trade volume in Ukraine and the OECD was
conducted, which indicated governments prone to certain forms of protectionism.
The institutional and organizational disadvantages of current customs system in
Ukraine based on assessment of international trade conditions in Ukraine and
abroad were outlined. Urgent problems in the customs field of Ukraine and ways
to solve and overcome them were systematized. Most common of them were
divided by groups: institutional - forming a coherent and harmonized system of
customs authorities, effective territorial structure; staffing - defining authorities
of different levels, training and qualification of customs authorities; functional -
performance improvement via processes automation, simplification of customs
procedures and ensuring their transparency, logistics improvement, updating
technical base & equipment etc; tariff - harmonized customs duties and
convergence toward European standards. Summarized the necessity of tariffs
harmonization, customs security measures implementation & customs system
improving in general and assumed that they should be consistent with the needs
of national security interests in the customs field.

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POTENTIAL BENEFITS OF IMPLEMENTING PUBLIC PRIVATE-
PARTNERSHIP IN ORDER TO STABILIZE THE SOCIO-
ECONOMIC SITUATION IN UKRAINE

Abstract. The present article reflects our investigations and studies of
prospects of implementation of public private-partnership in order to normalize
socio-economic situation in Ukraine. The main vectors of stabilization in case of
implementation of potential of PPP mechanisms that have been developed in
international practice have been determined. Based on statistic analysis of
implementation practice of PPP projects and current situation of Ukrainian
economy presented from a sector perspective it has been determined that
Ukraine has a significant potential of PPP to be implemented in business practice
but this potential is almost never used because of the narrowness of the state
institutional frameworks of PPP and vulnerability or imbalance of interests of the
parties in PPP. The main business priorities to create conditions for implementing
potential of PPP in order to stabilize socio-economic situation in Ukraine have
been developed.

Keywords: public private partnership, advantages, potential, economic
situation, Ukraine
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Introduction. The recession caused by the financial crisis of 2008/09 and
external political and government finance problems has led to difficult socio-
economic situation in Ukraine. The essence of the current problem situation quite
clearly shows such trends as: unstable dynamics of GDP - since 2008 GDP
growth has significantly reduced in Ukraine for the first time during the last
decade (5.6 percentage less compared with the previous year); GDP reduced by
17.1% in 2009 but next 2010-2014 this indicator began growing slowly; in 2015
GDP growth is predicted according to scenario 1 by 0.3% and scenario 2 by
2.0%; slowdown of domestic and investment demand; reduction of
governmental funding; acceleration of inflation pressure on an economy; long
term balance of payment deficit; negative expectations of economic agents;
decline in industrial production and construction; growth reduction of agricultural
production rate; slow down in innovations; increasing unemployment rate;
reducing real wages etc. To find new ways to overcome this situation the
theorists and experts are searching for new ideas. Potential of a big amount of
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global conceptual approaches, forms, methods and means of public-private
partnership (PPP) can be used as the main source in solving problems in Ukraine
as they have not been used in full before.

Literature review and the problem statement. PPP is under
investigation of a wide range of scientists from all over the world from different
spheres (economics, finance, law, state management). Many famous foreign and
local scientists have dedicated their works to study the topic: I. Boghdan
[Boghdan 2013], I. Chukajeva [Chukajeva 2012], J. Delmon [Delmon 2011], A.
Draxler [Draxler 2008], H. Dzwigot [Dzwigot 2004; Dzwigot 2005; Dzwigot 2009;
Dzwigot 2010; Dzwigot 2013], L. Fedulova [Fedulova 2012], O. Gholovinov
[Gholovinov 2012], O. Jastrebov [Jastrebov 2011], O. Maslyukivska
[Maslyukivska 2007], K. Pavljuk [Pavljuk 2011], V. Polujanov [Polujanov 2012],
M. Sohail [Sohail 2007], T. Ter-Minassian [Ter-Minassian 2004], V. Varnavskyy
[Varnavskyy 2011], I. Zapatrina [Zapatrina 2010] etc. The methodological and
methodical basis of realization of PPP in Ukraine and other countries is also
researched by the Ukrainian economists. However this form of relation between
the state and business in Ukrainian practice has not been spread yet. Its
potential has not been used in full to stabilize the socio-economic situation in the
country.

The aim of this article is to determine the main vectors according to which
socio-economic stabilization will be carried on under conditions for implementing
potential of mechanisms of PPP that have been developed in international
practice and also to develop the main conditions of improvement of
implementation of PPP in Ukraine to ensure the movement according to these
vectors.

Research results. Ukraine has a very high share of public sector in GDP
(37%), at the same time it is 15% in Canada, England, Italy and it's 20% in the
USA, it's 25% in Poland [Zapatrina 2010]. Under the conditions of slow growth of
GDP, reduction of fiscal pressure on the economy caused by tax reforms,
increasing social pressure on budget of all levels Ukraine has faced with the
problem of resource search for project financing of municipal and state property
most of which can’t be privatized because of strategic and social importance.

Retrospective analysis shows that during the second half of the 20th
century government authorities had to solve similar fiscal problems in many
countries [Fedulova 2012]. The rapid development of society and bad
demographic situation connected with early ageing had led to growth in demand
for public services and it had increased the budget expenditures. The
governments of the countries expended the tax base in order to eliminate the
structural deficit which was caused by the gradual increase in social spending.
Increasing tax pressure had led to the public protests. At the edge of 20t"-21st
century the situation in the European countries was really complicated. The
Maastricht Treaty was signed by the members of the European Community and
according to it the new members was to keep annual deficits no greater than 3%
of GDP. The traditional instruments of fiscal policy showed their limited abilities
in deficit reduction in difficult macro-financial and social conditions. New models
of funding for public services and infrastructure based on concept of PPP were
used as one of the new ways to solve the problem situation. Nowadays the
mechanisms of PPP are carried out in the sphere of housing, energetics,
telecommunications and defence, penitentiary system, transport and roads,
administrative services, education and healthcare. Their implementation in
business practice has let local and governmental authorities to gain such goals:
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- Reducing pressure on state management and enhancement of task
efficiency to solve state problems in order to gain public objectives. It involves
the delegation of most general and administrative functions from state to private
sector. These functions are connected with providing public services and freeing
supervision from political influence on essential economic sectors. It also involves
institutionalization of social-economic connections and relations caused by the
process of social needs satisfaction in social benefits.

- Stimulating innovative activity of market participants and development of
national science. It involves: the establishment of requirements how to
implement innovations and new technologies in production for private partner;
the reduction of transaction costs and risks in the process of entering high-tech
businesses and markets; the establishment of clear and understandable rules of
interaction of the state institutions which work on research and private
organizations in the process of scientific research and as a result to bring them to
the commercial level involving patenting and implementing intellectual property
and sharing received commercial effect between the state and private partners
according to the principle of justice.

- Increasing investment opportunities for authorities and activating
domestic and foreign investment of strategic projects for the state and local
authorities. In particular, it involves private investments in the state and
municipal properties and the private investing of the state and local programs of
development as a result it helps to cover more investment projects with available
public funding. Long term agreements between the partners and their security in
the form of contract where the one part is the state/ local state it lets to reduce
investment risks and on the one hand, to stimulate domestic investment and
foreign investment, from the other hand, to limit outflow of national capital
outside the country. The well-structured PPP helps to get financial support of
international organizations for economic development funding.

- Improving the efficiency of public finances and expanding fiscal area for
the social and economic development of the country caused by reducing state
funding for construction, reconstruction and operation of state/municipal
property, reducing risk of ineffective and inappropriate spending budget funds,
inproving financial discipline of partners, establishing economically justified rates
and increasing tax and non-tax revenues (e.g. concession payment) to budget at
all levels.

- Improving the efficiency of public/municipal property via involving
private enterprises in management of PPP. The management of these
organizations is more flexible and absence of the inefficient bureaucratic
organization aimed at more efficient using the commercial opportunities;
establishing requirements to the private partner to provide PPP with modern
efficient technologies; updating and replacing fixed assets, maintaining assets in
good condition and optimal management; delegating responsibilities for services
to the private partner to motivate it to use equipment more efficient and
implement modern equipment and quality control systems of the production
processes.

- Improving quality and availability of industrial and social infrastructure
services. The state has the possibility to create the partnership to gain all goals
and objectives by initiating the partnership. As the voice of society, the
government proposes to the private partner such requirements in accordance to
which provides the necessary conditions to provide services of higher quality
than just the state. The use of competitive principles in determining a private
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partner allows you to choose among potential partners who are more able to
provide consumers with products and services in the best manner and at lower
prices. The division of responsibilities between the public and private partners
allows the state to keep responsibilities for pricing and tariff policy and effect
directly on availability of such services. Availability of carefully prepared contract
has increased the level of state (municipal) control over economic processes and
makes it possible to respond quickly to problems aroused during its
implementation. In particular, the state may at any time to stop cooperation with
the private partner in a case of violation of the terms and conditions of the
agreement, return the object to state management or turn over it to another
private entity.

- Reducing risks or redistributing them to business. The implementation of
PPP projects which have public support helps to reduce social tension, improve
the image of the state and its government, to stimulate economic activity in all
sectors of the economy, to attract foreign investment, to accelerate the
development of the regions, to increase demand on the labor market, to protect
environment etc. All of these factors would reduce the political, social,
environmental, technological, fiscal, monetary and other macro-financial risks. At
the same time, PPP is able to distribute extremely high risks that exist in spheres
where such partnerships have been created rationally between the state and the
private sector. The state ensures rights of the owner, the media public interest,
provides an agreement between the parties to the contract on sharing risks and
allows delegating the risk from taxpayers to the private sector.

The above information shows that the efficient implementation of PPP
projects based on the best international practice in different spheres of
economics will provide the stabilization of socio-economical situation according to
the following vectors: increasing GDP rate and investment demand; improving
the functioning of public finances and expanding fiscal space for social and
economic development; reducing balance of payment deficit; growth in industrial
production and construction; enhancing the innovative activity; reducing
unemployment ; improving the quality of life of the people.

To realize the potential of mechanisms of PPP according to vectors
mentioned above the development goals of these mechanisms have to be
developed according to conceptual issues of the National Development Strategy
of Ukraine and have to be implemented in legal acts. The Strategy for
Sustainable Development of Ukraine until 2020 [The Strategy for Sustainable
Development of Ukraine 2015] includes 62 reforms and programs of state
development, 10 of them are the top priorities among them. The main goals of
the top priorities reforms and ways to achieve them have been determined in the
Strategy. But only one of them the reform of the national security and defense
system includes the implementation of successful PPP model. Taking into account
the advantages of PPP mechanism we can state that the implementation of PPP
provides the realization of the following top reforms and programs:

- decentralization and public administration reform in order to implement
the financial sustainability of local authorities;

- deregulation and development of entrepreneurship in order to stimulate
domestic investment mechanisms based on the best practice;

- healthcare reform in order to create a business friendly environment to
develop markets for health care;

- energy independence in order to attract foreign investment in Ukraine’s
energy sector and modernization of energy sector infrastructure.
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The experience shows that the implementation of institutional frameworks
has a significant influence on the development of PPP in Ukraine. In 2010 the
Supreme Council of Ukraine passed the Law of Ukraine On the Principles of
Domestic and Foreign Policy [Law of Ukraine On the Principles of Domestic and
Foreign Policy 2010], the Law of Ukraine On Public Private Partnership [the Law
of Ukraine On Public Private Partnership 2010] and numerous bylaws have
defined main regulations and procedures of PPP in Ukraine. The law of Ukraine
On the Principles of Domestic and Foreign Policy defines the most important
principles and as one of the main principle of economic state policy it considers
developing PPP mechanisms due to attract investments in modernization of
industrial and social infrastructure. These laws and bylaws have given the
impulse to the development of PPP in Ukraine. At the end of 2014 243 projects
on the basis of PPP were implemented according to the data of central and local
executive bodies of Ukraine (210 concession agreements, 33 cooperation
agreements). These projects are implemented in the following areas of economy:
solid waste utilization (116 projects, 47.7% of all agreements); collection,
purification and distribution of water (79 projects, 32.5% of all); construction
and / or operation of highways, roads, railways, runways at airfields, bridges,
road overpasses, tunnels and subways, sea and river ports and their
infrastructure (17 projects, 7% of all); production, transportation and supply of
heat (7 projects, 3% all); production, distribution and supply of electricity (5
projects, 2.1% of all); search of mineral deposits, mineral exploration and
mineral extraction (3 projects, 1.2% of all); real estate management (2 projects,
0.8% of all); tourism, recreation, culture and sport (1 project, 0.4% of all);
irrigation and drainage systems (1 project, 0.4% of all); others (12 projects,
4.9% of all) [Information about the status of implementation of PPP 2015]. The
statistics of the World Bank [Private Participation in Infrastructure Database
2015] is less optimistic. Only 58 PPP projects in infrastructure, including 30
projects in the energy sector, 14 - telecommunication, 1 - transport and 2 -
water supply and sanitation were initiated in Ukraine during 1990-2014.

We don't claim to determine all differences in methodology of statistic
analysis of PPP projects but the official information of central and local
authorities in Ukraine and the World Bank shows that PPP has been developing
according to the vector of involving business in modernization of industrial and
social infrastructure projects which is determined in the Law of Ukraine On the
Principles of Domestic and Foreign Policy. It's a positive trend taking into account
providing the stabilization of socio-economical situation in view of the following.

World experience of crisis management shows that the development of
infrastructure facilities is one of the tools to overcome the crisis because it allows
to support aggregate demand in the short term and lays the foundation for long-
term economic growth by advancing the development of market infrastructure,
around which business activity will be carried out in the future.

Well-developed infrastructure (especially highways system, railways
systems, electricity, gas, heating, water-supply and sanitation, utilization of
domestic and industrial waste) is a “litmus” indicator for flow of investments in
the production sphere, which, in turn, leads to the revival of economic activity.
Most infrastructure objects are objects of state and municipal property because
of strategic, economic and social significance of them that's why their
development is provided by state and local authorities. The projects related to
modernization, maintenance and infrastructure development is quite capital
intensive, so their initiation and implementation largely depends on the state
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budget (state or local). The experience of many countries shows that at a certain
stage of their development, infrastructure projects can lose out the competition
for budgetary resources to other projects of social and economic development
this factor leads to an escalation of negative processes in such important sectors
as housing and utility, transport, energy, healthcare and others. The
implementation of infrastructure projects in this case is impossible without the
involvement of domestic and international capital on the basis of PPP.
International organizations estimate the necessary expenditure on the
maintenance and development of the existing infrastructure in countries with the
developing economy at 7% of their GDP, or 600 billion dollars annually.
However, public spending on infrastructure in these countries is now estimated
at 3% of GDP [Boghdan 2013]. According to the World Bank report [Private
Participation in Infrastructure Database 2015] for 1990-2014 years investment in
infrastructure projects implemented through PPPs in developing countries were
recorded at 2.2599 trillion dollars. The largest number of projects was initiated
by China (1186 of initiated projects), India (834), Brazil (718), Russia (337)
Mexico (234), and at the amount of external investments - Brazil (468.1 billion
US dollars), India (330.4 billion US dollars), Russia (146.3 billion US dollars),
Mexico (130.9 billion US dollars), China (130.8 billion US dollars). These
countries showed higher rates of economic growth in post-crisis period. In
Ukraine, the total investment in these projects through PPP forms from 1990 to
2014 reached only 14.3 billion US dollars (0.6% of all), and 81.7% was invested
in the telecommunications sector. We should remember that the industrial
infrastructure was built during the Soviet era and more than 20 years of market
reconstruction had come to a state of decline, it became an obstacle to economic
development, threat to life support of society and caused many manmade
disasters in recent years.

Ukraine has the infrastructure of power supply which hasn’t been changed
since its establishment as a part of electric power system of the former USSR.
The power system operation in was estimated according to norms of obsolete
system. High level of worn-out state, obsolescence of equipment and linear
structures as main lines, and regional energy systems leads to large losses of
energy resources, increases the threat of accidents, reduces energy security. So
the problem of modernization of energy infrastructure is very important for
Ukraine. [Chukajeva 2012] Because of the limited capacity of fiscal policy and
the crisis of public finance the only public financing of infrastructure
modernization of the fuel and energy complex is not acceptable. Last year the
Ukrainian government and politicians found many legislative initiatives aimed to
activate the involvement of foreign investors in the energy sector on the basis of
PPP, including the modernization of Gas Transmission System (GTS) of Ukraine,
energy generation and electrical systems.

A strong argument in favor of such expectations of managers of the state
will be implemented as real project is the fact that the energy sector is a leader
in the implementation of infrastructure projects through PPP in developing
countries. 2981 projects were initiated by the government (as a result 47.2%)
and recorded at 782.1 billion US dollars from 2009 to 2014. It's clear that the
investment attractiveness of the energy sector taking into account growing
demand for energy resources, high capital projects to create large generating
capacity, strong financial position of the key players of the modern energy
market and the fact that the realization of oil and gas projects provides a much
greater rate of profit return than in other sectors. The Conception of public-
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private partnership development in housing and communal services was
approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine in 2009. It shows the total
support of the State and the significant potential of economic development
through PPP mechanisms under modern conditions. Lack of experience with the
economic reform implementation caused a number of failures in the process of
reforms in this area.

To restructure national economy the privatization of communal property
was conducted and it didn’t provide the expected local revenues and sufficient
investment in modernization of privatized enterprises. The major part of the
population lost their right for a percent of GDP and as a result it had a negative
resonance in society and increased the level of distrust in the triad "government-
business-society". To provide the implementation of PPP projects in the fields of
Regional Development, Construction and Housing the Ministry of Regional
Development, Construction and Housing and Communal Services of Ukraine
established the Ukrainian PPP Development Support Center. One of the main
tasks of the center is to create a single register of projects in these areas
including projects financed by the state or local budgets and also private
financing through institution of PPP. However, the serious practical changes in
the sphere PPP have not happened. For five years since the Conception has been
signed according to the Ministry only 50 PPP agreements were signed, 19 objects
were put in concession, 22 objects were leased, 9 joint venture agreements were
signed [Passport of housing and public utilities of Ukraine 2013].

Much attention of politicians and the public is dedicated to housing
problems but the situation in this area is still complicated. Despite the fact that
global utility monopolies are a profitable business, the housing and utility
enterprises in Ukraine show a loss of millions every year. Thus, according to the
sectoral report of 2013 [Passport of housing and public utilities of Ukraine 2013]
the biggest losses have communal heating enterprises (71.5% of total loss) and
water and sewer utilities (22.7%). Inefficient sector reforms led to the critical
state of main assets of housing and utility sector. 0.1% of houses of the country
are in critical condition and 23.1 thousand of people live in them. 0.5% houses
are in bad condition and 95.5 thousand of people live there. The fixed assets of
elevator system are extremely worn out and the situation is not going to be
changed in the near future. 68.8 thousand kilometers or 38.2% of water supply
systems are in poor or worn our condition, leakage and unaccounted losses of
water in the water supply system are 30.9% of the supplied water given to the
network. Also 18.7 thousand km or 36.4% sewerage systems are in poor and
dilapidated condition. 5.9 thousand km (18.1%) of heating systems are in poor
and dilapidated condition, heat losses in the engineering networks is 14.3% of
the total heat energy; 5% is a share of waste dumping sites that are overloaded
and 13% do not correspond to environmental safety. The imperfect soviet model
of housing and utilities sector management as well as systems for regulating
natural monopolies led to inefficient work of the companies involved in this
sector in the market conditions and as a result they provide consumers with
services of inappropriate quality. For example, 102 settlements in 17 regions of
the country get fresh water on schedule; 261 settlements receive drinking water
from local sources which have deviation from the accepted standards of physical
and chemical parameters. Actually there are no market relations in the housing
and utilities sector of Ukraine and the rate does not perform the function of the
economic regulator. This leads to suboptimal behavior of society entities which
involved in the heat, water and sewage sectors of the market. Rates for housing
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and utilities services in most regions of Ukraine do not cover the cost of services,
almost all rates does not have an investment component and it does not
encourage business to be more efficient and to implement energy saving
programs. It makes difficult for industries to plan modernization of equipment,
pipeline systems and to implement new efficient equipment [Cherevykov 2010].

Thus, the improvement of the current situation in housing and utilities
sector is not possible without the involvement of private partners who are
naturally more efficient because they have higher mobility, flexibility, tendency
to innovations and risk and make decisions easier. It allows to adapt changes in
the environment and to use the business opportunities more efficient. Knowledge
the details of the production process, experience in negotiating, drafting
contracts and monitoring their performance, effective management and practical
application of modern technologies of financial management make the private
sector more effective project manager. In this case these private entities are
able to invest in an industry which was previously unavailable to them, but they
have different investment potential so not all of them can use these opportunities
in full. PPP projects in housing and utilities sector because of their high cost and
riskiness can be implemented only if they participate as partners and able to
accumulate significant financial flows and spread risk not only among direct
partners in the project and also to involve the international financial markets and
institutions. That's why the international corporations start to play more
significant role in this market. Thus, French international corporations “Suez” and
“Veolia” own 70% of private contracts for water and wastewater systems
throughout the world, and 7 of 10 major UK water companies are a part of 50
major Western international corporations, which makes 85% of the global
market for environmental goods and services [Polujanov 2012]. Of course, the
cooperation with such powerful players for Ukraine in the market of housing and
utilities services seems to be interesting due to attract foreign investments and
new technologies required by industry, but it has certain precaution: the State
should control their activity carefully and provide the protection of national
interests.

An important factor of socio-economic development of any country is the
transport sector which provides connection between production and
consumption. This sector is a catalyst of economic activity and circulation of
market and product flows; it supports labor mobility and meets the needs of the
population in traffic. Ukraine has a powerful transport potential but it must not
only nominally define its place in international relations on the Eurasian
continent, but also it should be implemented and promoted effectively in all
related areas of the national economy. Taking into account the information
mentioned above the dynamic and effective development of the transport system
in Ukraine is one of the most important objectives of policy to emerge from the
economic and financial crisis.

History shows that construction, reconstruction and repair of airports,
highways, railways, monorail transport vehicles, tunnels and bridges are
traditionally carried out through a combination of private and public funding as a
result many examples has been collected of both successful and unsuccessful
partnership in this area . One of the examples of such unsuccessful cooperation
is the first project that was initiated on the basis of PPP in Ukraine - construction
of the new highway Lviv - Krakovec (84.4 km). Its construction has been lasted
for last 15 years and its readiness is only 2.1%. In general, the use of PPP
mechanisms in transport sector in Ukraine does not become widespread, first of
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all because of the lack of effective normative framework and appropriate
guarantees of investor rights. Instead, the present state of the transport system
of Ukraine shows the urgency of implementing PPP mechanisms in this area,
because on the one hand, there is an urgent need to attract significant
investment in transportation infrastructure development, and on the other, the
financial capacity of the state is limited and own resources of transport
enterprises are worn out. Thus, according to analytical calculations of the
National Institute for Strategic Studies [The priority measures to overcome the
crisis in the transport system of Ukraine 2014; The improvement of mechanisms
of development of road sector in the context of public administration reform
roads 2014] the annual demand in capital investment in the rail transport sector
is over 33.6 billion US dollars including 23 billion hryvnia for modernization of
rolling stock of railway. Port sector needs investments in hydraulic engineering,
ground infrastructure, constructing artificial land and for this purpose at least 25
billion hryvnia is required in the midterm. Road Condition Index in Ukraine is one
of the worst in the world. According to experts of the World Economic Forum who
evaluated the quality of roads in 148 countries, in 2013 Ukraine was ranked
at144 place and lost 7 positions for one year. Ukraine doesn’t have any highway
of the European level, except Kyiv-Boryspil highway (16 km). Almost 169.5
thousand km of public road surface is required to be replaced and for this
purpose the State needs to spend at least UAH 450 billion. Every year Ukrainian
roads need about UAH 40 billion of capital investments. We believe that the main
institutional barriers to the development of PPP in transport will be overcome
through in the implementation reforms of transport infrastructure, corporate and
state property management, judiciary reform, reforms in public procurement
according to the Strategy for Sustainable Development “Ukraine - 2020” and
Program of investment attraction.

Significant potential of PPP in Ukraine is realized in such important area of
national interest as public services. Experience in implementing similar projects
on the basis of the RFP indicates significant potential of the private sector in
improving the quality of public services and optimizing budgetary funds including
their provision [Zapatrina 2010]. However, not all public services fall under the
framework of the Law of Ukraine “On public-private partnership”. A detailed
analysis of the fundamental principles of initiated reforms in the country gives
the opportunity to define this economic package as PPP. Among them we can
highlight the following: public procurement reform, land reform, civil service
reform and optimization of public agencies, anti-corruption reform,
decentralization and public administration reform, social security reform, health
care reform, education reform, the reform of state policy in the field of science
and research, reform of state policy in the sphere of culture, reform of state
policy in the field of sport.

Providing affordable, comfortable high-quality public services is critical to
citizens. Citizen’s satisfaction is the indicator of level of confidence in
government. Whereas, the trust in government institution is an important factor
in stabilizing the socio-economic situation in the country and a catalyst for
reforming. Instead, today the quality of public services is extremely low in
Ukraine.

According to the poll [Assessment the quality of administrative services
provided to the citizens 2013] conducted by the "“Democratic Initiatives”
Foundation and Kyiv International Sociology Institute in 2013 65% of Ukrainians
are fully or partially unsatisfied with the quality of services provided by the local
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authorities. At the same time the budgets of different levels funded UAH 28.5
billion (2% of GDP) [Statistical Publication Ministry of Finance of Ukraine "Budget
of Ukraine-2013" 2014] on the implementation of national functions.

There are a lot of different often conflicting opinions of the current state of
Ukrainian education. The state officials, the teaching staff and society recognize
the fact that the quality of education in Ukraine is getting worse from year to
year. The inefficient, centralized, outdated management and finance system
leads to these problems. Thus, over 90% of public funding in education in
Ukraine is aimed to maintain the current status (salaries, payment of utilities,
catering etc.) and not to develop educational institution and to support their
research.

The situation in the healthcare sector is also critical. Ukraine occupies the
lowest rank in the sphere of healthcare in Europe. According to Bloomberg report
“"Most efficient healthcare 2014: Countries”, Ukraine ranked 99 out of 145
countries. One of the key reasons for the low quality of medical care is unequal
opportunities in an access to public health services, out of date and inefficient
model of health systems financing and chronic healthcare sector deficits
[Shekera 2013]. Thus, according to Ukrainian Budget Summary, 2014 the health
expenditures were UAH 57.1 billion or 3.6% of GDP, while in the EU-15 health
care budget financing was 6.7% of GDP [Zapatrina 2010; Statistical Publication
Ministry of Finance of Ukraine "Budget of Ukraine- 2014" 2015]. As well as, there
is a high level of cash payments for health care services in Ukraine. The Law of
Ukraine "On Public Private Partnership" considers the health care system as one
of the spheres of PPP implementation, but the potential of this partnership is still
extremely limited.

Ukraine spends a lot on social security and social care especially compared
to European countries [Zapatrina 2010]. According to Ukrainian Budget
Summary, 2013 expenditures for social protection and social security were UAH
145.1 billion or 10.0% of GDP, and in 2014 - UAH 138.0 bin. or 8.8% of GDP
[Statistical Publication Ministry of Finance of Ukraine "Budget of Ukraine- 2013"
2014,; Statistical Publication Ministry of Finance of Ukraine "Budget of Ukraine-
2014" 2015]. However, the level of poverty in this period has not changed, and it
shows that there has been no progress in reforming the social security system in
Ukraine and social programs have not provided us with the expected results.

As a result because of the out of date finance system and inefficient public
services in Ukraine this sector is in poor condition now and requires
implementing the mechanisms of PPP.

Having analyzed the level of development of PPP in Ukraine we can state
that the potential of PPP implementation in industrial and social infrastructure in
order to provide movement according to the vector is at poor level. The demand
of involvement of the private sector in infrastructure projects in Ukraine is not
satisfied. We think that the main reason of this situation existing in Ukraine is
the lack of balance of interests between the government and private partners as
parties of PPP. The interest of the government is to involve the private business
into infrastructure modernization including less profitable and non-profit sectors.
On the other hand the business, which main purpose is profit, is interested in
developing only profitable projects and spheres where the interest of the private
partner is more protected. To solve this problem we suggest expanding the
sphere of joint interests of partners and their harmonization and creating the
mechanism to protect the interests of parties of PPP. To solve the first task the
advantages which partners received in partnership and advantages of projects in
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comparison with other investment projects in PPP must be taken into account.
We’'ve mentioned the advantages of the state partners and we consider the
potential benefits of the private partners as:

- Enhancement of investment opportunities. PPP extends the scope for free
movement of capital; it allows the private sector to invest in the implementation
of investment projects of state and municipal property. It gives the opportunity
to businesses to implement projects that require large-scale investments,
because such projects are almost always financed from the budget. It provides
the free access to credit resources in the domestic and international financial
markets.

- Access to new markets, penetration into previously inaccessible areas for
private sector of economic activity and spread of its products by improving
conditions for the production of innovative products; getting right for providing
services in public / municipal property and services for the collection of utility
bills for removal of solid wastes, road maintenance etc.

- Reduction of uncertainty in decision-making and facilitating the work of
the authorities during obtaining permission documentation for the project. Due to
develop partnerships with business, the government as an object of governance
forms steel rules and provides their implementation with all members of PPP via
creating a legal and institutional environment. The government as a part of an
economic turnover keeps strictly within the law and their obligations of the
private partner. The terms and conditions of a PPP are generally stable
throughout its duration. They can be changed at the mutual agreement by the
parties or through the courts in at any change of the circumstances guided by
the partners of the contract.

- Increasing the overall profitability and capitalization growth of partner
enterprises partnership. During the fixed terms according to the contract the
private partner has legal rights to the profits and products obtained as a result of
a proper site management of PPP.

If there is no state support and the realization of the project is impossible,
the private partner may call for the state to guarantee income and cover
expenses.

Compensation expenses of private investors are financed at the cost of
operating revenue or payments from the budget. The private partner receives
the guaranteed source of income and long-term cost savings on a scale of
production to expand limits of its activity by using means of PPP. Cost reduction
can be achieved through using tax preferences and others, reducing the cost of
capital, which is involved in the financial market under the state guarantees and
in the form of government expenditures, reducing transaction costs etc.

- Risk reduction. Any business activity is associated with risk that's why
the private partner accepts risk naturally and its success is determined by the
ability to assess risk adequately and take appropriate steps to minimize it.
Nowadays a large number of risk sharing facilities of private sector among
various financial markets have been developed by the theory and practice of risk
management mechanisms. However, the implementation of socially important
strategic projects is connected with extremely high risks which are more
significant and have larger number of consequences. The total risk of the private
sector is reduced through delegating part of responsibilities for such risks to
public partner and as a result it makes this project more attractive.

- Favorable conditions for innovation. The private sector can be developed
on the basis of state / municipal property, including educational, industrial and
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technological infrastructure of its innovation activity through using the
mechanisms of PPP. It also gives the access to the results of basic research and
the unique equipment. They help to weaken administrative limits to enter to new
high technology markets and extend their activities in the field of
commercialization of scientific research conducted by public research institutions.

- The development of human capacity. The participation of the business
sector in projects is usually connected with implementation of more efficient
work methods, improvement of equipment and technology, development of new
forms of production, creation of new enterprises [Brajlivsjkyj 2013], and
therefore a growing need for highly skilled workers. To meet the needs of private
companies in highly-skilled specialists the business establishes strong
partnership with universities. This interaction makes possible to improve
educational standards and curricula, educational activities of educational
institutions (providing training and practice of students, creating training courses
and laboratories, supporting student projects, competitions and occupational
guidance for prospective students etc.), provide direct control for universities. As
a result, business gets direct access to a highly skilled workforce.

- Implementation of the social strategy based on the principles of social
responsibility. The implementation of mechanism for CSR creates both financial
and non-financial benefits for the company in the long run and provides
strengthening the company's market position, maintaining consumer base, image
and many other benefits [Bajura 2012].

Each partner brings to the project their own “exclusive” feature to solve
given objectives that’s why PPP projects have several advantages compared to
projects implemented by private and public partners. They are:

- Participation of the State based on equality, delegation of powers and
responsibilities to the private sector raises the status of the project.

- High social value in the medium and long term perspective, higher
technological efficiency for society.

- The only or the common objective of the state and business, taking into
account their interests and influence on economic processes.

- Stable long-term relationship between the state and private partners
without time restrictions to make one transaction, the absence of any
partnership discrimination.

- The private partner is determined on the basis of open competitive
tender.

- All partners takes into account all risks of the project on shared basis and
its distribution between the state and private companies based on their ability to
manage risks.

- Flexibility in optimizing investment decisions approved in the project;
reducing the transaction costs connected with the uncertainty of the market
environment and risks in contract and negotiation planning, monitoring their
implementation.

- Ability to engage technical and financial support of international
organizations.

- Reduced project cost and time spent on its implementation.

- Equitable share of commercial benefits from the project, encourage the
use of innovative revenue sources.

The second task (developing the mechanism to protect the interests of
parties of PPP) is the complicated poorly structured problem and it requires the
deeper research which will be represented in our further research.
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Conclusions. The research proves that the PPP implementation based on
the best international experience can influence on the normalization of socio-
economic situation in Ukraine according to the following vectors: increasing GDP
rate and investment demand; improving the functioning of public finances and
expanding fiscal space for social and economic development; reducing balance of
payment deficit; growth in industrial production and construction; enhancing the
innovative activity; reducing unemployment ; improving the quality of life of the
people.

As the foregoing descriptions clearly illustrate, Ukraine has a significant
potential PPP to be implemented in business practice but this potential is almost
never used because of the narrowness of the state institutional frameworks of
PPP; imbalance and vulnerability of interests of the parties in PPP.

To create conditions conducive to implementing PPP projects intended to
stabilize the socio-economic situation in the country we offer to extend
institutional frameworks for the implementation of PPP in Ukraine. We suggest
amending the Law of Ukraine On the Principles of Domestic and Foreign Policy,
Section 7, paragraph 1, by inserting the following sentence: “development of
mechanisms for public-private partnerships” instead of "“development of
mechanisms for public-private partnerships to attract investment in the
modernization of industrial and social infrastructure”.

It gives the possibility to initiate more PPP projects thanks to projects
which aim is not only to attract private investment for infrastructure
modernization and also to expand spheres of implementation of PPP by means of
the sectors that do not belong to the industrial and social infrastructure.

We also suggest considering PPP mechanisms as the part of
implementation of such reforms and national development programs as:
decentralization and public administration reform; deregulation and development
of entrepreneurship; healthcare reform; energy independence. Their
implementation will give the priority status to PPP mechanisms and attract the
interest to the cooperation among various levels of hierarchy of management of
the economy.

We propose to extend the sphere of joint interests of partners by including
extra advantages which partners received in partnership and advantages of PPP
projects into the area of interest.

It's also necessary to create the effective mechanism of protection of
interests of different parties of PPP.

Thus further PPP development requires an active participation both private
and public sectors in the preparation and implementation of PPP projects,
especially at the local level. Moreover, the creation of institutional environment,
improvement of its legal framework will encourage new projects to be developed
under the public private partnership in Ukraine.

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THE PARTNERSHIP APPROACH FOR EXTENSION

Abstract. It is widely acknowledged that extension or advisory services
play a crucial role in agricultural and rural development. But how could such a
service be organised in a sustainable manner when the Government has
insufficient funds and farmers are not ready to pay for advice? In this
contribution I propose some ideas, based on my experiences in the Philippines,
and many years of work in various positions within the agricultural knowledge
and innovation system in The Netherlands and Europe.

The key idea is that a centre, providing advisory services to farmers,
should have other sources of income than the government budget only. It could
generate income from a training and demonstration farm, and services to
commercial partners who have an interest in supporting the centre. The
technicians working at the centre should develop expertise that is really
worthwhile for its partners. But just as important is the role of such a centre as a
trustworthy “Free Actor” in the network of stakeholders in the area. Let us call it
“The Partnership Approach for Extension”.
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Introduction. It has been the experience in so many extension offices,
operating as government structures in weak economies: the extension agents
receive their modest salary, but sit there behind their desks, without proper
means of transport for visiting farmers, or for travelling to update their
knowledge. No wonder they spend their time in the grey economy wherever they
find clients and business partners that value their know-how.

Many efforts have been done by foreign assisted projects to upgrade the
technical level of the extension agents, to provide materials, computers and
means for transport. But after the project funds have dried up, the brighter
technicians look for better jobs, and those with less chances stay behind, as
ornaments in the office buildings. The standard public extension service has a
poor business model, as long as farmers are not able or not willing to pay for
advice.

In this regard a study on how partnerships are receiving much attention
presently when it comes to development and innovations in agriculture is to
particular importance.

Literature review and the problem statement. Would privatisation of
such government extension services be better? This debate is going on for many
years already, but practically all countries in formerly communist Europe
maintained their public services until present [Knierim et al. 2015]. Only few
countries have fully privatised systems, and where this is the case, like in The
Netherlands, it is hard for advisors to survive in the knowledge market where
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lots of competitors are active, and little space is left for keeping updated or to
engage in risky innovative adventures [Klerkx, Hall and Leeuwis 2009].

“To privatise or not to privatise?”: this is not the only question at stake
here [Wielinga 2008]. Ideas about what such services should entail have
changed. Extension is more than repackaging messages from researchers and
delivering them at the doorstep of farmers. There is a growing recognition for the
interactive aspect of innovations and the role of intermediate actors [Wielinga
2001, 2009, 2009; Koutsouris 2014] or knowledge brokers [Klerkx 2008; Klerkx,
Hall and Leeuwis 2009].

Partnership has become the name of the game. For example, in 2014 the
European Commission has launched the European Innovation Partnership
programme (EIP), based on the idea that relevant innovations emerge from
interaction between stakeholders, rather than from Transfer of Technology. [Oost
2012].

How could partnership be given shape under conditions where farmers are
not ready to pay for support and governments have limited means to upgrade
their extension services? In this article I explore some possibilities, based on
previous experiences [Wielinga 2015].

Research results.

Features of a working business model for extension.

When extension activities are combined with a farm, the farm operations
generate additional income for the centre. This combination offers a range of
opportunities:

— Demonstration: Farmers can come and see how new technologies work
out. This is more inspiring than advisors who only suggest that such practices are
better.

— Training: The farm facilities are useful for providing hands-on training.
Short training courses can be attractive for farmers, as well as for advisors and
farm technicians in larger enterprises. This could be funded for example from the
budget for education or rural development of local authorities. Some specialised
courses might also be interesting enough for commercial farms to be offered for
a fee.

— Applied research: Most often scientific knowledge needs to be adapted
to local circumstances. Farmers might be experimenting too, or use practices
which appear valuable although not commonly recognised as valid techniques.
The farm facilities are useful for trials at farm scale.

— Development of various technology options: The conditions for farming
are not the same for every farmer. Some have more opportunities than others. A
farm for demonstration, training and applied research offers the possibility to
show different farming models, attuned to the most important target groups in
the area.

— Meeting place for professional farmer’s networks: A centre with such a
multi-purpose farm and knowledgeable staff becomes a natural focus point
where entrepreneurs in a certain sector like to come together, and build
networks.

— Exhibition place: The centre is also interesting for other players in the
supply chain, who wish to expose their products like machinery, feeds, seeds,
products for plant protection, and other farm supplies.

— Innovations: New practices and solutions do not always come from
research. Often they emerge from interaction between stakeholders who share
an ambition for solving a problem or making use of new opportunities. Such
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innovation networks can be stimulated by providing skilful facilitation. The
facilitator should have a position that is accepted by the network partners.

Technicians from a knowledge centre as envisioned here could take such a
role, since they have no other interests than assisting farmers.

Farming enterprises in a certain sector benefit from good relationships
between the major partners in the value chain, combined with guidance from the
knowledge institutions (research and education). Such partnerships require an
intermediate actor which is appreciated by its partners, and able to do what is
needed to make the partnership flourish. I call this the position of the “Free
Actor” [Wielinga 2001, 2008].

The centre will only acquire such a position if the technical quality of the
technicians, the facilities and the management is good. This is to be achieved
through specialisation in a certain branch of activity, like for example poultry
production, biological horticulture or agro-tourism. After a period of investment
in training, improved facilities and building the initial network, such a centre can
sustain with a basic budget from public authorities and the income generated by
the farm, the training courses and the accommodations for meeting and
exhibitions.

ITCPH in the Philippines: an example with 30 years of experience.

In June 2015, the International Training Centre on Pig Husbandry (ITCPH)
in Lipa City, The Philippines, celebrated its 30est anniversary. At the high of this
event, more than 150 guests from all over the country were present, including
the vice-minister of agriculture and captains of the swine industry. “Success
through partnership” was the slogan of the celebration.

For me this was a most rewarding event. I was invited as a special guest,
22 years after I left the centre as the last Dutch consultant for the development
project that had put it on its feet. When I arrived there, three years earlier, the
present centre director, dr Ruth Miclat, had just been appointed as a young and
unexperienced veterinarian. A good number of the crew I worked with so long
ago was still working at the centre, and many other former colleagues had come
back to join the party. It was also good to see that recently new young and
enthusiastic technicians had been appointed, proud to start working at this
centre with its excellent reputation. The centre had expanded its activities and
developed a range of new approaches, such as an on-line course in pig keeping.

A few years ago Ruth sent me an e-mail, informing me that ITCPH had
won the award for the best government agency in the country, with a ceremony
at the presidential palace with the president herself. What more can you dream
of as a development worker? Success is the result of the efforts of many, but it
feels good having been part of this history.

ITCPH is part of the Agricultural Training Institute (ATI) under the
Department of Agriculture (DA). ATI has training centres all over the country,
providing support to public extension agents under the responsibility of regional
authorities. ITCPH is the only specialised centre, with focus on pig husbandry.
Recently, also some other activities have been added such as the production of
chickens, goats and horticulture, merely to demonstrate integrated farming
systems. The staff consists of around 40 persons, out of which 12 instructors.

A strange duck in the pond. The training centre started as a Dutch
initiative. In The Netherlands, hands-on training facilities for agricultural schools
and colleges are concentrated in specialised centres for hands-on training
(IPC’s): one for horticulture, one for dairy farming and one for pig and poultry
production. Students in agriculture from all over the country spend several
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weeks in these centres for practical training in farm facilities that are typical for
commercial family farms in The Netherlands.

These training facilities are interesting for international technicians as well.
In many developing countries such practical education is lacking. Over the years
the international courses of Barneveld College (nowadays part of IPC), the
practical training centre for pig and poultry production, attracted many
participants from all over the world.

In the 80ies of the last century, the idea came up to organise such courses
in the region: this would be cheaper, and more adapted to the regional
conditions for farming. Barneveld College started outreach courses in Colombia,
Indonesia and, in 1985, in The Philippines. International courses in pig
husbandry were offered for the entire Asian region, from India to Fiji. Dutch
scholarships for practical training, that otherwise would be spent in The
Netherlands, were now available to receive participants in The Philippines.

In this country, such a centre did not fit into the existing structure. During
the first five years, the Bureau of Animal Industry (BAI), the leading institute in
research for the animal production sector, was the Philippine partner in the
project. Selected researchers were sent to Barneveld in The Netherlands to be
trained as instructors, and the first international courses were offered. However,
there was a lot of struggle over the poor facilities and uncertainty for the staff.
Only at the end of the first five years a good location was found for constructing
a new centre. A second phase appeared to be necessary to give the centre a
solid basis. However, the Dutch Ministry of Development Cooperation lingered to
decide. BAI did not want to cooperate any longer, and staff that were willing to
stay with ITCPH had to give up its permanent position as a government worker.
Only five of the trained technical staff took the risk.

A breakthrough was reached when ATI offered to take over the
responsibility from BAI, with permanent positions for the staff. When I arrived in
1990 as Chief Technical Adviser, the buildings had just been finished, and most
of the staff was newly recruited, very young and insecure. Those from the first
crew who had taken the risk, however, were highly motivated, including my
counterpart, the centre director who had taken the lead in the second phase of
the project. With this lady, dr Mary-Ann Sayoc, I developed an excellent
relationship.

But also within ATI the international centre was a strange duck, much
larger than the other centres, and thus also receiving a larger budget. This did
not feel comfortable at the start. Apart from the international course, we offered
national courses for extension agents, agricultural teachers and farm technicians.
Furthermore, the centre started to offer assistance to the regional ATI centres for
creating training and demonstration farm facilities. These “outreach centres” for
which the centre trained the technicians, helped to improve the relationships
between ITCPH and the other ATI centres.

Managing a farm as a business in a government centre. Running a
farm as a Government centre was a major challenge. Following the rules for
bookkeeping, any positive balance should be returned to the national treasury,
while the budget for the next year usually was disbursed in April of May, with
considerable cuts on what was requested. By that time the animals would have
been dead, if we had not found another solution. We operated a revolving fund
on a bank account of the foreign assisted project. For this account I was
responsible as a foreigner, but I mandated my Philippine colleagues to use it for
all farm operations, as well as for commercial courses we developed over time. It
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became a by-pass for many necessary transactions that were difficult in the
normal bureaucracy. Since we could set the rules for this revolving fund, we
were not only able to buy feeds and sell animals, but also to build up a reserve
for calamities and to create a providence fund for staff that ran into financial
troubles for reasons beyond their control. This strengthened the feeling of being
part of the ITCPH family: a very important feature in the Philippine culture. The
Philippine staff appeared to manage the fund seriously and skilfully: they
understood very well that if something would go wrong with this fund, the future
of the centre would be at stake.

This procedure worked very well, but when the project ended, there was
no legal way to turn over the revolving fund in Philippine hands. Since I had full
confidence in my counterpart and her staff, we decided to keep the revolving
fund running as it did, even though I was back in The Netherlands and did not
bear any responsibility for the project anymore. This situation took one year.
Then, there was a celebration for the opening of the additional buildings for
which the construction had started during my stay. Many important people had
been invited, and also the minister of agriculture came. He used to be a
businessman. I flew back to The Philippines to join the party.

During the farm tour the minister could not believe his eyes. “Is this really
a government centre?” he asked. “This is not possible”. “You are right”, we told
him. "And we have to tell you a little secret. What we do is actually illegal. And if
you want this centre to continue like this, you should allow a foundation.” ITCPH
got its foundation for the duration of 15 years. By the time this agreement
ended, the law had changed which made it possible for government agencies to
operate with revolving funds.

Becoming a nucleus for networks. Next to technical excellence, team
building and sound financial management, we gave priority to building good
relationships with partners who would find it interesting enough to keep on
supporting the centre after the Dutch assistance had ended. My counterpart
appeared to be an excellent networker. We offered assistance to the regional ATI
centres, and we made contacts with NGO’s assisting small farmers. These NGO
workers were quite effective in community development, getting local people
organised, but then they ran into the problem of how to generate more income.
For doing so, appropriate technical knowledge was required, which ITCPH could
offer.

Although the Dutch assistance was aimed for poverty alleviation, we also
made contacts with the commercial sector, where pig farms usually were much
bigger than the usual family farms in The Netherlands. These entrepreneurs were
interested in good trainings for their farm technicians, and in technology for
artificial insemination. ITCPH was offering this.

One could worry about the future orientation of ITCPH: would it leave the
small farmers behind and orient itself to the far more profitable commercial
enterprises, as soon as the Dutch had left? We organised a two-day conference,
where commercial entrepreneurs and representatives of NGO’s could meet. To
my surprise, the conference ended in a general recognition of shared interests.
The commercial sector would benefit from an expertise centre helping small
farmers to produce in a more efficient and healthy way. Prevalence of contagious
diseases like hog fever and foot and mouth disease inhibited exports of pig meat,
and could only be eradicated if small farmers would improve hygiene. Years later
the country did reach the status of being disease free indeed. Furthermore, small
farmers were good clients of commercial farms for buying young piglets for
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fattening, whereas the large farms concentrated on breeding and multiplication.
Third, there was a shortage of corn at Luzon, the Northern island of The
Philippines. Corn is a major feed ingredient. As long as small farmers were
wasting too much feed through inefficient feeding practices, the price of feed
would remain high for all.

Soon after the Dutch assistance had ended, the Philippine hog raisers
associations asked ITCPH to host the national boar testing station, which was
previously located at aa university. They considered the management of ITCPH
more reliable. Also companies for farm supplies, such as veterinary products,
feeds and equipment found their way to expose products. One of the activities
during the celebration last summer was a ground breaking ceremony with Cargill,
a worldwide multinational, investing in an applied research facility at ITCPH to
explore optimal feeding systems for smallholder conditions.

Sadly, in those years the policy of the Dutch development cooperation
moved away from agriculture, especially livestock production, and a few years
after I left, the support for the international courses came to an end. But ITCPH
had found other ways to sustain without foreign support.

Five years after my return to The Netherlands I headed a team of Dutch
experts, and negotiated with authorities in China and Vietham about the creation
of three practical training centres: one near Beijing for pig husbandry, one for
horticulture under glass near Shanghai, and one for pigs and poultry in Binh
Thang, near Ho Chi Minh City. The Dutch minister of agriculture had led a trade
mission to these two countries, and he was advised to give away a present for
improving the relationship. The authorities in both countries were most
interested in technology transfer: not at the academic level, but hands-on. After
my return from The Philippines I had resumed my position as officer at the
ministry of agriculture in the Netherlands, and so I was asked to lead the
mission. The projects were modelled after ITCPH, and all ran for five years, after
which the centres continued independently from foreign assistance.

Inspiration for Eastern Europe? What lessons can be learned from the
Philippine experience? Definitely, circumstances are not the same. Furthermore,
the creation of ITCPH was a considerable investment, with eight years of foreign
assistance including two resident Dutch experts. Nevertheless, some relevant
elements can be taken along while designing new approaches for extension in
partnership for Ukraine.

— When advisory services can be combined with activities that generate
income, the extension centres can deliver quality without being fully dependent
from public funds. A farm for demonstrations, hands-on training and applied
research can be a source of additional income.

— Such a farm is a strong stimulus for the technical staff to apply up-to-
date knowledge, and to adapt it to the local circumstances.

— Showing different options for farms with more and with less resources,
makes the centre attractive for different target groups, and reminds the advisors
of the fact that there is usually no one-size-fits-all technology which is good for
all farmers.

— When such a centre is capable of attracting the attention from the
most important players in a certain field of interest, it can develop a role as
facilitator for networks of farmers who collaborate in finding new solutions for
challenges in the area. The farm and the facilities for training can become a
natural place to meet.
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— Such a meeting place is also interesting for other players in the value
chain, such as companies in farm supplies, willing to support the centre.

Probably there are many ways to put this approach into practice. There
might already be experimental farms or agricultural schools with farm facilities
that offer a good basis to start. Possibly former state farms can be converted. It
requires creativity and the involvement of local stakeholders to find solutions
that fit into the local conditions.

At least the following conditions are crucial for the success of such centres:

— The financial management should be based on a revolving fund,
allowing to run the farm as a business, independently from the public budgeting
procedures.

— The focus of the centre must be sufficiently specialised to build up
valuable expertise.

— Apart from technical expertise, the staff should also have good
communication skills for building and maintaining network relationships.

— The activities should not only focus on small family farms, but also on
issues that interest commercial enterprises. The challenge is to find ways to
engage both target groups in joint activities with a shared interest.

Conclusions. The first step for implementing the approach of extension in
partnership is to create space for experiments. Find partners who are interested,
and willing to support it. Also find organisations that might be doing it partly
already. The best would be to initiate a programme with four to six pilots, that
can learn together about the best way to implement and adjust the approach in
Ukraine conditions.

Partnerships are receiving much attention presently when it comes to
development and innovations in agriculture. The focus of the Dutch Development
Cooperation has shifted from supporting NGO’s in community development
towards stimulating cooperation between enterprises, knowledge institutions and
NGO’s for creating working business models. Approaches for stimulating
networks for innovation are seen as promising for bridging the gap between
research and practice in agriculture. As an example, in 2014 the European Union
has launched the EIP (European Innovation Partnership) programme, supporting
initiatives from ‘Operational Groups’ including farmers, advisors, researchers and
other stakeholders.

The underlying assumption is that sound technical knowledge alone is not
enough to stimulate development at farm level. Farmers and other stakeholders
should be involved in the creation of solutions that are fit for them. This has
consequences for the role of experts. Their technical knowledge is still important,
but not just to show the way, but for becoming a trustworthy partner who knows
how to design the search and learn process from which new and appropriate
solutions will emerge.

In this wide perspective, experiments at small scale could be an
interesting contribution.
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MAIN DIRECTIONS OF POLITICAL AND LEGAL SETTLEMENT

OF THE LANGUAGE ISSUE ON THE BASIS OF THE ANALYSIS

OF POLAR POLITICAL FORCES LEGISLATIVE INITIATIVES IN
MODERN UKRAINE

Abstract. It is found areas of political and legal settlement language issue
on the analysis of bills polar political forces in modern Ukraine. One of the main
areas is interpersonal, inter, mizhpolitychna, intercultural, international and
inter-state communication. Communicative direction is basic: it combines all
other areas of government and initiating contacts with the regions, local
authorities, polar political forces and public at large.

The study is an actual problem, as related to the preservation and
development politoko legal culture in modern Ukraine. Indifference and silence of
the problem led to the polarization of Ukrainian society, opposition and division.
The confrontation between the right and left political forces in modern Ukraine
occurred during the years of independence on ideological basis, based upon
linguistic and political separatism pro-Russian political forces. To implement his
own idea of further Russification of Ukrainian people and independent Ukraine's
accession to the alliance with Russia, pro-Russian policy imposed Ukrainian
community law "On ratification of the European Charter for Regional or Minority
Languages" in an unacceptable manner which violated the procedure of voting
with inappropriate content and idea that violate the laws and Constitution of
Ukraine. To achieve the goal, the Communists and the Party of Regions Ukrainian
community impose their own laws to raise the status of the Russian language, its
protection and dissemination in Ukraine, which since 1997 accumulated in the
Verkhovna Rada.

The main idea of the article is to adjust the language issue in
contemporary Ukraine, which depends on the willingness of the authorities and
polar political forces to negotiate and coordinate linguistic and political issues and
other conflicts.

The principle of operation of the device:

e The device is designed for measuring of the spectral coefficient of aqueous
solutions directional transmission to determine the causes of lack of nutrition in the
plant and develop recommendations for its feeding.

e On the ground of the measurements done recommendations for fertilizing a
soil substrate on which crops are grown are made.

e The measuring effect of the device is based on the change of optical density
of physical solutions under the light influence combined with chemicals (N, P, K, S,
Ca, Mg, Cu, B, Zn, Mn, Fe, Mo, Co, J).

e The level of training is not essential for analysis.

e The duration of the research is 30-40 min. in place of growing crops without
visiting specialized laboratories.

The portable laboratory allows:

e to determine the actual contents of elements in plants;

e to compare data of the contents of the plant with needs and allows to
conclude about the excess or shortage of each element.

The principle of operation of the portable laboratory is based on:

e Chemical Law - Robert Hill Reaction - the photochemical reaction of
chloroplasts extracted from plant during lighting reflects specularly the reaction of
chloroplasts in natural photosynthesis;

e Physical Law - Beer-Lambert-Bouguer law - increasing of photochemical
activity of chloroplasts is characterized by increased allocation of free oxygen. Its
color dye chemical change causes the optical density of the solution to be measured.
